VALUE OF MOLASSES 
AS A DAIRY; FEED 

Molasses Is a very, good, nutritious 
and palatable feed. For comparison it 
is about equal to ground corn. . It may 
tie fed to-cows and yodng stock with­
out any injurious effect, says Hoard's 
Dairyman. For bulls in service it is 
rather doubtful whether three or four 
pounds can be fed without affecting) 
the animal's potency. --It. Is a feed rich 
In carbohydrates, and bulls in service 
should rieceive a ration rich in protein.. 
Many breeders do not feed their bulls 
silage for-the reason that It is rich 
In carbohydrates; others give them a 
very limited amount We would say, 
therefore, that there is danger in feed­
ing too much molasses to a bull in 
service. We might state further that 

*It is possible to feed cows and young 
stock ' a ration too rich in carbohy­
drates. Protein is required for milk 
cows and for growing animals, and 
whenever this element is limited in 
the ration the milk flow and growth of 
the animal will also be limited. 

Molasses will supplement alfalfa hay 
very nicely because, as stated, molasses 
Is rich ins carbohydrates' and alfalfa 
hay is rich in protein. Molasses, ensi­
lage and alfalfa hay will make an ac­
ceptable ration. We believe It would 
be better, however, If some other kind 
of feed could be fed with molasses, air

PARASITES THAT 
INFEST POULTRY 

Forpractical purposes lice and mites 
may: be divided into three classes, ac­
cording to their life habits and the 
best? means of destroying them.. The 
flrst 'and least harmful..class is that 
made up of the ilarge body lice' which 
live upon the. skin of. adult fowls .and 
annoy them chiefly by the irritation 
of their presence. These are compara­
tively.-easily killed by lice powders sift­
ed through the feathers, or by the dust 
baths which all fowls enjoy if glvSn 
opportunity to take'them.' Given op­
portunity to take these dust baths, 
adult fowls will need little help in 
csmbatlng this class of parasites. 

The second class is composed of those 
whldi burrow into the skin or beneath 
the scales of the fowl's body and {egs. 
The depluming mite which burrows 
into, the skin at the base of the feathers 
and causes theke to drop out and the 
mite' which cause's "scaly leg by bur­
rowing beneath the scales of the feet 
apdshanks belong tothis class. These 
cannot be reached by.'dusting powders 
and: must be attacked with some 
grease' or oil that can penetrate to 
t&elr habitations.

though we would expect cows and 
young stock to do very .well on this 
combination. . 

As a rule a cow weighing- 1,000 
pounds should receive in the neighbor­
hood of thirty pounds of silage. Some 
will not eat quite this much, others a 
little more. Aboiit ten pounds of alfalfa 
hay will be the usual amount con­
sumed. Besides this, the cow will eat 
from five pounds and np of grain or -its 
equivalent depending upon the flow of 
milk. 

On Hoard's - Dairyman farm, where 
alfalfa ha/ and corn silage form the 
basis of a ration, abont one pound of 
grain is fed for each four to four and 
one-half pounds of milk produced.

It is best to remove affected hens'.from' 
the flock that the disease may not 
spread to / others' through contact and 
if it is desired to treat the'hens they 
may have a few drops of the following 
solution placed In each eye once or 
twicp dally: Boric acid, ten Brains; sul­
phate of zinc.Aone-half grain; water, 
one ounce.

breeders of dairy cattle, select bulls al-
tnost entirely on tl^e Individuality'and 
performance of the dams.. However, 
the individuality of the bull himself is 
Important also. 

As for age. it Is safe to say better re­
sults will be attained by. buying ma­
ture. tried bulls, although this Is not 
the rule usually followed. Bulls capa­
ble of . begettipg useful daughters are 
plentiful, but those capable of beget­
ting daughters that are' phenomenal 
workers are few indeed, and the ma-' 
Jorlty of these are lost before their full 
Worth has been determined. 

In selecting a bull to head the herd 
£here must always be borne in mind 
the old saying, "The bull is half the 
herd." Much data are at hand showing 
the great difference.. that exists be­
tween dairy bulls in' their ability to 
kire > heavy pjwdudng heifers, and a 
Kood dairy sire that will. raise the 
Itverage production of the herd fifty to 
100 pounds of butter fat Is a bargain 
it almost any price, while a so called 
"cheap" 'bull may be a source of great 
loss.

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Test Cows For Tuborculoaia. 
In building up the dairy herd and ae-

lecting animals extreme care is nec­
essary to guard against disease, and 
especially' the most common disease 
aknong them, tuberculosis. In bnying 
animals buy them subject to the tuber­
culin test which should be made by a 
reliable veterinarian, who should give 
the Jiuyer a certificate stating the tem­
perature before and after the Injection 
of the tuberculin. Reject all animals 
that react when conditions are known 
to be normal. Never allow, an animal 
known to be infected with tuberculosis 
to step on the farm. All animals pur­
chased, even though accompanied by a 
-healtbi certificate, should be isolated 
and tested again after they have been 
On the farm ninety days. 

Good Faada With Alfalfa. 
The cheapest and best feeds to sup­

plement. alfalfa are beet pulp and 
ground barley. Make a mixture con­
sisting of equal parts by weight of 
these two feeds and feed about one 
pound of the combination for each 
three and one-half pounds to four 
pounds of milk produced. It will be 
well to soak the dry molasses. beet 
pulp with water twelve hours before 
deeding/ using abont -three pounds of 
water for each pound of the dry pulp.

Having wonderful ab 
sorbent powers; especially, for gases, 
only a small quantity should be put In 
the hoppers1 at- a time, on account of 
Its absorptive nature. It should be 
kept in a thoroughly dry vessel wit* a 
close fitting cover, so asf to exclude 
the air.
