There catfie a lull in the firing 
from tbe besieged pair, and a charge 
Wits ordered. Policeman Dean was 
shot as the peUceigained the door, and 
Crabtree war-shtSt tliroagh the arm 
and n£gk as he^ac^ed Dean's body 

It was then that Captain Westbrook 
deeded to dy,namite the house. With 
the first floor Covered by his men, he 
gained a rear stairway and'brought 
down from the second floor a negro 
trtimed Atoos,, his wife and four small 
children. Then a can of gasoline was 
fired In front of tiie bouse, to attract 
the attention of the .defenders, and six 
Bticks of dynamite (were exploded at 
the rear. This tons down part of the 
building, and theq^two more charges 
were set off in rapid succession. They 
completely demolished the building, 
and Police Chief Healy and Captain 
Westbrook led a squall into the ruins. 
With titem , was Policeman , Hughes, 
armed with a rifle. Mcintosh had not 
been killed* In the Explosions, and 
poked his head above a bit of the ruins. 
Hughes shot him through the head, 
then fired two more bullets into h|s 
bo<ly..

In the 
Riga region effort^ by the Germans to 
retake positions" they had lost were 
unsuccessful.

South and southeast of Riga the 
Russians continued their strong of­
fensive, but their assaults broke down 
before the German lines, or were re-
pelled( by counter-attacks where the 
German trenches had been penetrated. 

Paris, July 19.—Official advices re­
ceived from Salonikl say that cannon­
ading is iq progress along the entire 
Salonikl front y ^ 

"Allies' aeroplanes* burned part of 
the Bulgarian crops In the. region of 
Monastlr," the statement says. "There 
fc cannonading along the whole front." 

The Information given out by the 
authorities in regard to the situation 
h not sufficiently explicit to indicate 
whether the entente allies are prepar­
ing an offensive movement such as 
ivouJd be preceded by a general bom-
>ardmeht. A drive from the Salonikl 
front has been predicted for some 
time. 

There are some 130,000. Serbian 
troopers on this front, several hundred 
thousand French and British soldiers. 
It is generally understood the allies 
have 600,000 or more men available^ 
for a campaign. 

Opposed to them are the Bulgarians, 
with unknown numbers of Turks, Ger­
mans and AtistrianS.
