INSURANCE SERVICE BUREAU 
SENDS INSPECTOR 

Mr. H. J. Corcoran of Des Moines, an 
Engineer Inspector of the Iowa In­
surance Service Bureau, spent Friday 
and Saturday of last week in Manches­
ter, during which time he made a 
thorough survey of the fire fighting 
facilties of our city. 

This was done in order that recom­
mendations might be made for the 
betterment of the local fire prevention 
service and also to determine whether 
any general change in insurance rates 
will be effected by virtue of the in 
stallation of the new motor fire ap­
paratus. 

Mr. Corcoran spent considerable 
time in conference with Fire Chief 
Philipp, with the various city officials 
and with many citizens interested in 
the matter. He tested the water supply 
at various points in the cty, both for 
pressure and for speed of flow, inspect­
ed the water works and the fire de­
partment apparatus. A report show­
ing the result of the inspection is ex­
pected here soon. 

The inspection service of which Mr. 
Corcoran is a representative, is main­
tained by an association of the insur­
ance companies of the country. This 
work Is accomplished without charge 
to those benefited for the insurance in­
terests of the country feel that any 
fire prevention measure accomplished 
by them is worth while and that the 
service described above is invaluable 
to the country at large in life and 
property saved. ~ ^ ;

ROAD PROJECTS UNDER WAY 
At a recent meeting of the Board of 

Supervisors bids for a large amount 
of road work were opened and con­
tracts awarded to various companies. 
C. F. Chenay of Waterloo was awarded 
the contract for graveling the Grant 
Highway from Manchester to Dyers­
ville. A force of men is at work this 
week going over the road with a large 
tractor and grader doing the last of 
the grading before the gravel is being 
placed.

The center of the road bed will 
have 12 inches of . gravel, of uniform 
size. On top of this road material is 
to be placM a crushed limestone which 
will make a sort of a binder, and is 
said to make a surface which will 
stand up under very heavy traffic.

C. N. Hildebrand of 
Belmond, Iowa, wjts awarded the con­
tract for laying the drain tile on the 
road south at Manchester, and the 
North Iowa Brick and Tile Company 
of Mason* City, landed the contract for 
furnishing the tile tor this paricular

She was united in marriage to M. 
A. Fowler on the 26th day of Feb­
ruary, 1883. They have made their 
home in this vicinity ever since with 
the exception of one year spent in Da­
kota. 

Her mother died at Lamont, Iowa, in 
the year 1905, and her father passed 
away on July 5th, 1916, In her home 
at Lamont Her brother, Harry, died 
in Dakota, in the year 1916. A. B., the 
youngest of the family, died when a lad 
of two years. 

MrB. Fowler was converted at Camp­
ton in 1889, and, while she never 
joined any church denomination sho 
lived a devoted Christian life always 
since.
