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CAR OWNERS AND THEIR LIGHTS 
When the State of Iowa started the enforcement of 

the new automobile headlight law, September 1st, there was 
no thought of placing the responsibility anywhere except 
on the shoulders of individual car owners. It is for the own­
er himself to make sure trfat he is not violating the law. 
Inspection and certiifcates are provided for the convenience 
of the owners. The state automobile department makes it 
clear that they are not required by the new law. If the 
owner can comply with the law without the assiatance of 
experts he has a perfect right to do so. Nor does it keep 
him out of the clutches of the law if he relies on certificates, 
for his lights may get out of focus again soon after he has 

" them inspected and adjusted. 
It will pay car owners, however, to make use of the 

assistance offered by the state. It is reasonable to assume 
that any court will consider the owner's attitude toward 
the law when the time comes for fixing fines. The owner 
who had used lenses and devices officially approved by the 
state highway commission and who has had his lamps, 
bulbs and lenses inspected and adjusteehby an expert will 
have excellent proof that he was making a serious attempt 
to comply with the law. . 

^ There has been some criticism of the new law by car 
drivers who have thought that it required each car owner 
to go through all the red tape which has been provided. 
This view of the statute is entirely erroneous. The ways 
and means of the law are put there for the convenience of 
the motorist and not as an injunction against him. . . ^ 

It will pay every car owner to give his lights serious 
attention. Let us remember that it is the car owner himself 
who is to be benefitted. The driver with glaring headlights 
is a general nuisance, but chief among his victims are the 
drivers of other cars. We might say that it is for the good 
of the order. Just as motorists enter into the spirit of the 
law, so will motorists be benefitted. -

IOWA HIGHWAY COMMISSION'S IN­
STRUCTIONS TO AUTO OWNERS 
Glaring headlights on the Iowa 

Highway are to be under the ban 
September 1. 

Attorney General Gibson lias issued 
orders to all state, cqjinty and muni­
cipal peace officers to enforce strict 
obedience to- the headlight law after 
that date. 

W. M. Colladay, superintendent or 
the State Automobile Department has 
taken personal charge of the campaign 
to enforce the law. The State Highway 
Commission has no part in the cam­
paign further than that tbe last legis­
lature "made it a duty of the Commlsr 
sioa to t««t and pass upon all lenses 
offered by manufacturers. It is glad, 
however, to be of assistance in every 
way possible to make safer the use 
of the Iomva highways and for this 
reason la g'ad to make public all in­
formation possible to. car owners. 
Tests are being made just as fast as 
makers submit lenses. Lists of the 
lenses passing the tests are supplied 
to Suporinteodent Colladay as fast as 
tests are completed. The superintend­
ent in turn officially places the names 
pf these lenses upon the approved 
list and purchasers may safely buy 
any one of them. The law does not 
forbid the sale of lenses not on the 
approved list. 

Car owners can make their own 
focal adjustments. It is not necessary 
to comply with the law to have the 
work done at a garage. 

It is not necessary to have a re­
ceipt or certificate stating that lights 
have been "adjusted at a garage or 
focal adjusting station. 

It is not necessary to pay a fee of 
^1.00 or any other amount for a certi­
ficate or for an examination of the 
lamps. Jf any garage or dealer makes 
a charge for such service he Is doing 
It entirely upon his own authority. 
Just as he wou'd charge for the ad­
justment or repair of a carburetor or 
any other part of the car. The payment 
of such fee is a matter entirely be­
tween the car owner and the one per­
forming the service and has nothing 
whatever to do with complying with 
the law. 

Rece'pts or certificates Issued for 
thiB lens adjustment do not provide 
immunity from prosecution under the 
law in case of arrest. Should a lamp 
get out of adjustment five or ten min­
utes after some garage or adjustment 
station bad issued a certificate the 
car owner would be violating the head­
light law just the same as if he had 
never had his lenses adjusted. A judge 
might, however, take Into coasidera-
tion. that the owner had actually paid 
a fee to have his lamps properly ad­
justed and make the punishment light­
er or entirely remi| the fine If h6 
saw fit..' **''•*!. '-j 

These are a few p61nfs, it woUld 
be well for the car owner to, bear In 
mind: •" 

First—The top of the beam of light 
from a headlight must not rise above 
42 Inches from the ground at 75 feet 
or any point beyond. In practice, the 
car owner should so aim or «et his 
lamps that the top of the ray of light 
does not rise above the level of the 
lamp. U he does this he will comply 
absolutely with the letter of the law. 

