The fullowing prophecy, which lne
heen nearly literally fullilbed, is from an
address of the Southern delogates in Con.
gress (0 thelr constituents in 18490, Hon,
John O Callioun being the aothor :

* If emancipation should ever be of
foeted it will be through the ageney of
the Federsl Government, controlled by

(the dominant power of the Northern

Swates of the Confederncy agminst the
resistance aod struggle of the Southern,
It cnn then only be effected by the pros.
tradign of the white race; aod that
would necessarily engender the bitterest
(feelings of hosulity between them and
the North, Owing their emancipation
Ih them, they could regard them s

iends, guardians and patrons, and con-

(ter, acewdingly, all their sympathy in
them.

The people of the North would
not fail to reciproeate, and to favor them
instead of the whites. Under the in-
fluewes of such feelings, nod inpelled by
fanaticisn and  love of power, they
would not stop st emaneipation.  An-
other step would be taken 1o raise them
o o political and social equality with
their former owners by giving them the
right of voting and helding publiec of
Bees under the Fodernl Government.

“We see the first step tow wrd 1t in the
bili alrendy alluded to—to vest the few
Wlaeks nod slaves with the right to vote
o the question of emancipntion in this
'distriet.  But when ovee rised 1o an
equihity  they could beeome the fist po-
litieal mssociates of the North, acting
and voting with them on all questions,
and by this politienl union  between
them holding the white race at the South
in complete subjection.  The blacks and
the proflignte whites that might unite
with them coulil beeome the principal
recipients of Federul offices and patron-
nge, and would in eonsequence be rmised
above the whites in the South i the po-
litieal and social seale.

“ We would, in n word, change candi
tions with them—n degradation grester
than has ever vet fallen to the lot of o
free wnd enlightened people, and one
from which we eoubl not eseape shoubd
