It la a notable fact that
while the farmer haa alwaye held the
control of the (fovernmcnt In hit right
hand, he hat never exercised it. He haa
never been rrpreernted in the lohbira of
our Congress, and scarcely ever haa he
been tern in the Congressional chmnlier.
But he haa constantly been the victim of
the law. ol Congrc-au- . Every lobby in the
National Capitol haa been hoatile to the
intereat bf the farmer. Not one haa
been there in hia favor. Having no part
in the making of the law, it in not strange
that the law haa never been manufac-
tured in the Intereat of the farmer. The
owner of the noil, the man on whoae land
and whose lalior all our materinl y

ia built, ha recently, and for the
first time, appeared in our National a.

Hit interest are of foremost im-

portance In our public economy. Titer
ought first to he considered by our law
making power. The tendency toward
fhctions, toward " I'muti," toward
(ranger Associations, toward the ad-

vancement of ajiecial classes at the ex-

pense of other, toward the division of
onr people into quarreling clique, is one
to be regretted, nut the fact u not bo

much to be regretted as the cause of it.
The farmer has put in an aiearance

There ia no law anil no place of appeal
for protection, aa la th case on shipboard,
but every peaceable or unarmed

I at the mercy of any ruffian who
choose to maltreat him. The conductors
refuse to take any notice of aueh out-
rageous actinna when complained to. On
our recent trip, many poor men of our
party were fleeced out of their last dol-

lar at three-car- d monte several of them
bring family men. We do not complain
of thi aa much at we do of the fact that
our train waa literally captured, thia tide
of Kcno, by a gang of ten monte brigands,
who, because) they could get no one to
bet with them, pawned through the cart
calling the pamengcra insulting names,
striking them, spitting tobacco-juic- e In
their face, flourishing bowie-kniv- and
revolvers, and threatening to cut our
thruata ar blow our braina out. They
were all heavily armed, while few of ns
had weapon of any kind, antl, in fact,
did not come to this Mute with the ex-

pectation of having to fight our way
through. At Truckee we were informed
that a passenger on an eastward-boun-

emigrant train had been barlmrously
beaten for refusing to gamble with these
scoundrels. It waa also stated that more
danger exista on the eastward bound
train than on tha train for the west.
