To suppose that the famous Hengal
tiger is confined in jts range W Rengal
and the jungles of Hindoustan would be
u grest mistake. The tiger is found
north of the Himalayas ax well as south
of them,

Throughout the whole vast platean of
Mongolin tigers abound, and ure even 1o
be met with in Siberin ; and, indeed, the

range of the tiger in Asin may be well
compared with that of the panther in
North America.

As we journeyed weross the bropld and
wemingly endloss Steppes, botween the
walt seas of Lolmor sl Giachnor, which
lie 1o the west of the Goldan desert,
trmees of Ligers were soen every day.

Tt s bere, | fancy, that the tiger al-
tains (s fullest shee wd Beroenes ; «
over all this mighty tract the wild boar
ranges in bristling troops, and the tigers
prey upon them at will,

Hemains of their blosly feasts were
often stumbled upon, where the erushed
and gory reeds gave evidence of o hand
struggle.
