Xew York. March -8.—A dispatch to 
the Herald from Manila Tuesday says:

Mac-Arthur's division has crossed the j 
Marilao river and is advancing north- j 
ward. |  

The insurgents attacked the Ameri­
cans last evening at  MntilaO, but were 
l 'epulsed with severe lossi Our loss 
was five killed atid fourteen ^voinded. 

Later—(inrchi,  a native general,  came 
down from Dagupau by train with 
1,000 riflemen and 4.000 bolomen and 
took positions at  Marilao. The, river 
was between the American and insur­
gent forces. The South Dakota volun­
teers and the Third arti l lery, acting as 
infantry, were thrown forward. The 
South Dakotans charged brill iantly 
across an open space on the east of the 
railway to the edge of some woods. 
They lost ten killed and eleven 
wounded, including three lieutenants.  

The Third arti l lery, on the right o£ 
the railroad, eharged and lost nine 
men wounded, two mortally.  

On the. left  the insurgents in a 
trench east of the river offered a stub­
born resistance. Lieutenant Critchlow, 
with two guns of the Utah battery, 
and Lieutenant Davis,  with a navy 
Colt gun, forced thirty insurgents in 
a large trench on the opposite side of 
the river to surrender at  the close 
quarters of 100 yards. 

The rest of the insurgents got out 
with severe loss.  Ninety dead insur­
gents were counted.

LYNCHED BY A MOB. 

Official Report on the Fighting Be 
yond Marilao. . 

Washington, March 28.—The follow­
ing has been received from General 
Otis:  

"There was severe tiglit ing yester­
day afternoon beyond Marilao. A 
brill iant charge was made by the 
South Dakotans, led by Frost,  against 
Spain's native troops of Aguinaldo, 
brought from Malolos. They repulsed 
the enemy with slaughter.  Adjutant-1 
Lien and Lieutenants Adains and Mor­
rison and four inen of the regiment 
were killed. Lieutenant McClelland 
and twenty-two men were wounded. I 
The losses yesterday were mostly con- j 
l ined to this regiment.  Partial  de-! 
strnction of the railroads, which are I 
being rapidly repaired, impedes Me- j 
Arthur's progress.  The supply trains'  
have now reached Marilao and Mo- j 
Arthur is pushing on. Our small gun­
boats are in the Bulacan river,  where 
great execution was done yesterday. I 
They will  relieve the pressure of Mc-1 
Arthur's front materially.  The troops '  
are in excellent condition and spirits.  ! 
A proclamation signed 'Luna, General- ! 
in-cliief of the Insurgent Forces," '  di- : 
rects all  towns abandoned to be 
burned, in consequence thereof much 
of the country to the north is iu 
flames." 

The above dispatch was received at  
Washington at 2:40 o'clock (his morn­
ing. It  is observed that it  refers only 
lo the fighting of yesterday, nothing 
being said about the operations of to­
day. 

The Frost named in Otis '  dispatch 
is Captain A. Frost,  of the" Twenty-
second infantry, now colonel of the 
First  South Dakota. Three officers 
were killed in the regiment.  First .  Lieu­
tenant.  and Adjutant J .  II.  Lien, First  
Lieutenant Frank II.  Adams, and Sec-
onl Lieutenant Sidney 1C. Morrison. 
The other officer wounded is First  
Lieutenant.  Paul D. McClelland. 

Another dispatch from Otis an­
nounces that the Third infantry has 
taken the place of the Twenty-third 
infantry, which was at the front.  The 
Twenty-third has been recalled to Ma­
nila.

ON TO MALOLOS. 

Voting Kansan Who Attempted to 
Kill llis (Sweetheart Hanged. 

Topeka, Kan.,  March 29.—A special 
to the State Journal from Holton, 
Kan.,  says: 

Henry Sanderson, the young fanner 
who attempted to murder his sweet­
heart,  Myrtle Fleisher,  near Mayetta,  
Sunday afternoon, wounding Mrs. 
John Fleisher,  her aunt,  who was at  
her side, so that she died a few hours 
afterward, was lynched at.  3 o'clock 
this morning by a mob from Mayetta.  

Although nominally in Sheriff Geo. 
N. Hass'  hands, Sanderson was under 
the guard of one man in a back room 
of Nate Horr 's restaurant.  This was 
for two reasons: During'  Sanderson's 
attempt to escape immediately after 
the shooting of Mrs. Fleisher,  he start­
ed to extract  some shells  from his Win­
chester,  and one accidentally explod­
ed, shattering liis r ight arm. Again, 
there, had been a jail  delivery at  lfol-
lon the previous night,  and the prison 
was not considered safe. 

About a o'clock Nate l lorr.  keeper of 
the restaurant,  alone on night duly, 
wns surprised by two men armed with 
revolvers,  who demanded Sanderson. 
At the same moment men burst in the 
back door of 1lie restaurant with 
drawn revolvers.  The single guard 
was simply paralyzed with fear and 
made no resistance. Sanderson was ly­
ing in bed asleep, but was awakened 
l\v the noise. 

