Much of  i t  
I s  adapted  to  growing both  gra in  and 
s iock .  but  cer ta in  areas ,  especia l ly  to­
wards  Ihe  mounta ins ,  a re  only  adapted  
to  ranching,  except  where  i r r iga t ion  
wi l l  ye t  be  in t roduced.

The  cool  
n ights  tha t  usual ly  charac ter ize  the  
r ipening  season are  eminent ly  favora­
ble  to  the  l i l l ing  of  Ihe  gra in ,  and  to  
Ihe  secur ing  of  a  p lump berry ,  and  con-
se i |uenl ly  la rge  y ie lds .  The  crop th is  
year  i s  a  magnif icent  one .  In  Mani­
toba  and the  te r r i tor ies  I t  should  cer ­
ta in ly  g ive  an  average  of  more  than  
twenty  bushels  per  acre .
