may ship their cotton to Northern markets,
and pay the Government charges in these ports.
If the plan be carried out it will release and
send to the Northern markets an immense
amount of propertj-- , which is now tied up in
the South by reason of the former strict and
technical construction of the law.

PRKSIDEST JOHNSON AND THE
RADICALS.

"When "war waged its wide desolation'' and
threatened the destruction of our Nationality,
it then behooved every citizen to sustain, lift
up, and strengthen the. Administrative arm of
the Government. All issues other than the
preservation of the Government sank into in-

significance, and to publicly condemn aud in-

dulge in partisan criticism, in such tunes, was
very properly considered as unwise, if not un-

patriotic. But Prcsidcut Johnson does not
stand in the same attitude does not hold' the
same relatiou lo the people of the United States
that President Lincoln did. The.war is over.
The authority of the Federal Government is
recognized by every occupant of our soil, and
criticism of the acts of President Johnson is

now not only justifiable, but demanded by every
instinct and attribute of patriotism.

"Wo sustain President Johnson in hi policy
of reconstruction as foreshadowed by his ac-

tion, and speech to the Southern delegation,
but acknowledge the right of others to expres-
sions of opposition, if such opposition is forti-

fied by argumeiit.
As in the past, so in the present aud future,

Radicals have occupied, are occupying and
will occupy, places in the political world.
They are necessary evils, excrescences
mnjn tlm Innly politic not cancerous or
scirrhous preuioninishing fatality, but rather
a sort of eruption or eflloresceuce, indi-

cating the character of the disease, which,
though to some extent contagious, rarely ex-

cites the appre'aeusiou of those not affected
nor materially interferes with social intercourse,
people associating with them very nearly as
freely as though not spotted as the leop trd
with the evidences of their disease.

Before the rebellion there were parties in
the South wlko threatened war if the area of
slavery were not extended, and the "domestic
institution" acknowledged the rule, and free-

dom the exception. There were, also, those
in the North who courted war, dissolution of

views. But we believe that the mtss of the
people, the bone, sinew, capital and intelli-

gence of the country, eudorse President John-

son's policy of reconstruction and

There are thoso who stylo themselves Re-

publicans, but whether within or without the
pale of that organization were constitutional
grumblers and mischief-maker- s, who condemn
the Presideut because he will not issue a proc-

lamation making negro suffrage a nine qua non

to the rebellious States coming into the Union
as also a system of wholesale confiscation. The
first is a question in which President Johnson
lias no right to interfere. Suffrage it priv-

ilege not a rijht, and one which tho people of
the individual States have full control over.

The latter, though it might be constitutional
would be arbitrary, and in many cases unj ust.

"Where rebels conic furvvard now and volunta-

rily express their repeutauce and take the pre-

scribed Qath, the foot of oppression or arbitrary
power should not be placed upon their necks.
They have suffered, pecuniarily and mentally,
aud we believe the mass of them could neither
be bribed nor forced to encourage another war.
If such States elect unsafe, unreliable, unre-pcutau- l,

avowed rebels to Congress, that body
need not receive them, as it Is constituted the
judge of the qualifications of its members and
the Republicanism of tho Constitution under
which they are elected.

The stranger went into MeycrsTor pen, ink and
paper, with which to write the receipt, and
while procuring it insulted the sister-in-la- w o
Meyers. On M's return the young lady in-

formed him of the language used, which so ex-

asperated him that he went out to the front of
hiS residence, Vhere the stranger was, and af-

ter informing him tha he had been made ac-

quainted with the langtlage he had used to his
sister-in-ki- struck, kicked and knocked him
off the platform. The fall broke the man's
neck. Meyers finding that he had killed the
man, evinced the most serious regret, and gave
himself up to the authorities. Coroner Corco-

Modification of the Revenue Law-South- .

Nkw York, Sept. 25. Gen!' Terry, com-

New York, Sept. ''.". The difficulties rising
out of the arrest in J'mssia of Germans who
had become American citi.ens, for the non-

performance of the military service required by
the Prussian Laws, continues to excite atten-
tion iu that country. Voi Bassnark's organ
declares that the Constitution imperatively re-

quires every subject of Prussia to perform
military duty, and cannot be altered at pleas-
ure by the executive authorities. Assuming
this statement to be correct the onlv way to
relieve naturalized Americans citizens from the
obligations which they are considered to be
under towards the land of thair birth, would be
the conclusion of a treaty between the United
States and Prussia to that effect. Hitherto
such persons have generally been released
from compulsory military service to which they
have been subjected, but only after a great
deal of trouble, and out of special regard for
the United States Government, or its repre-
sentatives, aud not in regard to tho rights of
an American citizen.

The Herald's Berlin correspondent believes
if a convention to this effect were submitted to
the Prussian Legislature it would be passed by
an immense majority, as the Liberal party are
extremely desirous of being on good terms with
the great Trans-Atlanti- c Republic.
