New Orleaxs, Oct. 19. Gov. Wells issued
a proclamation calling for proposals to recon-
struct the levee at the expense of the State.

A petition was received by Governor Wells
from the citizens of North Louisiana, asking him
to take steps to prevent the threatened negro
insurrection.

New York, Oct. 20. The bark W. E. An-
derson, from Mobile, arrived this a. m. with
David Dexter passenger, two firemen, engineer
and cook of the steamer Atlanta, who were
picked up at sea on a piece of the wreck of
the Atlanta. Mr. Dexter reports that the At-

lanta left New Orleans on the 7th inst., sprung
a leak on the 14th, and on the loth a heavy
gale took place when two hundred miles south
of Sandy Hook, and at' 5 p. m. the steamer
broke into three pieces, leaving him and the
four others on the piece from which they
were rescued, after floating nearly two days.
The Atlanta had seventeen passengers and
thirty-liv- e of a crew, all of whom, excepting
the above mentioned, are supposed to have
perished. She was owned by Chas. Nallary
of Mystic, Conn., was a good steamer of 1,000
tons burthen, and run in the Atlantic Coast
Mail Line.

The Herald's Panama correspondent says
the prospect is that the Republic of Chili will
be compelled to submit to the demands of
Spain lor indemnity for alleged damages suf-
fered by the Spanish fleet in the Pacific during
the Peruvian troubles, in consequence of being
refused coal aud other supplies in Chilian
ports. Admiral Piuson who commands this
fleet has had conferred on him, by his Gov-
ernment, the additional rank of Minister, and
been endowed with power to insist on indem-
nity demands. He is commauded to enforce
the demands, though there is great indigna-
tion among the Chilian people upon the sub-
ject. It is believed that the Government will
finally succumb owing to the excitement in
regard to the matter. Business throughout
this lately prosperous Republic is stagnated
In Peru the revolution continues, but drags
along in a very slow manner, and there is no
change in the relations of the hostile parties.

Illinois Bket Suoah. lt is stated in a dis-
