king ou ono of tho posts, put himself at the
head of 500 cavalry and galloped down to the
assaulted point, arriving just in time to see tho
lleeing outlaws disappear in the chapparels.
Whilo the charge was being made at the lower
end of the line furious artillery and musketry
lire was being kept up at tho upper forts, but
without effecting anything. Full 10,000 men
were led against the forts mentioned. An 1m
porial cavalry force went up to see how things
were going where so much smoke was rising,
and upon seeing the situation of affairs, Genj
Mejia put the rascals to flight, taking from them
ono gun. The firing continued for two hours,
when it died out. Tho Imperial troops main-
tained their reputation admirably. The citi-
zens responded nobly, and were on hand for
light.
