K.vtsiMi Dicks. A sain must we cull the
attention of breeders to the profit in ducks,
when properly cared for,-an- when there are
facilities at bund tor breeding them properly.
Many a fanner lias realized far more from
breeding ducks than he would obtain from his
chickens, for they are very hardy, and lay

well during some purls of the season.
As soon as they commence to lay, the eggs
should be mrfully gathered and put away; us
soon as a hci. (not u duel,) wants to sit, set her
with duck's i L'gs, und let her hutch and cure
for the brood till they are able to take care of
themselves. Alien will care for a brood of
ducklings fur better, ordinarily, thun will an
nlil thick. If the ducks think thev have laid
eutiugh eggs, and show uniiiistakuLlc signs of
wanting to sit, put them in a convenient coop,
put one of your most vigorous young drakes
with thi Bi and they will soon "be willing to
shell out eggs uirain, which should be set un-

der hens as fast as convenient, so as to bring as
ninny out at a time u possible, thereby lessen-in- g

the co of attending! to liiem. A shallow
tub, kept well tilled with water, will allord
plenty of bathing room for the ducklings un-

til they are iwo or three . old, ami per

Kfl'ect of Milt on WlicHt.
In an interesting serif!, of experiments re

cently made on the farm of ihc Hoyal Agricul
tural Society ot England, the inunuriul value
ot salt was unmistakably indicated. An acre
of wheat dressed with UlMi pounds of cominou
suit yielded thirty-nin- e bushels of grain, with
a roportionute amount of straw, while an ad-

joining acre, left uninanurid, produced only
twenty-nin- e bushels per acre, w ith the struw
imperfectly developed. The enti-- e co: t of the
crop is not stated, but ibis experiment shows
that the udditionul ten bushels resulting from
the salt were produced at a cost of thirty cents
each. In another case a piece of ground in-

tended for wheat was plowed the preceding
full, nml again in May, when it was sowed with
salt, and afterward plowed before seeding. On
the 1st and 2d of September w heat was sowed
at the rale of two bu- hels to the acre. The crop,
when harvest! d, yield' d according to the esti-
mate of the iiwncr, ,I r. John Parke, not less
than forty bushels of grain to the acre, with a
luxuriant growth of straw. From these und
many similar cases the inference seems to lie
that salt is a specific for the wheat crop, im-

parting solidity to the grain and firmness to
tlte straw. Jim it must not be concluded that
equally good results will always follow thcup-plicutio- u

A veteran farmer told, a few days ago, of u
met hod of relieving a choking cow which was
new to me, but which he said was unfailing.
It is worthy of trial, at any rale. A round
stick 'two orjthree inches long, is put into the
cow's mouth, like a bit into a horse's mouth.
A string is then fastened to eacli end of the
stick uiitl tied to the horns or up over the head.
Th's forces her to keep her mouth open, und
allows the gas which forms in tin; stomach,
ami is the cause of the severe pain and rapid
swelling w hich accompanies choking in a cow,
to escape. The etlort also of trying to rid the
mouth of its unusual incumbrance is the best
help towards freeing the passage of the throat
If the trouble is not removed in this way, the
cow may be kept alive until help is obtained
for trying other measures for her relief. In
such cases time is of great importance. He
says be has seen his plan tried in many cases,
and in none had it failed of a complete cure in
less than half an hour. X. V. Herald.

One of our horses had tender feet torward
and was very lame. 31 r. Van Guysing, who
bnppemd to be at the shop while we were get-
ting him shod, advised having shoes put on
without calks. "( Jet the foot us near the ground
as possible, so that a horse can step on to Nat-
ure's calks, the Irogs," said lie, "and the horse
will go all right." Old Jim has not been lame
since this valuable advice was practically car-
ried out. Another horse had been lame a year;
one blacksmith after another had tried his
skill, but all in vain. At last u shrewd fellow
suggested that the animal bad been shod too
much. "These artists," he said, "have cut her
feet all away." This was not literally true, but
each one had pared and cut until the naturally
large feet were reduced almost to the quick.
Hy preventing any more cutting away of the
feet this animal was cured. Iiural Neir York-
er.

Fat beacon, chopped fine and sprinkled plen-
tifully with black pepper, is a convenient and
reliable remedy for cholera in chickens. Last
summer a number ot hens were cured by its
use. When found, where they had dropped
from the roost, they were so far gone that they
could not get up, and were only able to raise
their heads occasionally. They were given a
comfortable shelter by themselves; u table-spoonf-

of the mixture was forced down the
throat of each bird, morning anil evening. No
other attention was paid them. At the end of
the third day they were set at liberty and went
about us usual, giving no further trouble.
Water may be placed where they can help
themselves, but uo food is required. Smaller
doses maybe given incases less severe. Amer-
ican I'oiillrii Journal.

IJoxk MhAi, Kon Swisk. The Indiana
Farmer says that most farmers have noticed
that in fattening swine, especially where they
a e crowded rapidly, they always appear weak
in their hind legs, and sometimes lo.c the use
of them entirely. An intelligent farmer says
that be und his'neighliors have made a practice
offeedlngboneme.il in such cases, and tin U

that a small quantity mixed with the daily
feed will prevent any weakness, and strengthen
the animals so as to admit of most rapid forc-
ing. As bone meal is known to be a preven-
tive of cripple-ait- l and weakness in cows, it
looks reasonable that it should also be a bene-
fit to hogs, which .ure often confined to a diet
containing but little or no bone-makin- mate-
rial.

A Minnesota farmer being greatly annoyed
by the ravages perpetrated in his garden by a
number of pigs, consulted the town supervisor
as to what he should do. "huot 'em that's
what you ought to dt," said the supervisor. A
few days after the pigs reappeared, when the
farmer proceeded to "shoot em" to the num-
ber of six good-size- d pointers. When the
ownership of the pigs was ascertained, it was
found that they all belonged to the farmer him-
self.'
