bulance exceeds the balince on hand one
vear ago by the amount of $17,16447
This excess, it is seasonable to suppose,
can be a||1plled on payment of the
present indebtedness, assuming that the
expenses of the county from this time
forward will be about the same as
for the corresponding period of last
year, and which would thus make &
reduction of the indebtedness for the year
of about $34,000, besides paying the annusl
interest of the debt. The entire indebted-
ness of the county against which the taxes
of the levy of 1854 have to be figured was
£125,506, of which $17,000 slready paid,
and the $17,000 which can probably be paid,
leaves the indebtedness of the county un.
provided for by the levy of 1834, at $01,
506, It is estimated that the taxes srising
fram the levy of 194, will amount to
$131,250, which is about $3.000 less than
the amount collected tor the previous year.
1t would therefore appear that from its
present possible revenues, the county could
Pu annually the sum of #30,000 upon its
nufebtednesa. From all of which it would
seem that if there is no reduction in valus-
tions nor increase of annual expenses, that
the entire indebtedpess can be pald from
the levies of the next three years.

Your committee would therefore recom-
mend thst all surplus revennes be applied
to the redustion of the indebtedness as fast

as practicable, and that the chalrman of this
board, together with the county treasurer,
be empowered to borrow from time to time,
stich sums as they may deem necessary.
The committee, however, recommend that
such loans be made, or continued upon
such terms, as will enable the county to
retire about $30,000 yearly out of its reve.
nues for the next three years, and your
committes would further recommend that
we levy the sum of $135,000, which from
our best information will require 75 cents
on the $100 valuation of the entlre taxable
property of the county.
