ter, as then there is an assurance that it eon
tains the muriato of iron, which is healthy
for hogs, applied outwardly or inwardly.

tom is the best lltKir to the s'.e'ping place for
hogs if it is furnished with a roof and hogs
allowed plenty of liU-rty- . Wo supiose
those men must know what they are talking
altout, but our faith was about ,'0 por
cont doubt as to its working satisfactorily
except in favored soils. Ht. this fall we
trietl it We left some tliir y hogs in the
pasture and fixed things so thny could run
under a cow shed to sleep. The result was
that the ground was always dry and dusty
nmler the shed, rainy weather ami all, awl
not a particle of filth to bo seen. We never
had hogs do so well Ixifore nor enjoy their
surroundings better, and we have noticed
the difference in otlHr cases where farmers
have budded their hogs on floor, tho floor and
bidding lieing damp and foul in raiuy
weather and the hogs chilled mil rough
coated. Provided that a space of eight or
ten rods is put between the fisvling place and
sloping place of hogs they will prove them-

selves the cleanest domestic animals we
have, and the dirt floor surprises us entirely
in its suitableness as a I ed.
