Below Is something which you should
learn by heart about keeping from drown-ine- r.

It msy save many lives:
The human body weighs a pound In the

water, and a chair will carry two persons,
that is. it w ill keipthe head above water,
which is all that is necessary when it is a

question of life or death. One finger placed
unon a stool or chair, or a small box or a

piece of board will easi'.y keep the head
above water, while the two feet and the
other hand may bs used as paddles to propel
toward the shore. It is not necessary to
know how to swim to lie able to keep from
drowning. A little experience of the buoy-

ant power of water, and faith in it Is nil

that is required. Children and all others
should have practice in the sustaining power
of water. In nine cises out of ten the
know'e l;o that what will sustain a pound
wol tM. u all that is necessary to
keen one's heal above tho water,
will .rv.r lietler in envrso cie than
the trreateit exrtness as a swimmir.
A person unfamiliar with the buoyant power
will naturally try to climb on top of the
floating object on which he tries to save
hims.'lf. If it is large enough that is all
r'ght Put it is generally not largo enough
to keep all entirely above water. This often
happens when pleasure boats capsize. All
immediately want to get out of tho water
on top of the overturned or half tilled toat,
and all are drowned except those whom the
wretched craft will wholly bear up. If they
simply trust the water to sustain W Wi of
tho weight of their bodis, and the disabled
boat tho other they all might be saved
under most circumstances. An overturned
or half filled wooden boat w 11 sustain more
people than it will carry. It would keep
tho heads above the water of as mnnv people
as could get their hands on the guuwalo.
