Fairies, elves, elle-folk- s, fAye, urchins,
Duplies, oil women, dwarfs, trolls,
nonis, Hisses, kobouia, aueune, rrowiucs,
necks, stromkarls, fates, little wights, un
dines, nixies, salauianders, goblins, bob
goblins, pouken, baiisliees, kelpies, pixies,
moss people, good people, good neighbors,
mon of peace, wild women, white ladles,
perls, djlnna, geaiii and gnomes. You notice,
it courso, Unit I u.se the word fairy in its
uroAdeMt soils, placing in this category all
presumably distxjssessed spirits which once
inhabited liunimi bodies, but are not yet con-iidor-

meet to dwell with the "suints In
Light." In nurses' tales the fairy Is almost

a ersoiilflcation of providence, but
In the wider domain of romantic literature
;he term is applicable to a large class of my
theological spirits known by the various
names I have mentioned.

Dwarfs and elves were little people who
Sgure much in Scandinavian literature, the
iurmer being often violent and malignant
ind the lattor sportive, mlschieroae, but use-
ful and visible only to children bora on Sun-lay- s.

Tbo kobolds were tho domeetio fairies
yf Germany, similar to tho kolpeis of Scotland
xnd the nibsos of Norway. They were all
(killed in music and dancing, and were fond
if frolicking by moonlight, lteoks and
tromkui U inhabited the rivers and lok.0 of
lorthern Europe, and were similar to the
xiornien and mermaids of a less remote super-rtitio- n.

The nixies are also of this class And
flgure largely in German folk lore. Previous
to the death of a person by drewning they
tan be seen so the legends say dancing oo
me face of the water. The female bears the
temblanco of a beautiful nutiilen, And 'she
conveys mortals to a beautiful subaqueous
ibode, where they peel tbe male, who bos
rreen teeth And always wears a green hat
Fates are Italian fairies. The duende, or
trasgo, is the most frequently mentioned
Spanish fairy. The "white ladies" were Nor-

man fairies.
Here is an ancient descriptien of tho drosg

jf tho fairies: "They wear a red conical cap;
mantle of green cloth inlaid with wild flow-sr- s;

green pantaloons, buttoned with bobs of
ilk, and silver shoon. They carry quivers of
irrow slough, and bows mode of the ribs of

man buried where 'thi-e- lairds' lands meet;'
their arrows are made of bog reed, tipped with
w Lite Hints and clipped In the dew of hem-

lock; they ride on steeds whose hoofs would
not dash the dew from the cup of a harebell."

STREET PEDDLERS.

A CLASS WHOSE LIFE IS A CONTIN

UAL STRUGGLE.

Tbe Milkmen and the Hucksters Whe
Sell Vegetable!, Fruit and Fish A

Heterogeneous Tribe Who Deal In Vari-

ous MUcellaneoua Articles.

Most of the hucksters of the city start oa
their perambulations early In the morning,
and are untiring in the prosecutions of
schemes to make a living. They maybe
divided into four classes those who have
horses, those who have hand carts, those who
are obliged to biro hand carts, aid those who
have baskets. Early in tbe morning, and
liefore sunrise, appears the milkman, who
loads the vanguard of the hucksters. lie is
some sort of a privileged character, for his
cart traverses tho sacred precincts of the
Murray Hill district, where his matutinal
war whoop breaks upon the stillness of the
night, and often greets revelers who return
home late. Milk bos too many consonants to
allow a prolonged announcement; hence
some m lkmen shout the word quickly, almost
angrily, as if provoked at its awkward short-
ness. Others coll out "Below I" probably in
reference to the lower regions of the domes-
tics, while many let the metal dipjiers strike
sharply on their cans when they drop from
house to house the sky-blu- e pittance which
supplies tho breakfast of tho Now Yorkers,

Koxt come the dealers who live by hawk-
ing all sorts of vegetables, fish and fruit for
the breakfast and dinner tablo. They are
numerous tiiid hard working. Their trade is
otio of constant labor and full of those dis-

comforts and risks which arise from tho In-

clemency of tho weather mid the losses re-

sulting from tho perishable nature of much
of their stock In trado. They attend the
early markets down town from 3 to 5 o'clock
in the morning, while others have to travel
from distant suburbs. Yet they aro regularly
on their beats, going their rounds in every
part of mighty Now York, some oven before
the breakfast hour.

