A manufacturing and trading
people, therefore, with u small quantity of
their manufactured products, will purchase
the greater part of the rude produce of a
non manufacturing people, and, contrari-
wise, the people without manufactures are
obliged to purchase, at the expense of the
greater part of their rude products, a very
small per centage of the manufactured
products of their neighbors; and the latter
will always enjoy a much greater quantity,
and possibly much better finality, of e

than their own lands would afford.
One liecomes wealthy, powetful, splendid-
ly refined and civilized; the other never
rises above a condition of mere self t,

because she exhausts her re-

sources lu contributing to the advancement
of another. lu manufacture experiment
Is hazarded on safer groundsof calculation,
capital Is engaged for a shorter period, and
If success ensues the Investor is better re-

warded. The (i n;Nese, with a territory
not able to produ :e a twentieth of the nec-

essaries of life, have lived for years in
because they produce manufac-

tured wares of commerce they practice
the mechanical aits. England is the most
essentially manufacturing country In ,

while Turkey is thorotiguly theoppo-poslte- ,

yet the natural resources of Turkey
are vastly mpeiior to those of England,
but In every other particular the superiori-
ty of Jviijaud is beyond comparison. Cap-

ital Is only productive when it works In

concert with enterprise and industry, and
It is subject tocontinual w ear and consump-
tion in the process of industrial produc-
tion, but it Is being mutinu.dly replaced by
this very process of production.
. This couiitiy Is hi splendidly endowed
by nature, and possessed of so many other
fortunate conditions, that she is rapidly
becoming one of the formost manufactur-
ing countries on the globe. We are now
the grt a'est producers of raw materials,
and our people are the most energetic, In
genious and progressive under the sun
With the fostering protection afforded by
the laws, with the special adaptation of
our people to mechanical enterprise anil
industry, and their natural inclination to-

wards them, and, above all, with our Im-

mense domestic demand and consumption,
which Increases in just proportion with
the rapid increase of population, our des-

tiny seems to be to become the great indus-
trial center, the great nation of
the world. Kmhsoiis which are logically
correct in their application to nations,
should obtain p.rt' awt when applied to
their subdivisions In'o st.ites, cities and
towns; ami so I started this article, with the
broad proposition that no city can become
eminently great and prosperous without
manufactures. A further illustration of
tills is given by a compirlson made by an
huglish economist. l.etween loi "'t
IMsl Ititinliigh.r.i; increased from " 8 to
41)0,757, nearly .MKI per cent.; Shefhrui
from :;i,:;i I to '.,SI4 1 10, nearly HOO per cent :

Iletweeu IS01 and ISmI Dover in
creased percent, Somerset !M and Suf
folk 71 per cent. The average Increase of
six lion manufacturing counties did not
exceed H;t per cent, in eighty years, while
the average Increase in six manufacturing
cities was HOO per cent. These statements,
prove conclusively that manufac'ures have
the effect of increasing population and
wealth far in excess of agricultural re--

sources, or trade unallle.1 with manufac
tures. And not only do manufactures at-

tract and give employment to a large num
ber of people, but the wages earned are
prosirtionately higher than those earned
in other avocations open to labor. Arain,
a community supplied with diversified
manufacturing enterprises not only ac
quires wealth rapidly, but a teinorary
failure of one branch dies not bring that
distress and suffering which Is sure to
come when the sole reliance is upon agri-
culture and lis il tralllc.

Southern and Western cities and towns
so often hypothecate their future growth
entirely on the amount of agricultural
pniduia fiey receive and the amount of
men-handl.s- e sold. These elements are a
weak, shifting reliance, contingent uis.n
uncertainties over which no control can lie
exercised, no Influence exerted. The most
(irospcrous cltiett, the most pngressve, are
those giving emjl) meut to the largest

number of msnufactuiliig operatives, and

have the largest amount invesieu i.i
factures. Commerce alone makes no great

cities. In the principal cities of t'u'.s coij"
try, some of them esteemed essentially
commercial centers i f trade and specula

tlon rather than industrial production, the
value ot products of manufacture amount-

ed toone thinl of all in the L'tiited States.

true that for iron and other heavy manu-

facturing cheap and easily accessible fuel
seems to be a pre requisite, yet the cities
of New England have attained pre emi-

nence as inatiutacttiririi; centers, tlie sole
inllueiR-- which stimulated enterpri-e- ,

built Immense factories and accumulated
collossal fortunes, was the industrious, in-

genious, energetic an 1 provident character
of the people. They were possessed of
but scant natural advantages. The soil is
more remarkable lor its barrenness than
any other quality, yet those people
grew wealthy and "powerful, by tram-port-im- ;

the prod' net of the South 'J.COO miles
across the continent to their Northern
steam mills, from wnetxe they send
broadcast the inuuufactuied products of
tneir looms and spindles, and the whole
country pays tribute to them.

The S uith has mauy and varied advan-
tages w hich were allowed for many years
to remain undeveloped and undisturbed;
but the change has come; her people are
iiniuiated wiih nobler impulses, and these
advantages are being developed and
brought into subjection to mini's uses
Since the current has set in that direction
it is ni t ditllcult to conjecture the iMiesihle,
even the probuhle, importance of that sec-

tion in Industrial affairs. The South now
offers the strongest inducements for the
exercise of enterprise and the development
of industrial activity, iwery State gives
evidence that the spirit of modern progress
has taken root, and the results already
achieved promise a future of unexampled
prosperity. Southern cities have all the
inducements, all the possible profit and
advantages derivable from manufacturing
in sight, which results from the timely and
sagacious employment of opportunities,
and it behooves them to evidence their ap
preciation of the.se truths ny developing
and perfecting these opportunities. And
as the South grows stronger, as the bud
ding genius of enterprise, industrial activ
ity and progress, blooms into gnu-etui-

symm.trical and vigorous maturity, the
culture and power of the country will cen-

ter there, and she will become the fairest,
and the most precious jewel in the crown
of our republican empire.

God saw lurking in Cuin's heart envy and
