TO WEAR WITH MIKSsrS.

Tlie black lace vest shown is trimmed with
jet, and is designed to bo worn under an open

Jacket woLst of lace or silk. It is made of
iilack trimming htec, fourteen inches deep.
Tho lace Is taken with the scallop, forming
the front and lower edges, and sewed vp at
en angle to fit tho corner, with thesu;erfluou.s
material cutaway. A band of jetted net,
two iuciics wide, is set on as indicated in the
diagram. Tho upper part is plaited ftt tho
nock and waiit; at the waist tho pluits are
tacked to a riblxm, which terminates in strings
long enough to tie around tho back. Tho top
ta hollowed out an inch and a quarter deep, ;

and attached to a stifT, standing collar, which
is covered with folded lace, with the scalloped
odgo projecting at the top.

Tub annoyances and danger arising from
tin Ptopimgo of waste pipe in the country
houses are many, an 1 tho question how to net
rid of Ihaa'vtttnulatlonB l the pipes is, there-
fore, an iniortaut Mia Digging up and
cl.sanln out U a costly remedy, oil UalbO that
of tho pluinber'a force pump.

Whim tho plpo U entirely stopped, empty It
down to the trap, as far an practicable, by
wiping out with a cloth. Noxt flil the pipit
up with potash, crowding it with a stick.
TlH-- n pour hot water upon it luastnallstrrum,
tiUipping as soon as the pijm appears to be
tllliol. As tho potash dissolves and ra

add uiore water. At night a little
heap of potash may le pi a'vd over the hole
and water onongh pourod 0:1 ti that a supply
of htron? Jye will flow into the pipe during
the nlht. If the pipe U partially obstructed
a lump of crude potash should be placed
whore water will drip slowly upon it and so
reach the pie. I'ipcs that have been stopped
for months may be cleaned out by this
met hod, though it sometimes calls for three
or four jwiunds of potnsh.

It is a Kood plan to use potash from time to
timo in order to dissolve greasy deposits as
they form and curry theni forward to the
cesspool or sewer. Potash is valuable for
this purpose, lwause, in uddilion to its grease
solving lowers, it is exceedingly destructive
to all uuiinul and most vegetable inaUer.

The Iimilly Rath Tub.
At least one bath tub ought to bo in every

houso where ik'oijIo live who wish to lie

cleanly und agreeublo to their aeqiiaintances.
In the hope of adding the luxury of a good
bath tub to the comfort of homes that tire
not supplied with a regular bath room, is here
given 11 sketch and description of a bath tub,
from Tho Agriculturist.
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TFIE FAMILY BATH TUB.

Any one familiar with tools can make one
of piiio or Fpruce which will bo perfectly
tic,ht, nml last for years if kept painted. For
real luxury, n person should bo ablo to stretch
himself at fuil length in the tub; yet shorter
tubs are frequent V used, and are thoroughly
good, but km pleasant. Tho dimensions of
tho tub here figured are as follows: Insido
Iongth at top, (i feet; at bottom, level part, 3

font ; width, M feet at top and bottom; depth,
inches. Tho sides should lie mado of clear

two inch pina plank, the bottom and ends of
either spruce or pine, Inch and a quarter or
inch and a half tongued and grooved clear
Bluff, fitting snugly in grooves three-quarter- s

of oil in- h deep in tho sido boards. All should
bo fitted before nailing and the pieces marked;
then the grooves should le filled with thick
paint, and end and bottom boards painted ou
tho ends and odges, and the whole nailed to-

gether, driving each piece snug before nail-

ing. The tub is put together bottom upward,
thn pieces which will be at the top first and
the oihers i:i succession, being at first tacked
to be sure all aro right, and then strongly
nailed. Rods for lifting it aro fixed at tho
ends, which should extend two and a half
inches beyond thn grooves. Round inch rocis of
spruce, wodged tight at each end, are best. A
spigot, or simple hole and plug, for drawing
olf Um water, is placed in the square end.
The Ix-s- t placo to sot a bath tub in most farm-
ers' houses is in some out of the way lower
floor room, not fur from tho kitchen or well,
and from which the water can 1 removed by
being drawn off by a pipe through the side of
the house to the sink chain or out upon the
grass plot.

A Japanese Dish.
Fii-s- t cook to your taste some vegetable,

such as cauliflower, mushrooms or even pota-
toes, and mix with it some scrambled eggs.
Take a nice fresh fish, gt tho Imnes out and
soak the flesh in salt and for, say fifteen
minutes; then put the mixture of the eggs
and vegetables insido of the fish and steam
the whole thing; try it while warm with
Worcestershire sauce.

Fashions In Overmnntles.
What are tonnod overmantlei are especi-

ally favored. These are made sometimes in
oak, sometimes in mahogany and sometimes
in cherry, and partake in many respects of
tho character of the cabinets now popular.
They usuiilly have a rather large plate glass
mirror that extends across the space covered
by tho Iwick, and may be from eighteen to
thirty inches high. The mirror Is put in at the
back after the brackets ami gallery work aro
done, and forms the back to the entire suo
cvsbiuu of shelves.

