Among
them were two olllccrs of I'linraoh. one his
chief butler, the other bis chief linker.
Through ' iod's help lie interpreted the droning
which had (M'ca.sionisl each much disquietude.
In accordiour Willi his interpretation, on I'hu-raol- i'

liii'thdny the linker whs liouj,ed, whiln
the butler was r 'stored tolas phe-e- . Tlieliut-lerdidn-

leave his prisoii until Joseph bail
mnile him a conflilnut, and assured him of
his Innocence, and lieKSpl him to intercede
for him with Pharaoh ((Jen. xl, II, l"i. But
that ungrateful ofllcinl forgot biin for two
year, (lod, however, dil not forget him.
In bis plan Joseph wax vimply biding bis
time.

In the chapter from which our lemon is
taken we find i'linraoh, in bis dream, at the
bank of the Nile (( ten. xll, I). Nothing is more
true to life in any literature than the entire
history of Joseph, which lietrays, nit the most
eminent Egyptologists have shown, a won-

derful familiarity with the manners nod cus-

toms of Egypt. Ht the time indicated. In-

deed, olijections which were once raised to
certain statement in the sto' of Joseph by
distinguished scholars of a former generation
(Von Itohlen and Inch) hne Imi i found to
be entirely withuut foundation.

The I'linraoh n.e itioned here was m- -

douhtedly one of the Hvksiw, or shepheni
king, anil he is Ix beved hy IcailuiK r.jjyptian
scholars, in aeeordnnee with ancient testi
monies (Syncellusi nnd ni.ideni invest igatinna.
to have Iksmi Apepi tAphophis), the hist of
the shepherd kings.

The scene dcscriliod in the dream has a
truly Egyptian color. Since Egypt wta the
creatine of the Nile, which received divine
honors, nnd the ai lous changes in theriver
were regarded with the utmost anxiety, it
was in keeping that the king should be thiire.
