To si-- e the nature and
impott itict- - of this action, we must tvirn
aside f.-- a moment to consider the origin
of tbe ruin winch falls upon the land.

From the article "In-fluen-

of Snow-Masse- s on Climate," we

extract the following:
A lied of snow covering the ground acts

as a bad conductor, and renders the ex-

change of temperature between the sur-

face of the ground and the lower stratum
of the atmosphere slower than it would be
if the snow were absent. This is a result
of the porous structure of snow, the inter-
spaces of which are tilled w ith air. In this
matter the condition of the snow U of con-

siderable Importance ; the minute crystals
formed by cold are poorer conductors than
the larger flakes; but if the snow by alter-
nately thawing and freezing assumes the
form called ncce, it becomes a much better
conductor of heat. Farmers incounTies
that enjoy old winters are well aware of
the protective nature of thesnow-covering- .

and do not fear for their grain wnen It is
thick. The presence of snow thus assures
a higher temperature to the upper layer of
the soil than it would otherwise have, and
Its thickness is an equally important facter
with its structure. But iw effect on the
air is different, for It separates the air from
the warmth, which without Its presence
would escape from the ground. Snow also
exercises an Important Influence through
Its power of radiation, which Is dependent
on its whiteness and the extent ot its sur
face, but in which thickness Is not a fac-

tor.
