TIIK TASK FCKNACE C'OMINO.

Tbe. tank luruace, as we bave often
pointed out, baa not yet proved a success
in tbls country, except In very few Instan-

ces, and these mostly In tbe coarser lines
of glassware, such as bottles, for cap liners
and colored glass of various kinds. Tbe
most successful run yet made bas been at
tbe Creator, 111 , bottle works, where it Is
claimed to bave given eutlre satisfaction,
botb as to tbe quality of glass and tbe much
lower cost for fuel. Tbe tank in the win-

dow glass I ouse at the same ilaie, trleil
durln tbe last blast Just ended, has not
been prolific of good results, so far as we
are Informed.

Tbe trouMe seems to have been that men
not connected wltb the manufacture of
glass, and in most cas9 patentees with
more entbuslam than experience, have bad
a band In building and operating tank fur-
naces. Asa rule, also, flrmsof limited capi-
tal, who wanted a tank furnace before they
were tulaed into the belief that it was
cheaper that melting Id pots, have taken
hold, and after more or less of a costly fail-
ure, have abandoned the project.

The great number of tanks in successful
operatiou In Europe, noted in another arti-cl- e

In this Issue, goes far to prove that our
manufacturers and furnace builders bave
not yet got on tbe r ght truck. In spite of
the many failures, however, it is clear that
the tank furnace Is bound to come in tbls
country, for the belief is currant that we
can do here what can be done anywhere
else in the world.

Our furuare builders have not given up
trviuir to mjke tbe tauk furnace a Buccess,
as is shown ny tne iaci uiaiuurciuy i
manufacturers have a constant stock of fur-nac- e

brick on band, and are as willing to
swear that tbev will work.thut they will
last, and that their bottoms will not bow up,
as the most sanguine Inventor.

Our advice, however, to all parties is to
let others experiment. If you must build
a tank, build a small one, and don't go buck
on pots until you're sure the tank Is better.
Don't build any kind or size of a tank un-

less you have money you don't need.

MACiriXEKV IN WINDOW GLASS MA KINO.

In Oerm'tny, during several yearn past,
especially In 15 ivarla, the manufacture of
patent ilate has grown enormously, and
very heavy glass U being blown at a very
email advance on ttie wages paid for single
strength. For grinding and polishing, the
swift running streams of the country fur-
nish abundant water power at a very trif-
ling cost, tto much has this branch of the
Oeiman sheet glass trade been developed,
that lielglum and England are being met
by it on what have heretofore been consid-
ered home market.

In Belgium, however, the introduction
of machinery in the manufacture of window
glass is only a question of time, and per-
haps a very short time.

The movement is different from any yet
attempted elsewhere. The oinct is not
simply to assist the blower with the help
of a machine, so he may be able to make
larger, heavier or more glass with greater
ease and less exhaustive toil, hut it alms at
abolishing cylinder blowing altogether, by
the substitution of a process of rolling. The
main diliicultv is to roll the class thin
enough so as to SHve material, and to a7oid
expense lu grinding it down to the desir-
able thickness.

At the Benson Works, a series of rollers
have been placed between the tank furnace
and annealing ovens and leers. Through
these rolls, similar to sheet mill rolls in
iron mills, the molten glass being conduct
ed on to a cooling table by means of sluice
or canal from the tank furnace, the mouth
of which is opened and closed at the will
of the operator, much the same as the How
of liquid steel Is controlled in the ladle
used to fill the ingot molds in Bessemer
steel manulacture. ;

From this table the glass passes through
the smooth sheet rolls, and after being roll-

ed to the desired thickness fwh'ch can be
regulated by powerful screws, same as In
iron mills), ihe sheet is conveyed on rollers
between two large cylinders, where it is di-

vided into required lengths by means of an
Ingenious shearing apparatus. All this is
is done before tbe sheet cools sulllclently
to lose plasticity, and is thence conveyed
by means of rollers (much the same as now
used to convey steel rails from the rolls to
the stretches) to the annealing leer. No
human hand touches the glass, and labor,
compared with the machinery used, is but
a vanishing quantity .

The Walsh process, a similar invention,
Is also being tried in Belcluin.and enables
the operator to make plain sheets, ribbed,
rough or turrowea glass at will, toy ingen
iously arranged projections on different
rolls. On the whole, these machines can
not yet be said to have proven successful,
but they are In progress of development,
and as success means immense profits both
to Investors and manufacturer, no expense
or pains seems to deter Uelgium manufact-
urers.

