Szabo, as aooessorles, for murder.

Every evasion and distortion possible was
used by the witnesses to throw tha jury off

the track and mislead them from the true
facts; but despite their strenuous efforts,
Mike Szabo, brother of Andrew, was
Identified as tha man who arose from the
body of O'Nell after the latter bad been
knocked down and received his death wound.
A short time before the fight ooourred,
O'Neil and bis partner O' Grady, had gotten
into trouble with the " Huns ' at Andrew
Stabo'a saloon, but the latter not being oer-tai-

that his man oould "do up" the two
Irishman, sent down to bis brother John's
saloon, a few blocks away, for aid, which
