Thereupon t he work was let hy contr-

act-last year to one printer and
this year to another, all county of-ce-

being instructed to order work of

the contractor; yet hoth years,
the county attorney did not

hapM'u personally to he friendly to
the contractors, he takes the only
johs of hoth years in which there was
anything like a fair prollt to a third
printer, who was not the contractor,
never had heen, and was heateu in the
contest of bidding for the work of the
county; ami who charged for part of
t he work done at a rate nearly 10 per
cent, higher than local commercial
rates. It's lots of fun being a county
contractor!

It is very true that the e;unty at-

torney's work is not specifically men-

tioned in the contract, hut the spirit
of the contract and of the resolution
of the Hoard on which. the contract is
hased would dictate that all the
county work, except the. puhlication
of the Hoard's prot dings, should go

to the contractor, whoever he is. And
a similar case in another county, put
to a test, resulted in the payment of
work done hy other than the contrac-

tor out of t he pocket of t he county of-

ficer placing the order and not hy the
county treasury, the stationary com-- 1

niittee having refused to audit hills
payahlc to other than the regular con-

tractor, even though the work was

not specifically mentioned in the con-

tract; and that was right, and the
only decent way in which to treat the
cont rador.
