SU Louie; Alton and Sock Island Railroad.
If the people of St. Louis are desirous of re-

taining the Illinois trade, tbey would do well to
turn their attention to the completion of the St.
Louis, Alton and Rock Island Railroad.

. This road was surveyed and under contract
and about $500,000 expended in the way of con-
struction before the war. This was done by the
enterprising citizen a along the line. , The road
runs through splendid section of country, in a
high state of cultivation, with its thrifty towns
and villages alternated with prairies and timber,
goou water, roca ana atone coai in anondanoe.

The road runs from Rook Island. - With a
glance at the map you can see the , railroads of
Iowa and Illincis relative to this place, and from
here to Chicago, and, as I give the points of. this
road as laid down in the charter. you can see the
amount of trade it would detract from Chicago.
From Rock Island,' the road runsto Monmouth,
in Warren county. McComb, In McDonoogh
oounty, Kusbvilie, in Schuyler county, Beards- -

town, iass county. . W lucneater. Scott count
White Hall, Green countv. where It inte repot
the St. Louis, Jacksonville and Chicago Rail-
road, which will soon be completed from Whitt
Hall to St Louis.
