IRRIGATION.
Address by John T. Uor.lon.

Although irrigation in its practical
results is a novelty to a majority of
the people of the United States, it has,
nevertheless, been employed to a very
considerable extent in some of the
European Btatet,andin Egypt and In-
dia from time immemorial.

The question of Increasing the water
supply for agricultural purposes in
this county, is one of vast magnitude
and of paramount importance to its
future Well-being. Were it determin-
ed that an increase of water for agri-
culture was Impracticable, the conclu-
sion would naturally follow that the
county bad nearly attained the maxi-
mum of population capable of main-
tain Inga livelihood within Its extended
limits, and that the immense area of
unoccupied lam), though inexhausti-
ble in fertility,with a climate unsur-
passed oil lhe face of (lie globe, WOUId
forever remain an arid wast*'.

[n considering this subject the fol-
lowing Inquiries urine:

Ist. Can mi tnereuse of water for
tliis purpose he secured?

2d. If so, is it practicable in un
economical point or view; willit pay;
will the benefit resulting justify the
expenditure in its behalf?

Bd. Can it be accomplished?
4th. Who, or by what agency shall

it be accomplished?
sth. What preliminary steps maybe

necessary before undertaking the en-
terprise.

To the lirst Inquiry it is safe to reply
that the amount of water for irriga-
tion in Los Angeles county cau be in-
crease" I almost indefinitely. Indeed,
some well informed writers who have
studied the subject of irrigation iv all
its varied bearings, have expressed the
opinion that "Therels scarcely a farm
iv the United States but is susceptible
of irrigation in sonic way or other."

Iv reference to the second inquiry
whether it is practicable or will pay,
the experience of the various systems
now in vogue in other countries and
our own States and Territories, justi-
fies tbe belief that the benefits and
enhanced values would be equally if
not more apparent were a general sys-
tem of irrigation adopted iv this
county.

Laud in the little valley ofSan An-
tonio, Texas, under irrigation is worth
from $200 to $800 per acre, while land
of equal fertility, not more than a
stone's throw from the irrigable lands,
is only worth $S per acre.

A great portion of the land com-
manded by irrigating systems in Ku-
rope, is worth from xlaHhi to $2,oooper
acre, while the less fortunate adjacent
land is not worth more than $ 100 to $200
per acre. Most of the now irrigable
lands in this county possess now mere-
ly a nominal value; whereas; if they
were brought under a copious system
of irrigation they would be worth
from $xft to 9100 per acre; these figures
would increase from year to year, con-
sequent upon the influx of population,
composed of thrifty and intelligent
husbandmen. In the same ratio that
the water supply is increased, so will
be the Increase of population, if the
present head of water is increased ten
told, or an hundred fold,it would prove
ho delusion to expect our population
to increase in the same relative pro-
portion.

The third Inquiry involves the most
absorbing consideration, the gist of
investigation. None of the systems
of irrigation now in practical opera-
tion, with which we are familiar,
would meet the necessities of Los An-
geles county and other counties InCal-
ifornia similarly situated.

The present systems of irri-
gation are employed in utilising
the waters of never falling streams,
and the melting snows that clothe the
ranges in higher latitudes. We have
not these sources to draw Upon. Our
running streamlets arc few, and tver
failing in the critical moment of agri-
cultural necessity. No snow banks
gather in tlie winter season upon our
mountain peaks to descend in refresh-
ing streams over our thirsty plains iv
the summer solstice.

The increased supply of water in this
locality must be tlrawn from below
by artesian wells and suction pumps, or
secured from that Which descends
from above in the rainy season, and
held it in reserve for use iv thu dry
season. The relative merits of the
two sources are apparent to the most
casual observer ?the former is limited,
expensive ami uncertain- the latter is
abundant, comparatively inexpensive
and reilr.ble.

The water shed of our mountains
is unlimited. In many ofthe canyons
penetrating the mountain ranges for
miles, may be found extensive basins,
with narrow outlets formed hy the
contraction of the sides of the can-
yons, and covered by extensive water
sheds. Across the narrow outlets,
dams may he constructed ?the ma-
terial, timber ami stone is at hand?
the water collected in these basins,
will be protected from evaluation in
a great degree hy the shadow of the
mountains. In many places ulong
the foothills, are deep ravines that
may be appropriated as reservoirs hy
throwing a dam across the entrance.

In other localities, where nature has
withheld her handiwork, reservoirs
can he constructed-then, by cutting
canals leading from canons to a suc-
cession ofravines?the waters that are
rushing along iv the wet season to
mingle with the briny deep, may he
led into the reservoirs prepared for
them, and there remain until the need
of agriculture calls for it.

Of course, there are difficulties to be
met und overcome in the accomplish-
ment of these ends; hut all obstacles,
however great, succumb at the com-
mand of tbe skilful engineer of the
present day.

