Ward it Co. are
making efforts to carry it from bos
Angeles to Prescott by teams, and it
behooves the merchants of this city to
render all assistance in their power in
getting the transfer in operation. It
willbring to this point a large amount
of ore and hides, now transported by
the other route, besides givingeniploy-
ment to fifteen or twenty teams, which
willhave to get their supplies and do
their repairing in Los Angeles. After
the railroad is finished to San Bernar-
dino it willbe a greater inducement to
the merchants in Arizona, to ship by
way of Los Angeles. Tt will also
bring orders from Arizona merchant*
hew for goods. The'difference in the
costs of freights to the merchants and
miners of Arizona, would be from thir-
ty to forty dollars per ton. The steps
taken by Ward &. Co. are most com-
ipemiabfe.

The Irrigators Convention.

Delegates from all parts of tho comi-
ty met ut (ia Ilatin on the 9th instant,
t«i take into consideration the water
i nterest ofthe county, ami to memoral-
izc the Legislature.

Representative Hlghle was elected
President, and briefly stated the ob-
jects of tlie meeti iik- ?'? A. Walker
was made Socretary. Short and torse
speeches were made hy Gen. Baldwin
mul Col. Peel.

W. \V. Maxwell made a few re-
supporting the appointment

of water commissioners, and recom-
mending other enactmeats to better
regulate the water interests. He pro-
posed that

l. Laws should be enacted declaring
public all water courses that rise on
public lands; and that they be spread
to their utmost capacity.

Ib The lands should define the BOW*
crsofu Board of Water Pommis*ton-
ers, in developing, extending, and
limiting the spread of water to such
nn area of land as can be well watered.
This Hoard should see thnt the water
be not spread to a limit that will be
tletermental to the property and rights
first established by use.

111. The Commissioners should
have power to create rules and regtiln-
tions for the government of all
streams and ditches in their respective
townships, and to govern the price of
water according to the expense of dis-
tribution, and to fix the price threreof.

IV. A law should he enacted mak-
ing ita criminal otl'oMee, and attaching
a penalty of $<JO, to obstruct any
stream, ditch, or reservoir that is used
for irrigating, and contracted hy a
Hoard of Commissioners and over-
seers.

V. The law should define the fees of
commissioners for services rendered on
such dilchcs.

VI. The eomniissioners should nave
power to condemn land for ditches and
reservoirs, when the right of way is
not granted hy the proper owner of
such land.

VII. They should have power to
levy a labor tax on each land-holder,
ou nil pnhlie ditches through which
persons obtain water, either to repair
or construct the same, anil to enforce a
tine oi's:! upon all delinquents.

VIII. A State law should be enact-
ed to provide for reclaiming dry, bar-
ren hinds, us well as overflowed swamp
lands, and to encourage planting Am-
ber OU all public ditches, such being
conducive to rain.

IX. A State law should lie enacted
encouraging the development of water,
to-wit: that all land so irrigated, in
excess of thai Irrigated in iht.'l, shall
he exempt from State and county tax
for Un years.

Mr. John T. (Jordon read an address,
which had iv main been previously
delivered. This address was given in
full yesterday.

The meeting then adjourned for
dinner.
