Resolutions I'hsscl lij the Chamber ol
Commerce.

The following resolutions were pre-
sented last night to the Chamber of
Commerce, by Mr. Newmark, and
passed unanimously:.

Whereas: Lob Angoles county is
by far the most populous and wealthy
of any of the southern coast counties
of California, but that it depends to a
great extent for its future prosperity
upon its commercial status being
known abroad, as an inducement for a
further accession of population, and
capital, to aid in the development of
its agricultural, commercial, and min-
eral resources, and that the most effec-
tive and reliable manner of dissemi-
nating such information, is by the
publication of statistics showing the
amount of freight and passengers,
coming to and going from the county:
And, Whereas: at least two thirds of
all the freight and passengers conveyed
by the southern coast steamers of the
Pacific Mail Steamship Company, be-
long properly to this county: ' And,
Whereas, itis the custom of the San
Francisco papers to invariably accred-
it all freight and passengers carried
on those steamers, to "San Diego etc,"
or to "San Diego and way ports,"
simply because that port is the end of
the route, instead ofpublishing freight
and passenger lists of each port sepa-
rately, and thereby depriving Los An-
geles ofthe credit that is justly its due,
therefore be it

Resolved, by the Los Angeles Cham-
ber of Commerce, that the Pacific
Mail Steamship Company is hereby
respectfully requested to instruct the
Pursers of ils steamers, that run be-
tween San Francisco and tlie southern
coast, to furnish the San Francisco
papers witli freight anil passenger lists
from, and to, Los Angeles, thereby
giving this place the exact credit due
to it, instead of making what now
seems to be an unfair distinction, and
that they shall credit to"Los Angeles."
all freight snd passengers, coming to
or going from Sun Pedro, that being
merely the name of Ihe port where all
such freight and passengers are trans-
ferred by rail, twenty miles, to and
from Los Angeles.

Resolved. That the San Francisco
papers are hereby respectfully request-
ed, upou the arrival of each steamer
from the southern coast, to publish
such passenger and freight lists in the
manner provided for iv the foregoing
resolution.

Resolved, That a copy of these reso-
lutions be forwarded to the Pacific
Mail Steamship Company, at San
Francisco, and also to the papers of
that city, with a request that they pub-
lish the same.
