Probab-lle' TGrain Demand.

There is a very remarkable grain de-
ficiency in the present grain crop in
Europe. In France alone the defi-
ciency amounts to about 82,000,000
bushels, while England will at least
require 10,000,000 more than KFrance.
Belgium, Italy, Switzerland, Hun-
gary and Germany will have to

urchase at least 50,000,000 bushels.
Many of the nations mentioned have
been considered self-sustaining and
have usually grain to export, that
now reports short crops. Russia,
which has heretofore exported wheat
largely, has only an average crop.
During 1870 the United States sent 20,-
000,000 bushels of wheat to Great
Britain, and Russia 16,000,000; last year
the latter country sent 16,000,000 and
the United States only 8,000,000, The
New York ARulletin of the 9th inst.,
contains the following suggestive re-
marks:

The grain trade for 1873-74 promises
then to be very active, with the mar-
kets in favor of the producers. But
although the world’s demands are
likely to be so far above the average,
there seems to be no reason to appre-
hend that the supply will not be
equal to it. The very knowledge of
the necessities of England and the
other Kuropean nations, will bring out
every available bushel of grain in the
world. The immense and unprece-
dented flow of bread stufls from a
thousand different sources affords at
once a guarantee for the future, an in-
centive to legitimate business enter-
prise, and & warning against specula-
tion,
