Frightfal Accldent.

A horrible shooting aftair occurred
yesterday evening on Torro street, in
this cito, by which a Spanish boy
named Gerbracio Valencia, 9 years of
age, was probably fatally wounded.

A HERALD reporter visited the lo-
cality shortly after the oceurrence,
and trom the parents of the wounded
boy, received the following details of
the affair: ;

Valeneia was engaged in play with
a groop of children near the house of
his parents, when another Spanish
lad about 17 years of age, named Mi-
guel Contreras, who, lives next door
io the Valencias, came along carryin
an old musket loaded with powder an
shot, which he had taken from the
armory of a company of soldiers near
by, and with which he had been going
through the manual drill. hen
within forty or fifty feet of Valencia
he discharged the gun. Whether it
was done by design or accident is not
clear., The shot struck young Valen-
cia and literally perforated his face
and head—some of the shot entered
the eyes and brain, so as to cause a
swelling of the eye-lids and temples.

The sight of the little fellow as he
lay writhing in pain, the blood oozing
out of his wounds, was painful to look
upon. Dr. Orme was summoned, and
administered all the relief possible
under the circumstances, but thinks
it probable that the boy will not re-
cover, The ofticers were after (‘on-
treras, but at last accounts had not
succeeded in finding him. ;

The Murderer.

Jose Marin Martinez, the Spaniard
who at Anaheim landing is supposed
to have taken his partner in the fish-
ing business, a fellow Spaniard, out
upon the bay and to have thrown him
overboard, has been brought to this
city and put in the county jail.

Martinez is a dull, foolish-looking
fellow, of about 35 years of age, with
a silly expression always upon his
face.

He is rather short and thick set, and
has an ignorantly malicious look. If
he committed the rurder, as is proba-
ble from his confession; he did it sim-
ply because he failed to recognize the
enormity of hisact. He is within the
pale of the law.

The City Council.

A full Board was present yesterday
afternoon. The minutes of the pre-
ceding sessions were read and ap-
proved.

The Mayor announced he had col-
lected $59 from fines; and approved
the bill reducing water-rates for irri-
gation, and the one for grading Ninth
street,

The Marshal announced $5,195 98
tax collected.

The City Attorney announced that
briefs had been filed in the case of Du-
bourdieu vs. Barton, and the trial had
been set in the Supreme Court for No-
vember 20th., He ordered the appoint-
ment of a committee to act in concert
with the (lity Attorney, to see that
the city is represented in this case by
itslawyer--either the City Attorney or
a substitute. The recommendation
was adopted and the committee ap-
pointed.

The City Treasurer announced that
he had collected of (ieorge Leonard
$43 20 for grading Buena Vista street;
and of Los Angeles county $£75 87 for
o sewer on Spring street.

The City Surveyor, Wm. Moore, re-
ported that he, with Mr. Sacriste, of
the woolen mills, had examined the
zanja leading to the mills. The ditch
is in good order, and brings much more
water than can be used. Only one-
fourth of the water of the river is taken.
Mr. Sacriste expressed himself satis-
fied with the ditch.

The (Committee on Zanjas confirmed
the report, and, after a little squab-
bling, both reports were adopted and
placed on file.

The City Surveyor reported that he
had examined Oharity street, and ad-
vised a bridge acrossthe Cafiada de los
Reyes. The water from the hills runs
through this cafiada, and is supple-
mented by that of the woolen mills
ditch; and often during the rains it
overtlows its banks instead of passing
into zanja No, 8. He recommended a
culvert with a gate, that at high water
it might flow over, but in low water it
would be turned into No. 8. The cost
of the culvert would be $127 50; the
flume to the gate would cost $37 50,
and all would cost about $200.

Referred to the Committee on Publie
‘Works.

The Committee on Sewers reported
that they had examined the property
along which the extension of Los An-
geles street runs. Some of the owners
were willing to donate the land, and
others, being minors, were unable to
do so, because they could not act. The
(Committee recommended the City At-
torney to have the lands condemned.

Reterred to the City Attorney for ac-
tion.

The resignation of G. K. Long, as
Councilman, was received and accept-
ed. Teed was appointed to his place
onthe Committee on Sewers; Beaudry
on the Finance (CCommittee, and Celis
as Chairman of the Committee on Pub-
lic. Works.

J. C. Yarnell complains of the ma-
nure heaps on the land of Mr. Butler,
on First street, east of the railroad,
which makes an intolerable stench,

Referred to the Marshal to abate the
nuisance.

A petition to pave Spring street,
from the Temple block to First street,
was referred to the Committee on Pub-
lic works.

Bids were received for the culverts
on Ninth street, as follows: John
Myer, $1,86 per foot, and Jacob Wex-
el and John Burns, $1,70 per foot.
Their consideration was postponed
until the next meeting, to learn fur-
ther particulars, ‘

A committee on lands for the rail-
road and its workshops, was appoint-
ed.
