He says that he can-
not understand wlg' the people of this
county should send East for a drop of
oil. There are immense quantities of
oil all around here, and the (iuality is
just as good as is to be found in Penn-
sylvania or Canada, The surface oil
is useless, because it loses all the ben-
zine and naptha, and becomes half
asphaltum. Mr. Smith says that with
a ﬂme energy and ambition, and bor-
ing some 700 or 1,000 feet, oil of the
finest quality in the United States
may be obtained here.

Inasmuch as the
Carpet Warchouse
Isone of the latest improvements toour
city, a short description of it will com-
mence ‘‘our business houses.”” The
carpet warehouse was established by
Aaron Smith, on Commercial street,
where he transacted business for a
length of time. As business increased
and opportunity offered, Mr. Smith
leased the large premises formerly oec-
cupied by J. H. Wright & Co. asa
hardware house. The spacious show
rooms have been ceiled, plastered,
and hard finished, and sumptuously
fitted with the latest gas appliances.
The back part of the store isused as a
workroom and has accomodations for
at least a dozen hands.
