The Murder at the Encino.

Yesterday, an old man and his son
named O’ Neal were arrested, one near
Major Sanford’s, and the other at'the
Encino Ranch. They were both
lodged in jail, and make the following
statements:

The old man is an inoffensive, hon-
est, harmless old fellow, and spoke
with trembling and anxious words.

On the evening of the day before the
murder I met the Indian or Californian
who was murdered. I would have
hired him to drive hogs, but [ saw he
was drank and did not. I then passed
on.

The next morning, while going back
after the hogs remaining at the old
camp, with a Welchman who is now
with the hogs, T saw a man lying by
the roadside, and called to him, but he
would not answer. 1 went on, and as
I went over the ridge near by my old
camp I saw a Mexicanriding up the
cafion, and called to'him. He did not
stop; but after we had campedl, and
while we were making coffée, he re-
turned, and 1 asked him if he would
help me to start my hogs over the
ridge. He said “yes,” and he did help
me. As we went along and came to
the spot where this man was lying we
all stopped; the Mexican got down
and looked at him. He then got on’
his horse and rode towards me, when
[ asked if the man was dead, and he
said “yes.” T then asked “How he
died?”” and he: said, ¢No. see; his
mouth is full of blood.” A dog was
by the side of the dead man, and it
growled at us as we passed.

The next morning we wenton by the
IEneino, gathering the hogs, and came
to the station two miles from the Kn-
¢ino. The hostlercame running out to
the road and- said ‘‘some man three
days ago drove a lot of hogs in below
my house, and left them and went
back.”” .

It then came to my mind to tell him
about this man being dead. He said
he knew him and deseribed his dog;
that the man was a half Indian and
that the dog was lying by the man
now.

I did not know I was suspected until
Sheriff Rowland arrested me. I never
carry fire arms, ]

The young man has a kind, clear
eye, is evidently a hardworkerand is
considerably tanned by his exposure.
By trade he is a wood-chopper. He
was willing to make his statement and
answered all questions tully and
frankly. He said: :

I went on Friday to the Encino to
get something to eat. A Californian
came up and asked him if he would
drive hogs. He said “Yes,” 1 told
him my father wanted a hand. Some
of the hogs then came up and I told
him to herd them and [ would be ready
to go soon. We soon overtook father
and I told him I had a hand. He said
he had an old gentleman already en-
gazed. 1 told the Spaniard that my
father had help. He said all right.
Two or three men then came up and
he went away. !

I live near the Encino, T wasonly
helping my father to get them off’ but
cou?d not go with him myself.

Of course, nothing can be given but
supposition, It would seem, though,
that the officers had pessession of the
wrong man or men, and that the mur-
derer is still at large, The only sus-
picious feature is the fact that the old
man did not inform the authorities of
the man’s death wnen he learned of it.

COUNTY TEACHERS’ INSTITUTE.

Thirl Day.

At the roll-call, few failed to answer
‘here.) Yesterday, only three teach-
ers were absent.

Critics’ report was made, and was
most humorous and appropriate.

Mr. Morgan and Mrs. DuBois were
appointed crities for the coming year.

A discussion concerning ‘‘Music in
our public schools” was made bP' Mr,
Saxe. He presented his method, and
said he thought every one ought to be
able to learn and teach the simple ru-
diments of music. Pupils who once
get a start, and have musical talents,
when once started, will go along very
favorably. Pupils should take care
and not get the words ‘do, re, mi,’ in-
stead of the sound, which tbey repre-
sent.

Mr. Butterfielel, Mr. Morgan, Mrs,
DuBois, Miss Bixby and Mr. Duns-
more discussed the question of doing
away in teaching with the words ‘do,
re, mi.) The general feeling was
against their use, or the continued use
of any one system,

Mr. Tonner suggested a breathing
exercise, and an explanation was
made by Mr, Saxon and an exercise
given,in a breathing and calisthenic
exercise, by Mr. Tonner.

Professor MeDonald read a discourse
on punctuation, showing its import-
ance, and giving hints asto the meth-
ods necessary in instructing, and gave
the sentence “John R. Jones, Jr., 1sq.,
Los Angeles, Cal,” to be, punctuated.
The report to be made at the afternoon
session,

Then followed an essay on “ (lom-
pulsory Edueation” by C. €. Cum-
mings. ‘T'he essayist did not favor
such legislation, as it would compel
attendance at school. It would de-
tract from the liberties of the pupil and

prove disastrous to our educational
system. It tended toward centraliza-

tion and was not consistent with the
rinciples of republicanism. He be-
ieved .a better method would be to
make schools, school buildings and

their surroundings attractive and
thereby induce children to attend

school without compulsion,

Mr. Tonner argued that it was the
duty of parents to educate their child-,
ren, and when they neglected that duty
the law should interfere. He cited
Switzerland, as a republie, where these
principles had been put in practice
with good results ensuing.

