CAPTAIN JACK’S GUN.—The gun
which the defunet Modoc chieftain,
Captain Jack, used during the late un-

ntness between him and the
government, is now in the office occu-
pied by General Davis as his head-
quarters. It shows the effect of hard
servicé and ap ntly often came in
contact with the hard rocks, for it is
scratched in every part, scarcely a spot
an eighth of aninch in extent being un-
touched. It is one of the old muzzle-
loading: rifles of the pattern of 1863.
The lockplate contains the following
inseription: “U. 8. Colt's Pistol & F.
A Mg, Co., Hartford, Conn., 1863.”
It is rather an unwleldy weapon, and
is long—about four and a half
feet. The barrel alone is forty inches
in length. It has threesights, one be-
ing marked for 100 yards, another for
800, and the third for 500 yards. The
sling is made of a piece of leather,
which was ap ntly broken in the
center, for at that point it is kept to-
her by two copper rivets, and it is

in the bands by pieces of
buckskin. The upper band is made
of tin and fastened to the stock with

four headless nails. This piece of me-
chanism is evidensly the work of the
beroof the lava beds, and it shows
that he prided himself on how neatly
it was done. That historic rifle, whicn

has through many a crevice on
death intent, and slain many a gallant
80 is now, like its owner, a
wreek, for its brightness has departed,

its comeliness is gone, and it is in the
