A fire occurred at Gilroy this morn-
ing by which four horses were burned
to death in Brannon’s livery stable,
which, with its contents, was a total
loss.

It
appears that Green's wife had a home-
stead filed on the land in Peseadero,
and that she did not sign the deod, and
on coming back Gireen took peaceable
possession of it and has lived on it two
or three days. Last evening, it is al-
leged, Kinsey hired a number of men,
and together with Mrs. Kinsey, at-
tempted to oust the Green family and
take possession of the house or burn
it.

An Ofticer Shot and Killed While At.
tempting to Make an Arrest.

BAKERSFILD, Nov. 8.

At Tehachapie, in this county, Fri-
day morning. Nov. 7th, Wm. Mettler,
Constable of Tehachapie township,
accompanied by a citizen. while at-
tempting to arrest some Mexicans,
were fired upon, Mettler being killed.
His remains were found in the yard
fronting the house which the despera-
does occupied.
