CONTEST.

Precisely at 12 o'clock the Judges or-
dered Irene and Target to be brought
on the track again for the purpose of
finishing the contest that had been
commenced on the previous day and
that could not bave been conveniently
concluded then owing to the lateness
of the hour when the third heat was
finished. Irene had won two straight
heats and Target one. Mariposa Had
run with Irene and Target, on Wed-
nesday, In this race, and was dis-
tanced In the third heat.

Previous to the commencement of
the fourth heat, L. J. Hose sold Irene
to Charles Thomas, of San Diego, for
#2,000.

FOURTH HEAT,

The scoring for this heat was not
commenced until about a quarter to 1
o'clock. Both horses got off?a very
even start?on the lirstattempt. Tar-
get led a little at once. At the first
quarter pole Target was nearly a
length ahead of Irene. (Voice on the
grand stand at this juncture: "They
are pulling Target." At the hall-
mile pole they were neck and neck.
(Voice in front of the grand stand:
"Twenty dollars on Irene!" They
were very well together on the bonie-
st retell, and Target came In lirst by
about half a length. Time, 1:50.

THK POOLS
were now re-opened. Target brought
$68 in a pool of $180, They also sold
even In other pools.

FIFTH HEAT.
There was no trouble tooring. They

got off at once, Target leading by
about a third of a length. Ho kept
this distance ahead steadily until the
half mile pole whs passed. Irene now
trained, but did not get ahead, and
they cane down the homestretch very
nearly neck and neck. Target won
the heat hy about a length. Time,
l:4ii; the fastest time ever made on
this track. This gave Target the race.
There was Intense excitement at this
time.

FIVE MILS RUNNING RACE.
The first regular race ol' the day was

a single dash of live miles?running,
for a purse of 5250; $175 to tbe lirst
horse, $76 to tbe second. There were
three entries:

Lady Nance, bay mare, owned by
C. Duffeef

Sultan, owned by Dr. S tan way J and
handcra, bay horse, owned by Kran-

eisco Machado.
Mr. Slaughter, one of tbe judges,

and starter, said:
"The hone Sultan, that was entered

for the single dash of live miles is
withdrawn from the race on account
of being lame. He will be galloped
one mile with a boy on him to satisfy
tbe public that this statement is cor-
rect. All pools taken on Sultan, will
be declared olf."

The rider of Lady Nance was
Charles Smith, colors, red, white and
blue. Of Bandera, Vicente Lugo, col-
ors, the Mexican; red white and green.

FIRST MILE.

Both horses scored at once, and get-
ting oil*Lady Nance slightly led and
was leading at the lirst quarter. Both
were held in. At tbe half, Lady
Nance was ahead by about a length.
Soon afterwards both made a spurt,
and Lady Nance got about two
lengths aiiead and, patting tbe judges
stand they were in this order. Time:
l:otU.

SECOND MILK.
After passing the judges' stand Ban-

dera gained on Lady Nance, but Lady
Nance was still ahead at tbe quarter.
A little further on, and they were
neck and neck and continued very
nearly so the half mile. At the half
mile they were even. Lady Nance
now fell back some, and this was fol-
lowed by a spurt in which both came
out nearly even. They were very
nearly even when the homo stretch
was entered, and in this order passing
the judges stand. Time: 2 minutes.

third MILE,

Vandera ut lirst seemed fatigued,
but soon rallied. Lady Nance was
still lirst at the quarter. Bandera
gained approaching the half. Passing
it, Lady Nance was ahead. Handera
again rallied, and they ran afterward
nearly a tie, and then Bandera gained
the lead anil passed the judge's stand,
about two lengths ahead of Lady
Nance. Time?2:o7.

fourth BULB,
Both continued going well?spurting

some. Bandera was about a length
ahead at the quarter. (Great rejoicing
among the Mexicans.) Bandera kept
gaining, and was two lengths ahead at
the half. Lady Nance lagged some
now. (Bets on Handera were freely
ottered by the Mexicans.) Bandera
still kept the lead, and passed the
judge's stand about ten rods ahead of
Nance. Time?2:oo.

fifth and last milk.
Bandera, it was thought, was about

worn out, and Lady Nance gained
some. Hut Bandera was ahead at the
quarter some three or four lengths.
After passing tbe quarter, Bandera
made the gap wider. At the half Ban-
dera was from ten to tlftcen rods
ahead, and got In well ahead of bis
competitor. Time?2:l7.

Whole time for the live miles?lo:27.
Both horses were very greatly fa-
tigued.

Nancey was the favorite iv the pools
by 5 to 4.

trotting hack.
The second regular race of the day

was trotting, to wagon and rule, own-
ers to drive their own horses. There
were five to enter, but only two en-
tered. Puree of $210; $150 to go to the
first horse, $00 to the second.

