Washington, Dee. a.
In the Senate yesterday, Mr. Mitch-

ell introduced a pillgranting the right
of way to the Caftonville anil Collville
railroad, in Oregon, and one providing
for the erection of a custom house at
Portland; also a resolution providing
for ascertaining and paving the losses
sustained by citizens of Oregon by the
robberies and depredations ol* Indians.
Also, a resolution inst rusting the Com-
mittee on Commerce to inquire into
the expediency of constructing a har-
bor of refuge for vessels in distress on
the Pacific, at Oxford, Oregon.

In the Senate to-day a bill was in-
troduced to organize the Territory of
Pembina. To aid in the execution of
laws in Utah. For the better protec-
tion of the northwestern frontier.

There was considerable opposition to
Williams for Chief Justice.

George L. Smith was admitted to a
seat from Louisiana under a certificate
of Governor Kellogg.

A Committee of the House have
agreed on a bill to repeal back salary
law.

J. F. Stratton was nominated for
Surveyor General of California.

Spanish Imbroglio.
The Cubans Avenge tbe Slaughter of

New York, Dec. 4.
A private letter has been received in

this city, showing that Maximo Go-
mez, to avenge the shooting of those
captured on the Virginius, attacked
and captured a number of Spanish for-
tified camps in, the vicinity of San-
tiago. He made over 300 prisoners,
and marching them close up to San-
tiago, shot them in full view of the
Spanish fortifications, and then sent
word to Gen. Rurriel tocome and bury
them. Rurriel left immediately for
Havana.

The Spaniards of this city have ap-
pointed a committee of their number
to prepare an address protesting
against the terms of the protocol
agreed to by Polo at Washington, and
calling for its rejection by the home
government.

A Philadelphia dispatch says that
the officers of the Southern Steamship
Company declare utterly false the
statements attributed to Capt. Rarrett,
of the steamer Yazoo City, recently
arrived at New Orleans from Havana,
that the Virginius had been fitted out
as a man-of-war, and that general
alarm prevailed among the Americans
at Havana.

Madrid, Dec. 4.
It is reported that the Spanish mis-

sion at Washington has been ottered
to Figuras.

New York, Dec. 4.
Tlie U. S. steamer Kansas which

left this port for Santiago de Cuba
Nov. 14th, has not arrived at her des-
tination stated. She has not been
heard of since her departure.

New Orleans, Dec. 3.
Reports from Havana that two

Americans were brutally murdered
there last Frldaj'. It is not safe for
Americans to appear on the streets.

San Francisco, Dec. 4.
At an early hour this morning, a

party led by Hewston and Frenchy,
professional land jumpers, made an r.t-
tack upon Charley Duane and several
other men in a shanty on McAllister
street. A large number of shots were
fired into the house by the attacking
party. Duane was badly wounded in
the foot, and the two men with him,
John Cushman and Wm. Turner, were
dangerously wounded. Duane kept the
place until after daylight, when he
was removed to his residence.

Frank E. R. Whitney was arrested
this evening on a complaint of David
Scannel, charging him with usurping
office. He was released on bail.

The new Board of Supervisors held
its first meeting to-night. Mayor Otis
named the standing committees for
the year, with tlie exception of the Fi-
nance Committee, which is nominated
by the Board, confirming each.

C. D. Woods was elected Superinten-
dent of the Industrial School, vice
Harris, resigned.

A resolution was offered declaring
the office of Edwards, Sloss and Ford,
Fire Commissioners, vacant. A mo-
tion to act ou tlie resolution immedi-
ately was lost, and the resolution re-
ferred to the Judiciary Committee.

The body of Col. Robert Morrow was
escorted to tlie boat this afternoon by
a large number of army onlcers, civil-
ians, and friends of the deceased.

Murderer's Sentence Commuted Dead-

Visalia, Dec. 4.
The sentence of Pablo Martinez,con-

victed of the murder of Charles White
in May last, and sentenced to be hang-
ed to-morrow, was commuted to im-
prisonment for life.

This morning about 7 o'clock, a
Spaniard named Mariano Gallego, was
shot by Marcus Balsay. The ball en-
tered his breast and came out at his
back. There are no hopes of his re-
covery.

Another highway robbery was com-
mitted to-day six miles from here. J.
G. Berry was stopped by two men on
horseback, and robbed of upwards of
$200. No clue to the robbers has been
obtained.

Tlio weekly meeting of the City
Council was held yesterday. There
were present: Sablehl, Mullaly, Teed,
Beaudry, Workman, DeCells, Osborne
and Dockweiler.

The Mayor reported a collection of
$78 for fines, and $50 for sale of lots in
the cemetery.

The report was received and placed
on file.

The Marshal reported the collection

The Surveyor reported that he has
surveyed the property of Coronel, and
finds the length of his vineyard p> be
2,706 feet, the overage width of the
strip of land 33 feet, aud the amount
about two acres.

It was finallyvoted
to be paid out of the cash fund.

A communication was presented by
Waddington & Co. asking aid from
the city to take the census over again
as they were dissatisfied with the for-
mer census.

The reason whyfarmers should com-
bine for mutual protection are thus
forcibly given by J. Ross Browne: I
have seen wheat selling at 100 per
cent, more than the farmers got for it;
wine retailing at the hotels in San

'Francisco at f1 50 a bottle, while it is
sold in Los Angeles at 50 cents a gal-
lon, or at 8 cents a bottle; grapes sold
at 8 and ten cenLs a pound,' while the
producer got only 75 cents a hundred;
and fruit thrown into the bay of San
Francisco because the fruit dealers
could not get rid of it fast enough to
keep it from rotting at five cents a
pound, while the fruit grower would
be glad to sell it at $20 a ton. It is
said that these things always regulate
themselves. Now, I question if any-
thing regulates itself. The farmers,
viniculturists aud fruit-growers must
combine for their own protection, as
the grain dealers and hucksters com-
bine for their own profit; otherwise
they will continue to labor for the
benefit of those who, however useful
as a class, produce nothing.
