The Fttntainic from Shallberg's
"Lucia," by Professor Bethe drew a
hearty encore, which we construed to
mean that the professor had given
such as were conversant with classic
music, a rare feast of harmonies. Pro-
fessor Arevalo upon the guitar and
Mr. Mendel Myer upon the violin,
have always been favorites in Los
Angeles. Their respective perform-
ances were very creditably rendered.
Mr. Guennette, the benefieiarre ap-
peared but twice during the evening
in an aria, "Judith," and secondly, in
the finale, "TicklingTrio." Mr. Guen-
nette's singing is too well known in
the city for. ub to attempt a criticism
upon it. He has a round, full voice,
cultivated and well under control. He
was loudly encored after his first per-
formance, and but for his announce-
ment at the commencement "that
there would be no repetitions," would
have had to reappear after each of his
performances. Had the concert been
delayed until holiday week, it would
without doubt, have been more of a
pecuniary success.

WABHINCTON.

Mev.-etary Richards ou the Finnneea
?Freight and Taxes.

Washington, Dec. 15.
Secretary Richardson in a letter

to Representative Do.wes reiterates his
previously expressed views that it is
better to obtain the necessary money
by taxation than by increasing the
national debt by loans. He says he
selected tea and coffee because the pub-
lic would feel tho tariff less tban on
any others, because money can be col-
lected without additional expense to
tbe Government.

The Secretary to-day, after the ne-
cessary examination, ascertained that
the public debt has increased since Ist
inst. 355,000,000.

Mentlall's bill forbidding discrimi-
nation in railroad tariffs is substantial-
ly the same as his bill of last year.

The war ship Canandaiga, Juniata
and Kansas at last accounts were at
Santiago de Cuba, and it is understood
they will receive the passengers and
crew of the Virginius while the vessel
will be delivered perhaps at Rahiu
Hondo, although nothing trustworthy
on this point can now be obtained
from official sources.

Ntntement of n Pass? niter on tbe Vlllo

de Havre A Letter Irani Eugeule
in Daftuwe of Itnalne?A 4}uarrell
about tiie Count Queen Ellnabeta
Dead.

Nkw York, Dec. 15.
A letter received from Charles B.

Waite, a survivor ofthe Villede Havre
disaster, states that the gale had lulled,
the day was fine, and the night star-
light; that Captain Surmount was
picked up swimming in the sea, and
that the surviving officers did every-
thing possible in their power, but the
ship sunk before it was possible to
launch all the boats. The passengers
think tbe second lieutenant who was
lost, was responsible for the collision.
The steamer lost one blade of her pro-
peller iv a gale when two days out. It
was by Captain Sarmount's advice
that the passengers was transferred to
the -ship Trl-Mountaln from the Lo-

cheau which subsequently sunk at sea.
The ladies at the time <ef the accident
all showed the utmost calmness and
fortitude.

The steamship Greene remains
aground in the harbor and is discharg-
ing her cargo.

The Federal Council of Internation
als have repudiated the platform and
resolutions of the Working Men's
meeting on Thursday night last.

The Empress Eugenic has sent a
long letter to the London Times com-
plaining of his treatment by Bazalne's
court martial, and offering to explain
his conduct to a representative of the
Times and other English editors. The
Times declines.

Professor Prootor, English Astrono-
mer Royal, has opposed the award of
a gold medal to Miss Mitchell, on the
ground that although she had undoubt-
edly discovered a comet, she had nge-
leoted to send the news of the discov-
ery by the first mall. Professor Proc-
tor prophecies a wonderful future for
America.

Caroline Elizabeth, Queen Down ger
of Prussia, is dead, aged 72.

London, Dee. 15.
Tbe steamer Biafrahas arrived from

the Gold Coast. She reports two Brit-
ish vessels, with seventy-five men

down with fever. The Biafra had
seven deaths on hoard, from typhord
fever.

Another land slide ocenrred at 8
o'clock this morning, on the Central
Pacific railroad, at the cut west ofClip-
per Gap tunnel, the same location
where the slide took place a week ago.
The present ono is of a more serious
nature. It will take about a week to
clear the track. In the meantime a
temporary track is to be laid around
the obstructed portion of tho road. It
is expected that to-morrow's train will
come through, though probably a few-
hours behind time. Passengers and
?baggage were transferred to-day, and
those from the east will arrive here
early to-morrow morning.

land riot in the Western Addi-
tion, in the course of which Duane
und a man with him were wounded.

James Brown and James MeCall
were arrested to-night on Stockton
street for burglary.

