.Indue lie In Ulierrii Pi Ornd!

At 7 o'clock last evening, at his resi-
dence in Santa Barbara, Don Pablo do
la Guerra. ox-Judge of thoFirst Judi-
cial District of California, expired.

For a considerable length of time,
Judge do la Guerra has boon seriously
illfrom an asthmatic tnmplnint and
for some months past has boon unable
to hold his Court, and in consequence
he tendered his resignation a short
time since.

Judge do la Guerra was a native of
California and the second son of Don
Jose do la Guerra y Noriega, a native
of Spain, and for many years an officer
of the Spanish and Mexican army and
a resident of Santa Barbara, and for
many years was the commandant of
that'military post. Presidio.

For a number of years preceding the
downfall of the Mexican power in Cali-
fornia, Judge de la Guerra was the
Receptor of the Maritime Customs of
(allfornia.

At the calling of the convention in
lK4t), which formed the Constitution
of this State, he was erected a Dele-
gate. He was, upon the adoption of
the Constitution, elected a State Sen-
ator, and, with the exception of one or
two terms, was re-elected to the Sen-
ate, until his election as Judge of the
First Judicial District, which then
comprised the counties of San Diego,
Los Angeles, San liernardino, Santa
Barbara and San i.vis Obispo.

During the time the executive chair
wan rilled by Governor Downey, Judge
De la Guerra, then in the Senate, was
Ihe President of that hotly r.r officio
Lieutenant Governor of the State.

From early manhood until a few
weeks before his death, Judge De la
\u25a0Guerra almost continuously tilled some
important office in California under
the Mexican and American govern-
ments, in all of which he acquitted
himself with credit. As Judge, al-
though not having studied the profes-
sion of law, ho was not as ready to de-
cide upon points which were suddenly
presented during the trial of a cause,
as many other Judges, who .have step-
ped from the Bar to the Bench; his
rulings and decisions were generally
upright, and always conscientious.

As the presiding officer of a deliber-
ative body, or of the court, he dis-
charged the duties with dignity and
tfracefuln.css. For probity ami upright-
ness he was ever respected and es-
teemed, and in the town and county
of his birth and demise he was uni-
versally respected. Among his many
public acts, extending over a long
period and in exciting anil trouble-
some times, there is no one which his
best friends would turn from in sor-
row.

The Judge leaves a widow and a
number of sons and daughters.

Thus one by one pass away the old
stand-bys' of Southern California.

About a year or more ago Henry M.
\u25b2 lieu leased what is known as the
Slaughter House Point property, and
has been since making tlie necessary
arrangements for establishing a dairy.
He lias progressed favorably with his
enterprise, and will commence busi-
ness in (ho eommlng season. Mr. Al-
len, this winter, planted twenty-five
acres of a Haifa, which is all up and
growing nhely. It has always been a
mooted question with agriculturists
Whether frost would injure this plant.
Mr. Alien is satisfied from his own ex-
perience that it does not. Notwith-
standing the cold and severe season,
with its frequent frosts, which the al-
falfa has had to encounter, it is look-
ing as thriftyas it well could under
any condition of tlie weather.?[Val-
lejo Chronicle.

The Real Ettatc Reporter has the*
the following: As a State we have
increased in population of about 40,-
--000, including a surplus of arrivals
over departures of 30,000; and of births
over deaths of 10,000. Our specie ex-
ports have materially decreased, while
our other exports have largely in-
creased. Our exports seaward have
increased about $7,000,000 over 1872,
and now aggregate about $30,000,00o;
while our exports by rail for the past
year foot up, in value, about $25,000,-
--000?a material increase over the pre-
vious year. To improve matters still
more, our imports show a slight de-
crease. Our trade with Great Britain
Ims nearly doubled during the past
year, reaching now about $20,000,000,
largely made up in a direct trade in
wise goods, salmon, flour, wines, and
many other articles of Pacific coast
production, other than wheat. This is
truly encouraging to us as a State, and
speaks in eloquent tones of material
progress.

The Santa Clara Argun has the fol-
lowing: An interview with a gentle-
man who is cultivating a large field of
these vines on the Merced river bot-
toms, has furnished us with some in-
teresting facts. In the Eastern States
generally tho vines do not yield the,first year; the second year a crop of
1,000 pounds to the acre is expected;
and in the third year the full crop of
1,500 pounds per acre is obtained. But
on tlie Merced river bottoms a field of
hops yielded, the first year, 1,500
pounds, and will give 2,000 this year.
The expense of cultivation and pick-
ing amounts to about twelve and a
half cents per pound, while the price
paid for the crop varies generally frpm
twenty to sixty-fivecents per pound.
This margin for profit is immense.

The Gilroy Advocate says: In our
last issuo were given some particulars
about the cultivation, the yield and
the profits of amie, and this not on
hypothesis merely, nor at second hand,
but from living words, as communi-
cated to us by a gentleman who has
been growing the plant for the last
four years in this State. That gentle-
man came to Gilroy last week with
his money, his experience and his en-
terprise, to buy land, to settle, to grow
this extraordinary plant, to prosecute
a new industry, to establish here, ulti-
mately, a factory to manufacture the
fiber, and he couldn't get land to buy.
TI ore are here thousands of acres of as
goid land as tlie sun shines on, fit to
produce anything, but they are locked
up and lying idle in the hands of mo-
nopolists, and so this gentleman could
not obtain so much as one acre of it,
although ready to pay down any rea-
sonable price that was demanded. If
ever there was a case demanding tho
immediate attention of the Legisla-
ture for sweeping out of sight this I
jhateful monopoly, it is this and such
as this. ?

The Watertown {Wisconsin) Jiepub-
limn says that as a freight train on
the Milwaukee and St. Paul Railroad
was within two miles of Watertown,
going west, recently, and had just en-
tered on a long stretch of down grade,
which, extended into the city, the
coupling gave way, and twelve cars
were left behind without a brakeiuan.
The cut-oft" portion of the train soon
began to proceed with fearful rapidity,
and the engineer put on steam to get
out of the way. As the wild cars
came up to the station, a little boy,
named Willie Hill, seeing the danger,
caught the step of one of the cars as
they were passing, and succeeded in
holding on, got upon the top of the
cars and applied several brakes, and
stopped the train before any damage
was done. Superintendent H. C. At-
kins sent the brave little fellow $45 (a
brakemau's pay for a month), and
thanked him in the name of the com-
pany for the act.