Second—The use of a plain glass 
la the headlight Is impractical for the 
reason that the lamp must be tilted 
forward to such an extent that there 
is not sufficient light on the road 

low speeds. , v 

Third—Painting or obstructing by 
some device of. a portion of a plain 
glass headlight for the same reason 
would appear to be rather an imprac­
tical sofution of the matter, althcf it 
could be made to comply with the 
law, 

Fourth—The use of a ground glass 
or the frosting over'of a plain glass 
does not prvent a glare in the eye 
of the approaching driver. These 
methods scatter the light badly and 
produce a large lighted area immedi­
ately in front of the car but gives no 
driving depth down the road. The 
amount of tilt required to bring the 
top of the light ray down where it is 
safe, makes the method impractical. 

Fifth—Even though on the approved 
list, a lena must be properly installed, 
in order to produce either a satisfact­
ory or a legal light. When such lens 
<ig placed on the approved list, instruc­
tions accompany it for installation and 
adjustment. ->jS£ ' ' ' 

Maximum gandle ptSwiir riT bulb of 
both coil and V-type whichever is 
used, are prescribed together with the 
tilt required to bring the ray down 
to a level with the(lamp and the num­
ber of the focal adjustment required 
by that particular lens. The instruc­
tions* for making the focal adjustments 
'accompany the list and are given in 
jconnectlon with this article. 

Sixth—-Every car owner, even tho 
he may never have examined the in­
ternal -machinery of an automobile 
headlight, can with a little time and 
effort, learn what means has been pro­
vided by the maker for adjusting the 
position of the bulb in the reflector. 
This is usually done by a screw, either 
outside the body of the lamp or near 
the rim just inside the front lens 
glass. 'With tbe means or adjustment 
discovered, the instructions on this 
page, make it possible for anybody to 
properly Install and adjust any make 
of approved lenB to that It will give 
a satisfactory driving light and at the 
same time prevent a glare In the other 
fellow's eyes. 

'Seventh—While It may seem like 
making business for the lens makers 
by legislation, the matter of getting 
rid of the dangerous automobile head­
light would seem to make it a mat­
ter of public policy for every car own­
er even though at a little personal 
«xpense to purchase a set of lenses 
of some make which has been care­
fully tested and Install them on his 
car. 

Eighth—The law requires that a 
headlight be strong enongh to* be seen 
from a distance 500 feet in front and 
ithat It be sufficient to reveal a person, 
vehicle or substantial object 75 feet 
in front of the car. 
: Ninth — Motorcycles mnst' comply 
with the law, the single light being 
subject to all the restrictions regard­
ing glare the same as the pair of lights 
on the automobile. 

Tenth—The law does not permit the 
use of halbs of greater than 32 candle 
power. All lamps . using 4 candle, 
power or over are subject to the re­
strictions of the law. 

Eleventh—Remember that the ab­
sence of the name of a lens from the 
approved list does not imply that that 
particular lens may not produce a 
light that will comply with the law. 
It may be a good lens but one that 
has not been submitted for testing or 
one on which the rocord may not have 
been reported as yet to the superln-

Twelfth—Many devices are on the 

mferket for deflecting the upper and 
more troublesome rays of light down 
upon the road. Many of these' pro­
duce results that comply with the law 
and the car owner if he desires may 
purchase them instead of lenses. They 
are usually cheaper than the lenses 
but It may be said that the results 
are usually not so satisfactory. The 
attorney general holds that under the 
law all such devices shall be termed 
lenses. 

Thirteenth—Remember that while 
the Highway Commission has no auth­
ority and is assuming no authority 
In this campaign further than to test 
such lenses as may be offered. It will 
do all that it can to disseminate all 
information possible to car owners.