Without a protest Sanderson arose, 
partially dressed and conducted by the 
silent,  guard passed out the door to hi3  
death. 

The mob with Sanderson marched to 
Banner Creek, put a rope around San­
derson's neck and fastened the other 
end to a beam, they then gave him a 
kick, swung him off,  and with a few 
convulsive jerks Sanderson was dead. 
His neck was disjointed by the fall  of 
Iwelve feet and death must have come 
almost instantly. The mob then 
quickly dispersed. 

The body was cut down by Sheriff 
l lass about ,j  o 'clock and taken to n lo­
cal undertaking establishment,  where 
it  l ies awaiting disposition by relatives. 

None of the mob are known by the 
officials.

Manila,  March 28.—General MaeAr* 
tl iur and his army are resting on the ,  
plain beyond Marilao, after three day*' .a 
scrambling in the brush, fording riv­
ers and charging trenches in the bfaz-
ing sun. The men are tired, but in 
splendid spirits.  

D p. m.—The engineers arc repair- '  -  ; 
ing bridges, the rebels having failed - ! 
to destroy the iron work, and the rail- , 
road is kept busy hurrying supplies to , 
the front.  

The country to Malolos is level,  with 
occasional streams and patches of -
Woods, but there are lid mote jungles; 

Tlie American troops will  adVHric* 
at daylight, taking four days' rations , 
with them and having 200 rounds of 
ammunition in their belts. Tiiey fex- . . 
pect- to take Bocave. on tlie railrdtlu ; 
east, of Bulacan, today. It is a difficult 
position, protected by streams. 

The American line is about 1,200 
yards from that of the rebels.  Desult­
ory shots were exchanged yesterday. 

The American reports show that 
twenty men were killed and sixty-one 
wounded on our side yesterday. The -
South Dakota regiment lost ten men 
killed nnd had thirty-seven wounded. <-\ 
According to prisoners in the handa of 
the Americans, Aguinaldo's generals, 
Garcia,  Tofreo and Pacheco, were with 
the Filipino army yesterday and drove 
their followers Into the first aggress­
ive demonstration. The rebels at» s  .  
tempted to charge across the plain 
east of the railroad, but the American# 
charged to meet them and the Fill" 
pinos bolted after a few shots,  leaving 
several men killed on the field. 

The Filipino prisoners further de* 
clare that the rebels have lost all tast# . 
for lighting, and that their officers 
have to keep them in line by beating _ 
them with swords. -

One of the most brill iant arid costly 
achievements of the campaign Was the -
charge of Major Howard's battalion 
ucross the river.  - '  • --

Advancing at  double time, they .. .  
found the river before them and 
splashed ucross with a yell ,  swimming 
and wading, with bullets spattering 
in the water,  and rushed upon th« 
rebel trenches. Ten men were killed . 
and eleven were wounded In the -
charge. 

At the capture of Marilao there were " 
several incidents showing the bravery 
of our troops. Some Filipinos were in­
trenched on an island in a bend of the 
river.  The Americans approached in 
a triangular formation, with the Third 
artil lery in the apex and the Kansas 
and Pennsylvania regiments forming 
the sides. Colonel Funston called for 
volunteers to swim the river.  Two men '  ~ 
crossed under fire and secured ma­
terials with which a crossing was 
eventually effected. Major Bell ,  of -
General MacArthur's staff,  with Com­
pany I.  of the Pennsylvania regiment,  
and'  Lieutenant Abernathy and ten 
men. engaged in similar exploits.  

After the Filipinos had raised the • 
white flag many of them attempted to 
run and several w'cre shot for so doing. 

In the churchyard of Marilao the 
Americans found thirty new made 
graves of Filipinos, and a dozen bodies 
were seen drifting down the river with • 
grewsome wounds.

American Position. , 
Washington, March 29.—The Amerl* 

can advance line is now beyond Ma­
rilao, and almost up to the large town 
of Bulacan. The exact distance to Ma-" " -
lolos is uncertain, owing to the lack of ,; 
information as to just where they are 
resting, but at most the distance can-'•-
not be more than ten or twelve miles 
on a direct l ine along the railway. At 
the rate of progress made in the last-
two days the next twenty-four hours 
should bring the American forces well - * 
up to the insurgent capital, if indeed, ' 
the assault upon that place'is not be- • 
gun by that titme. The officials are-
disposed to allow more time, however, , 
considering the natural obstacles of 
unfordable rivers and burned bridges, 
together with the successive lines of ' 
rebel entrenchments which will prob-~ 
ably become more formidable as the 
city itself is approached. Leading war * -
department officials refer to the des­
peration with which the insurgents 
are fighting. It is taken as an indica-' • 
tion that they have staked everything-
on the outcome of this fight, and, los­
ing it, that they will submit rather 
than prolong a hopeless struggle. In 
this view the fierceness of the rebel 
fighting is taken as an evidence that 
"once whipped they will stay-
whipped."