HUCKSTERS WHO BELL VEGETABLES.

You cannot fail to notice that those who
announce articles in season only for a short
time are nioro intelligible in their promulga-
tion than those who eddlo tho same article
all the year round. The hucksU'rs w ho sell
vegetables, flowers and summer fruit have
not time to become Indistinct One day they
offer rhubarb and asparagus, then straw-

berries, gooseberries and the shortlived
cherry, whereas fish, clams, oysters and
potatoes lost longer, some being always iu
the market

The fish business is both the most regular
and the most profitable branch of the trading
industry of tho street jxxldlers. But whether
they deal in fish, vegetables or fruit, they are
benefactors to the great body of the working
people. They not only serve the people with
what they require at their own doors, but
thep supply tnem at prices below what the
articles can be purchased for in the stores.
Fish are often sold by the street peddlers in
good condition at prices below what they
oricinallY cost the wholesale dealers. This
may seem strange to peoplo who do not know
the peculinriiiiw of the trade. The better sort
o? lceacted lish wo consigned to the
higher class of dealcj's. Whatever rdue
may be left after these people are served Is

sold to tbo street dealers and the small fry of
storekeoijera If it were not for the great
army of street dealers who purchase the fish
left on tho bands of tho wholesale dealers tue
losses of the hitter would frequently bo rnther
serious, and all the more so when the market
13 glutted.

The voices of some or ti e Lueksters can ue

beard all day long in the thoroughfares of
Now York in winter, in summer, iu fair
weather and in foul. Some of them confine
their peregrinations to certain districts, while
others go whore tboy think to succeed best.
Oysters, clams and fruit employ a goodly
number of peoplo, both young and old, who
hawk this) articles about in handcarts or
baskets. Prom the ups and downs of fortune
among them, not a few, instead of having
horses of their own, aro obliged to hire them,
and, as a consequence, the profits are reduced
very considerably by the sum paid for tne
horse and cart

A HETEROGENEOUS TRIBE.
Th neitrlihorhood of lower Broadway.

Fourteenth street, Grand street and Bowery
swarms daily with a hoterogoneous tribe who
deal in a varioty of nuscollaneous articles.
Many of tho things offered for sale are very
neatly gotten up, and some are of ingenious
construction. Few of these, however, range
abovo five cents apiece, but how they can be
made for tho money must seem a mystery to

, .

most person, souia xMdicrs nmno a uvuig
by selling five cent microscopes. These little
optical instruments have a very considerable
magnifying power.

On Par, row (formerly
Chatham street) thousands of people are daily
pushing and elbowing their way. Here
Cheap John with an open box Is retailing his
rude witticisms and stale jests to induce peo-

ple to purchase his cutlery and cheap cigars.
At a little distance a sleight-of-han- d gentle-
man is selling prize packages of soap with a

5 gold piece in them for fifteen cents each to
men who allow their senses of seeing to make
fools of their judgment A number of
Italians are offering ice cream made of corn
flour and seasoned with essence of lemon. A
gentleman with a professional air and a
grandiloquent style is puffing his cure-a- ll

pills, and over the way a taan with a well-curl-

head of hair is retailing fancy boxes
of pomatum, which not only makes the hair
grow, but causes it to curl in a style equal to
his own. In the evening the fruit and other
stands on the street corners show their flaring
torches of smoky kerosene oil gas, while their
salesmen praise the cheapness of their wares,
each with his little knot of curious customers
holding up their motley faces in the glare of
the kerosene.

The poor people who struggle for a living
by attending the fruit stands in the streets
have, in most cases, a hard battle to fight to
enable thorn to ki-e- p their souls and bodies to-

gether. They are obliged to attend to their
business daily in all weathers from year to
year, until they fall like withered leaves.