I!eU and lied Clothing;.
The covering of a led ought to be light as

well m warm. Wooleu blankets are fur more
healthful than nra heavy comforters which
admit of no ventilation, but, instead, alorb
and retain tho exhalation from the Ixxly.
Beds and bed clothing should be aired fre-

quently. Many housewives consider the air-

ing of tho sleeping room all sufficient, but
this is a mistake. Not only should mattresses
be turned and aired at least three tims each
week, but pillows and bolsters ought to lie

beaten, shaken und exposed to tho sun, every
two or three days. If leds and their furnish-

ings aro not carefully cared for the bedding
soon comes to have a stuffy, disagreeable
odor, and that odor means sleepless nights,
for perfect rest w gained only in a bed that Is

fresh and cleun.

IIow the Government Cleans Ilrass.
Tho government method prescrilied for

cleaning brass, and in uso at all the United
States arsenul9, is claimed to be the lnst in the
world The plan is to make a mixture of one
part common nitric acid and one-ha- lf part
sulphuric acid in a stone jar, having also a
pail of fresh water and a box of sawdust.
The articles to be treated are dipped into the
acid, then removed into the water and finally
rubbed with sawdust This immediately
change them to a brilliant color. If the brass
has become greasy, it U first dipped in a
strong solution of potash and soda in warm
water; this cuts the grease so that the add
has free power to ai-t-

.

Ornamental Tiles.
Ornamental tiles form a very essential

feature of interior decoration used as floor-

ings, and taking the place of hearthstones,
the better class enriching mai.U'ls, constitut-
ing relief friezes and serving for panels of
sideboanls and cabinets. Fine clay are usu-

ally used, the colorings obtained being from
metallic oxid-- e. The forms are molded, the
clay inserVd in the mold, in which it i sub-

jected to powerful prewure.

Broiled rotators.
Cut cohl, boiled potatoes ia slices a third of

an inch thick. Tip them in melted butter
and Cue bread crumbs. Place in a doubi
broiler and broil over a fire that is not too
hot Garnish Vh parsley and serve on a
hot dish; or season with salt and pepper,
toast till a delicate brown, arrange on a hot
dib aad season with buttor.

COOG HEALTH.

Practical anil Timely Hints Ahont ITow
to Oft and How to Keep It.

The great sources of mischief from eating
are three quantity, frequency, rapidity, and
from these, say Half Journal of Health,
come the horrible dysjiepslus which make of
human life a burden. Dy eating fust the
stomach, l.!;e a tattle being filled through a
funnel, is full and overflowing before we
know it. Uut tho most important reason is,
tho food is swallowed before time bos been
allowed to divide it In sufficiently small pieces
with tho tooth; for, like ice hi a tumbler of
water, the smaller thj bint are the sooner are
they duaolved. It has beeu seen with the
naked rye that if solid food is cut up in piece

small us half a poo, it digests almost as soon,
without being chewed at all, as if it had been
well masticated. The best plan, therefore, is
for all iorsOus to thus comminute their food;
for even if it is well chewed, tho comminution
is no injury, while it is of very great import- -

nneo in cuso of hurry, rorgetfulness or bod
teeth. Cheerful conversation prevents rapid
eating.

Jt requires five hours for an ordinary meal '

to dissolve and pass out of the stomach, during :

which time this organ is incessantly at work,
when it must havo rojoso, as any other muscle
or set of muscles, after such a length of effort.
Hence persons should not cat wiihin less than
a llvo hours' interval The heart itself is at
rest more than one-thir- d of its time. The
brain without repose. Never force
food ou the stomach. It is but natural that
ull should feel heavy when night comes, hence
the folly of Into uud hearty dinners or sup-por- a.

A Novel I ilea About Ventilation.
The Sanitary Institute of Great liritian

has discussed an interesting paper in which
tho writer argues that ventilation, that is, tho
constant change of the atmosphere, goes on
more satisfactorily in a room with a low ceil- -

ing than a high one. The argument is, that
to have tho currents of fre.sh uir circulating
only iu the lower part of 11 room, leaving the
upper portion of the a'r in it unaffected, is
practically a much worse way of ventilating
the room than, with the sumo movement of
the uir, to cut off the u;ier stagant portion
of it by a low ceiling. For tho stagnant at-

mospheric, mass under tho high ceiling, al-

though motionless, keois actively at work
under tho law of the diffusion of gases, foul-

ing the fresh currents that circulate lieneath
it, while nitiilow rooms and high windows
no accumulation of stagmuit uir can exist,
the hot uud foul atmospheric struiu being
swept constantly from tho ceilings iu the cur- -

rents just us uusc is swept iroui cue uoor uy a
broom.

person. Formal notes are usually thus writ-

ten. It is not considered good form to write
a note on mh-- jMijier.