The Bheets so rolled are not to be ground
and polished afterwards, but when proper-
ly rolled are as finished as a piece of flat-
tened window glass. The expansion of
the rollers has as yet tended to make the
body of the sheet slightly uneven, and not
ot uniform thickness in all parts. But tbe
Belgians are learning from the Yankees,
and gas jets are to be introduced to regulate
the expansion of the rollers.

It Is idle, of course, to make any predic-
tions at this time, and It may be many
years before the hopes of these inventois A
are fully realized. Even then it will take
Immense capital to erect tbe necessary ma-
chinery and extensive works required by
the new process.

The tank process and roller process mak-
ing production continuous and the
cheap, must certainly revolutionize the
manufacture of sheet glass. From a work-
er's view, the day when the small factory
and Intermittent melting furnace is displac-
ed by the large works and continuous melt-
ing tunic the old-tim- Independance of the
glass-blowe- r will be as a vanished dream,
beautiful only In remembrance. There-
fore, let us dance and shove the grog
around while yet we are free.

These
represent at the present time the fashionable
cake busket. Tho basket may lie square,
oblong or roXmd in shape, and ornamented
with any of the various prevailing style of
finish. The basket shown in tho cut repre-
sent a popular style, being low b form and
finished in the favorite fluted pattern.

Casters continue to bo a staple article, the
smull breakfast one being employed at break-
fast and luncheon by many households, even
at the east, where tho old time dinner caster
docs not often apjear. These latter, how-

ever, continue to be largely produced, notably
In the southern and western states, and are
out in style to harmonize with the decoration
of other jiortions of table service.

Having in view her heuring what
he had to say, he prayed in such a way as to
break the spell mid make her thut the
Would recover; as be did this, tho morbid
symptoms of approaching death gave way,
uud she is still living.

Another case was still more remurkable. A
woman, ill and bedridden, conceived a high
regard for the piety and intelligence of her
pastor. He entered her room and in a loud
and solemn voice said, "I command you to
arise!'' Involuntarily sho arose uud resumed
the (hides of housekeeping, which after the
lapse of ten years sho still ei forms.

A Itoman Catholic priest of hih jiosition
in his church told tho w riter that lie thought
he hud saved scores of lives by refusing to ad-

minister the Sacrament of Kxtremo Unction,
which led the patients to say, "Father
does not think I urn going to die."

Iii K'2, when the cholera rngod in Norfolk,

Vu., Pr. Buzzell, a jilysiciun of great local
celebrity, lived there. He was driving night
and day, and on one occasion was summoned
to see a stalwart negro who was npparcntly
in the stateof collapse. Instead of beginning
at once to medicate him he accused him of
shamming, denounced and derided him in
every ossihlo way for twilling him when he
was at work night and day, driven almost to
death. Then, putting on tho npsarain o of
intense excitement, he procured a sw itch and

to thrash the negro very severely. The
more he groaned, and the more he said hs
was dying, tho more Ir. Hu.zell thrashed
him, and with his threuteuings uud Is utings
brought on such a tremendous reaction thut
the man recovered.

In a visit to a brunch of the Oneida com-
munity at Wnllingford, in lKt, I nsked Mrs.
Miller, Ihe sister of John H. Noyes, tin
founder of the community, what they did if
any of the inmates became ill, as tliey re-

pudiated medicines. Klio said they hail very
little sickness, "lint, liuvu I not heard of an
epidemic of diphtheria oniony youf" fcilie

said there had been, but by their treat iiiihi
they saved every cuse. "What was that
treatment ("' "It was treatment by criticism."
"How was it oppliedf ' "So anon ns a jwrsou
was taken ill, a committee wus apiiuted
who went into the room and sat down, pay-
ing no attention to tho patient; they begun
at once to speak about Jilm or her, criticising
the patient's ixruliurities, bringing every de-

fect to the surfa'-e- , and unsparingly con-

demning it." Mrs. Miller added that no one
could endure this moru than an hour. The
mental and morul irritation was so pent that
they licgun to perspire and invariably re-

covered. The universal ciliary of thi
method may well lie doubted, for muny pe
sous live lu such mi utmo-ph- f re that if that
treatment would save them they vtould never
die: while othi is are so ca!!o!H to ci iticim
that tin' remedy would Is- - without effect.