Pertinent to the efficiency of reser-
voirs, un individual ease may be re-
ferred to. A Mr. Kronig, residing
near Fort I'nion, came to tbe conclu-
sion, from his own observation, that
tbe rain-fall along the base of the
mountains was quite sufficient to sup-
ply artificial reservoirs, from which
tructsof land could be successfully irri-
gated. Disregarding the chances of a
costly failure, he set to work, uud hus
formed on the open plain two or three
lakes, or reservoirs, from which he
now irrigates 2,500 acres of land. The
result of Ibis experiment is, Mr. K.
now has a model farm, with groves
and avenues of young trees all thriv-
ing beautifully, in v place that was
deemed but a lew years hack hut us a
desert place.
if so much could he effected hy in-

dividual effort, what might not he an-
ticipated from associated enterprise?
if the mining interests can he ad-

vanced by means of reservoirs, surely
those of tigriruliure can be promoted
by the same means. In Nevada coun-
ty, says the Trttnteript, there are
seven very large reservoirs, used for
storing lhe water that falls in the
winter for use lit mining during the
hot summer days. The dam of the
Kttreka Lake Co. is 02 feet high and
270 feet long, that causes the water to
spread over MHO acres of land, retaining
in tbe reservoir t»2u,IMH»,(HM» cubic feet
of water.

Tbe Kowman dam, belonging lo the

North Rl<tomrteld firavel Mining Co.,
is now "2 feet high and .'{lo feet long.
The reservoir created by it covers a sur-
face of 800 acres, bidding 448,000,00(1
cubic feet of water. This dam is to be
made lib feet high and37s feet long,and
will contain 800,000,000 cubic feet of
w iter. There are other reservoirs in
the same vicinity, of like dimensions
and capacity.

The fourth inquiry looks to the agen-
cy by which this work is to he accom-
plished, ft must be wrought out by
one of these Instrumentalities?the
Stale, county, or private corporations.
There seems to he no validreason why
the State should not .devise a grand
system of irrigation, us a measure of
State policy. If it be proper for the
State to adopt measures to redeem the
swamp lands from their superabund-
ant moisture, and render them availa-
ble for agriculture, assuredly the same
principles carry an increased force
when applied to measures for impart-
ing additional moisture to the over-
dry lands. This point presents a fruit-
ful theme for extended argument,
which time and space will not permit
to be indulged in in this report.

Should the State decline coadopt the
policy, the next Instrument that may
be employed is the county, in its corpo-
rate capacity. If there is no impro-
priety or valid objection to the county
constructing highways, bridges, etc.,
and furnishing tlie sinews of war for
gigantic railroad corporations, that
may, perhaps, prove S burden rather
than a blessing to the people, with
what consistency can objections be
uracil against the coontv employing
the means to develop? ami increase the
water supply for agricultural pursuits,
that will insure untold benefits, caus-
ing her wide wastes to tie densely jsip-
ulated, and her desert places to "bloom
ami blossom us the rose?"

Tho next and dernier resort Is an
agency of private corporations, from
tne tender mercies of whom may the
Good Ueing deliver the agricultural
Interests of Los Angeles couuiy!

The fifthand hist Inquiry thai will
claim notice In this connection: What
preliminary steps may be requisite be-
fore embarking in the enterprise.

It may he necessary to get the con-
sent of the I. S. Government to con-
struct reservoirs and cut canals ami
ditches on the public domain. It will
be proper to have an Act passed by
the Legislature of California, author-
ising the condemnation of the rights of
private land-holders tor the same pur-
pose. For tlie county to carry on the
work it will he proper for Ihe Leglsla-
ture to adopt a law authorising the
county touet in the matter.

Much more might he said in support
of the momentous question referred to
the special committee; yet this report,
containing only suggestions without
elaboration] has grown ton length that
forbids further enlargement at present.

Auxiliary to the question above, is
a consideration of the proper manner
of distributing the present water sup-
ply among the benetlchiries. The law
should define the rights ofparties. The
water committees of townships should
exercise no judicial functions: their
power should be limited to laying out
and repairing ditches.

The water of all running streams,
except such as rise and have a well-
defined head or source on private land,
should be declared public property,
and devoted to agricultural interests.

The same rule to apply to the water
of a stream rising on private land
alter it passes beyond said private
land limits.

Private Improvements that have
been made-by virtue of a long dedica-
tion of the use of the water of any
running streams, thus declared pub-
lic, sustaining damages thereby, shall
he fully compensated, when lhe
amount of damage is ascertained by
disinterested appraisers.

Slate and County Water Com*
Bllssioners should be elected in the
same manner as Superintendents of
Public Instruction are, and their du-
ties clearly defined.