Mr. Adams denied the right of the
law to interfere with parents in the
edueation of theirchildren, contending
that it was antagonistic to the very
first principles of the Christian reli-
gion.

Mr. Saxebelieved he was a Christian
and that Christianity and education
went hand in hand. He believed it
was a Christian duty to educate the
masses; it was a means of preventing
erime. He failed to see any an-
tagonism.

Mr. Dubois, Mr. Saxon and others,
were friends to the cause of education,
but were not in favor of compulsory
laws enforeing it.

Mr. Righter argued at considerable
length in favor of compelling parents
to send their children to school. He
believed that the laws should guard
the mental as well as the physical or-
ganization,

Dr, Lucky stated that he had favored
compulsory education, but believed
that at present it would be impracti-
cable in this State; that a law of that
kind would be somewhat premature at
present, therefore he was opposed to it,

Adjourned till 1 r, M.

AFTERNOON SESSION,

Mr. Warner, of the Committee on
Questions, answered two questions,
one of which was “How shall we pre-
vent tardiness in schools?”’ By re-
quiring written excuses,

Miss Howard’s class in geography
was then called. The editor of the
HERALD begs leave to difter from her
in respect to her methods, but must
say that the exercise and the example
set were good,

Professor McDonald reported six
correct, out of twenty-four, in writ-
ing the sentences given for pronuncia-
tion. 3

Mr. Hendersonr read a paper on art
education and artists. He said there
was a low view of the practical and
a high one. One certainly does not
require art education to carry out the
business of a tradesman. One can not
change his manhood, but art educa-
tion elevates manhood. It does not
help to make money, but it does make
taste which appreciates that which
money brings. A wealthy man with-
out refinement is poor, despite his
banking account. Art education sup-
plies new sources of happiness. One
who has a knowledge of art can draw
happiness where others can not.

Art is one of the things by which
we judge nations. Greece, for in-
stance, has more reputation from her
art pictures and statues than from
aught else. They put to shame our
19th century art. They conceived what
we can not build after it is conceived.
Every pillary every carving is. but a
copy of the ancient.

But art edueation has a value in the
lowest idea of the practical. It im-
proves the handwriting; the dress im-
proves; the habits of cleanliness im-
prove.. A boy with a knowledge of
art makes his hand aid his tongue.
It aids in designing. An artist was at
work 1n designing the carpet on this
floor. Evyery picture in the books
you read Nas an artist back of it.

Most pupils in our schools of design
are notlearning todraw Madonnas,but
industrial drawing for a practical pur-
pose.

No artist has ever lived who has
drawn human forms better than Ra-
phael. There are Christs, and Apostles,
inall forms. Whatever he does is ex-
tremely beautiful. Rembrandt is the
very contrary of Raphael. His pic-
tures, unlike Raphael’s, are plain,
Up to the present century artists fol-
lowed Raphael, but since has sprung
up the Prae-Raphaelites. Turner is
an example. His first study was form
not color; after he had mastered this
then he undertook coloring, Before
him was Claude. He was afraid to
draw the sunlight of noon; he gives
softer light and cooler weather. When
Turner died he left two paintings, on
condition that they be hung side by
side with Claude’s. There they hang
now. The difference between the pic-
tures of these men is this: one needs
focusing and the other does not.

The whole people should know some-
thing about art. The Athenians were
cducated by seeing art in its va-
rious forms, Our people should be
educated in the same way. Our art-
ists should be paid to make copies of
these great works of art, which should
be hung up, or placed before the pub-
lic gaze, that thus the people may be
educated.

THE RACE TRACK.

Our Reporter Visited It, and Made Note: of
What He Saw.

A reporter from this office visited
the race track yesterday, and gives
the following account of the prepara-
tions for the races next week:

“I'he track is looking splendidly,
and one forgets all about the dust in-
cidental to the ride out, as soon as the
line of fences of the Agricultural So-
ciety comes in sight. I have seen a
great many race tracks in the old
world and the new, but I think I never
saw such a finely appointed running
ground attached to a city of the size of
Los Angeles. The first thing that at-
tracted my attention was the splendid
condition of the fencing round the
Society’s grounds, and the perfection
of the appointments connected with
them, From the collector’s house at
the entrance, to the smallest minutiwe
of the stable arrangements, but little
escaped me, and I must confess to be-
ing thoroughly pleased.