Gretcben, a black marc, owned by

L. J, Hose; and
Milk Boy,A light bay,owned by Mr.

Gifford, of San Diego.
In the pools Oretchen was the favor-

ite, selling :i to 1 over Milk Boy. The
pools were tolerably heavy.

FIRST HEAT.

Milk Boy had the pole. They got
ofl well together after two Ineffectual
attempts to do so. The black led a
little soon afterwards. They trotted
pretty even for a while, hut at the
quarter Gretcben was several lengths
ahead. Milk Boy was urged more and
the gap commenced to close slightly.
Milk Hoy was behind at the half, and
broke badly coming home. Oretchen
got about four lengths ahead on the
heat. Tiine,2:s7j.

SKCONO HBAT.
Milk Boy got the lead slightly, but

Gretcben soon overhauled and passed
him. While Gretcben WAS leading
handsomely, MilkBoy broke. At the
quarter, Oretchen was about six
lengths ahead. Milk Boy then broke,
and afterwards trotted tor some time
very unevenly. At the half, Milk
Boy was gaining on Gretcben, but
broke. Gretcben also broke for a few
seconds. Hut Milk Boy passed
Gretcben just before the judges' stand
was reached, and won the heat in
8:011.

After this heat Gretcben was the
favorite by about three to one.

THIRD HEAT.
Milk Boy got off nearly a length

ahead of Oretchen. Oretchen closed
up and passed him before reaching
the quarter. Milk Hoy breaking bad-
ly; and he broke again between the
quarter and half. Getting down to a
trot, he gained rapidly anil Gretcben
broke and was passed. But MilkBoy
again broke, and Gretcben shot ahead
and got in first, by about six lengths.
Time, 8:00.

FOURTH HEAT.

There was some delay about getting
ofl', but when this was done, Milk
Boy had the lead by about half a
length. He broke, however, before lie
was fullyone hundred yards from the
score. Gretcben kept trotting well,
and at the quarter pole led by several
lengths. Milk Boy broke again and
fell far behind, enough to have been
distanced, it wassaid; and broke again
on the home stretch. The heat was
won by Oretchen in three minutes,
who also won the race.

In the Kink.

There were only two new entries
yesterday ?that oi" a carriage, by L.
Lichtonbcrgcr; and of a sampler, one
hundred and fourteen years old, by
Mrs. Wm. Pridbam.

One of the very interesting features
of the exhibition is the profuse dis-
play, by Childs, of such household
articles as are associated with hard-
ware. This part of the Kink is very
brilliantly illuminated and exhibits
the articles, resplendent in polish and
glittering like young orbs, with fine
effect. No one can fail of noticing
the entry.

The beautiful saddles and other horse
equipments of Mr. Poy's, at the far
end of the Kink, command admira-
tion and attract a great deal of atten-
tion. All of the workmanship is ex-
quisite.

An eminently attractive and inter-
esting entry is that from T.A. Carey's
semi-tropical nurseries, on San Pedro
street. It consists of specimens of the
Japanese dwarf lemon; lemon tree
eight months from graft; tbe celebrat-
ed Cono orange; Los Angeles orange,
twenty months from graft; same,
eight months from graft; Chachupia
orange, from Central America; Dußoy
orange; Sicilyorange; Pumalo orange,
from Java, eight months from graft;
Standard Chinese Mandarin orange;
Shaddock orange; Otabita dwarf or-
ange, and several other varieties of
orange trees.

The attendance last night was large,
indeed, it is increasing rapidly with
each day's continuance of tne exhibi-
tion; and each evening there is a band
present that discourses delightful
music.

IMPORTANT TO FARMERS.

li. F. Standifer, of Spadra, Los An-
geles county, has brought to the Her-
ald office, a sample of wheat to dem-
onstrate tbe truth of the assertion that
the rich bill-lands (mustard land), of
southern California, is good wheat
land, not liable to rust, etc.

He says: "This wheat was grown
on the bills west of W. W. Kubot-
toin's, and had no irrigation. It was
seeded in January, 1873, seven or
eight days after the first rain in said
month, it was plowed in with one
span of horses, with the old fashioned
bull-tongue plow, (used in the south-
ern States), plowed 12 to 15 inches
deep, then a drag was used to level
and mash the clods. This is the re-
sult?from seven to twelve bushels per
acre. If it had been sown thick the
yield would have been much greater.
Itwas sown very thin, hut should be
sown thick. I think it best to seed in
November, and summer-fallow tbe
ground. Mowers and headers can do
good work on tbe hillsides. In my
opinion the hills east of Los Angeles
will produce an excellent wheat crop
if managed as above stated. We can
grow our own bread-stuffs at home; it
is better than sending to San Fran-
cisco, and thus taking about $1,000,000
annually from the counties ofLos An-
geles, San Bernardino and San Diego.
Wheat makes far better hay than
barley."