No tidings as yet of the overdue
steamer Alaska.

Judge Hager, of this city, was nom-
inated by the Democrrtic caucus to-
night, for the short term as I'nited
States Senator.

A fire occurred to-night at Golden
Gate Park, which destroyed the fine
residence of Mr. Carey, including barn
and out-houses. la>ss about 315,000.

Postmaster Stone has been author-
ised to appoint live persons as addi-
tional letter carriers.

San Diego, Dec. 15.
The Cnion's Tucson special of to-

day, reports from Apache Pass that
agent Jeffe.ds has recommended the
removal of the Cachise Indians to the
Canada Alamosa, in New Mexico.
This indicates the purpose of chang-
ing the locution without reforming
the Indians

The Sonora mail is one day behind
time, on account of heavy roads. All
quiet in Sonora.

Portland, Dec. 15.
The following vessels are ice-bound

here and in the river: Novevau, Navi-
gator, Melancthou, St. Michael,
Lochedie, Powhattan and Mattie Mc-
Keay, Professor, Airy, Discovery and
Windward steamers, are on the Wil-
lamette above Oregon city, have been
laid up on account of low water and
ice.

The Pacific Mail steamer, Oriflam-
me is reported a mile below Kalama;
an effort willbe made to break through
the ice so that a connection can be
made by the river boats.

The weathei changed to-day. A
strong wind is blowing from the south
and raining.

Shasta, Dec. 10.
The prisoners confined in our county

jail,viz: Shorty Hayes, Clark, Thomp-
son & Schneider, escaped last evening
between 10 and 11 o'clock, by break-
ing through the door that leads to the
Sheriff's office. The Sheriff being ab-
sent, they secured fire-arms and am-
munition, then kept quiet until Tin-
der Sheriff Kennedy came in accom-
panied by Cook with a warrant for the
prisoners. The prisoners then drew
revolvers they had on them and drove
them into the jail. One standing guard
while the others cut the connecting
chains of their shackles with an ax.
They then shut Kennedy and Cook
down stairs, went up where they met
the Sheriff and Assessor, who had
just come in, covered the Sheriff with
their revolvers. Assessor Osborne then
escaped through the hall. Seeing him
escape, and that he would give the
alarm, they went out of the Sheriff's
office and left. Cook and the Under
Sheriff immediately followed, gave
the alarm and succeeded in arresting
Clark and Thompson. Shorty Hayes
and Henry Schneider escaped. Shorty
Hayes is an old convict; Sheriff offers
$200, and Wells, Fargo & Co., $100 for
the arrest of Hayes. The Sheriff also
offers a reward of $100 for the arrest of
Schneider. Hayes was held on a charge
of stage robbery. Schneider on a
charge of grand larceny.

Georgetown, Dec. 15.
Richard Stowell tried to commit sui-

cide at Spanish Dry Digging" yester-
day. He stripped his clothing, except
his pantaloons, tied a string to the
trigger of a shot gun to a bush, then
taking the muzzle in his hand pointed
it at his head and pulled the bush,
swayed a little to one side and he
missed his aim. The- whole charge
went through his left arm near the
shoulder; will lose his arm; perhaps
life.

Hamilton, Nkv., Dec. 15,
Governor Bradley to-day commuted

the sentence of Dave Mathciiy, who
was to have been hanged here next
Friday for the murder of Green, at
Eureka, to Imprisonment for life
Sheriff Patterson had commenced the
erection of the scaffold to-day, and
was not a little pleased at having bo

disagreeable a duty taken off his
hands. The citizens generally express
satisfaction with the action of the Gov-
ernor. The prisoner was much affect-
ed at the intelligence.

Elko, Dec. 15.
A carpenter named Sharpe, former-

ly of Grass Valley, attempted to com-
mit suicide, yesterday morning, by
cutting his throat. The wound, to-
night promises to prove fatal. He had
lost several thousand dollars by spec-
ulating in Hermes stock a few months
since, and asserts financial embarrass-
ment and dissipation as the cause of
such a rash act.

Bunker Hill.
A little over a year more, and the

100th anniversary of the Battle of
Bunker Hill will take place. A little
band of heroes, then inaugurated a
(struggle, which brought untold results.
Itis very fittingthat their deeds should
be commemorated. The nation at
large is very justly arranging for a
celebration on an extensive scale, of
the centennial anniversary of this
event.

This willbring these lands
within easy reach of the business part
of the city. The distance to the Court
House Is less than it is from the Turn-
ers Hall.