‘“Entering the avenue one is at once
struck by the way in which it is laid
out. On either side rows of gum trees
are planted which, in two or three
years henee, will afford abundance of
shade and welcome green,

“On the left hand side, before reach-
ing the grand stand, is the house of
the man in charge, while stretching
out in a semi-cirele to the right are the
well-built eattle and horse-sheds, ete.,
for exhibitions,

“A description of the grand stand is
hardly necessary. It is roomy, com-
modious, and commands a fine view
of the whole course. Underneath is a
large refreshment hall, with excellent
accommodation for visitors,

“What pleased me most were the
stables. 1 am quite sure that the
Ocean Track or the Agricultural Park
accornmodations are no better. As
near as 1 could reckon there were
fifty-six loose boxes, with space for
buggies between every nine or ten.
The stables are solidly built, have
plenty of ventilation, and in addition
are lofty, healthy and warm,

“My ftirst visit was to Willis Hull's
horse Target. Target is full brother
tojNell Flaherty, and is sired by Ri-
fleman, He is a black horse with a
white star on the forehead, and the
near hind foot white. He stands about
15hands 2} inches, and is remarkable
for great depth of shoulders and his
long reaching quarters. He was just
preparing for his three mile walk, and
I had the pleasure of seeing him before
and after his exercise. When he
landed his legs were a little big from
want of exercise, and knowing ones
said he was likely to get stale after his
hard work in Sacramento and the Bay
city. A glance at him to-day, dis-
pelled all such illusions, He feeds well,
and is probably as fit as ever he was
in his life. I hear that Charley
Thomas has four horses from San Ber-
nardino. Two of them, belonging to
Slaughter, are by Tenbroeck out of
Belmont, Mr. Machado has two
horses at the track, Bandero, and an-
other, whose name I think is Ostiano,
but on this point am not certain,
John Reed has three horses here,
Monte Belle and another, by
Tenbroeck, the third I did not see.
Mr. Carr and James Adams have sent
Captain Jack out. He is looking
splendidly, and was taking his exer-
cise with the rest. Burkhill Jacques
arrived while I was there with Cap-
tain Forney’s mare, Mariposa. Asfar
as one could judge, looking at her with
her clothing on, she has not suffered
at all from the journey overland. She
has come from Santa Barbara in four
days, and seems none the worse for
the trip. To-morrow when she takes
her morning exercise I will be able
totell you more about her. George
R. Butler’s horse Longfellow, and
Gifford’s Milk Boy were out airing
and by the way afforded us a little
amusement. Milkboy got away from
the boy who was leading him and
Longfellow followed suit. For about
two minutes they were all heads and
tails and scampered round the inside
track like yearlings on a frosty morn-
ing. However, they were caught
without any difficulty and resumed
their exercise none the worse for their
temporary liberty. Mr. Hazard’s
trotter is at the track, while Charley
Durfee is represented by Nance, Enoch
Arden, and a saddle horse. Mr. Ellis
has charge of Dr. Stanway’s string,
which consists of Sultan, King, Pride
of Kentucky, a brood mare, and a
yearling colt out of Missouri. Tom
Sanchez has a three-year old by Dash-
away, and Chapman's Whitestockings
has also taken up his quarters, Dona-
hue’s stable is well represented by
Paddy McGee, sired by Mormon Chief
and half brother to Longfellow. I had
only time to take a hasty look at Irene
Harding. She is a bright bay, about
half an inch short of fifteen hands,
with two white hind feet and a magni-
ficent head and neck, You shall hear
more about her when I have seen
her going. Captain Jack is what
is usually designated in this
country a Clay-bank, i.e. not exactly a
dun and too dark for cream color, He
is a fine upstanding looking horse,
with white feet, mane and tail. Billy
Donelson will have on exhibition a
yearling filly named Ballet-girl, She
is sired b{' Monday, and spoken of
very highly. L. J. Rose’s trainer,
McGregor, will be here to-morrow
with the rest of Mr. Rose’s string, and
several more animals are expected on
the steamer and overland. Prob-
ably by to-morrow I shall be able to
give you some interesting news.

“The old place on the home stretch
last year, which was so bad, is now
just as good as any other part of the
track, and there is no difference be-
tween any two feet of it. Geo, But-
ler has made arrangements for havin
it watered and rolled every day, ang
everybody out there is highly pleased
with it. I may have missed seeing
some of the nags, but it was growing
late and I had only time to make a
hasty visit, any way. Altogether there
are about 24 horses in the Society's
stables, and, as arrivals keep coming
in, it is probable that double that
number will be quartered there before
the races commence. Kate Gift is
spoken of as likely to arrive on Satur-
day, but I cannot vouch for the truth
of the report.
