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Our Mineral Wealth.

Almost everybody adds testimony

tending to confirm the HERALD'S oft-
repeated belief that Southern Califor-
nia is rich—immensely rich—in unde-
veloped mineral wealth. The scarcity,
or rather the absence of water in
every gulch explains why the hills
and mountains of the southern coast
counties have not been more exten-
sively prospected, and the fact that
but little prospecting has been done,
is the reason why but few mines have
been struck. There is a great deal of
water in the mountains that could be
used for mining purposes, but it does
not run just where it is needed, and
therefore it has not heretofore been
used. The old prospetor has a horror
of ditch-digging and reservoir-build-
ing. If there is a stream of wate®
running down a gulch, he will dig for
gold in that gulch. If a creek has
plenty of water, he will examine its
banks and bars for gold. But those
dry places, that can only be worked
at the expense of a long diteh, he
gives the go-by or only prospects with
the eye. A great deal of eye-pros-
pecting has been done in this part of
the State, and the old miners have
generally agreed that there was gold
everywhere, if they only had water to
wash it out. Lately men have looked
for water as well as gold. The hills
around the head waters of the Santa
Clarariverare known to be rich in gold,
but for want of water they have been
only eye-prospected. Elizabeth Lake
will furnish all the water needed, and
five or six miles of ditch or.pipe will
convey it to the mines. The mines on
the San Gabriel river are beginning
to attract attention, and in a short
time a few thousand Chinamen will
be at work in those placers. Pros-
pectors in the hills near San Fernando
have recently found good prospects.
Within a few miles of this city gold
bearing quartz lodes have recently
been discovered which prospect so
well that the locators have sent sev-
eral sacks to San Francisco for assay.
The oil mines of Los Angeles county
are already sufficiently developed to
satisfy the most incredulous of their
great extent and richness. The quick-
siiver development in Santa Barbara
county is extraordinary. The cinni-
bar found near the surface is very
rich—equal to the croppings of the
now famous New Almaden. The
great gold-bearing ledge of Holcomb
Valley is prospecting up to the most
sanguine expectations of its owners,
while the placer mines in the vicinity
are yielding handsomely. New dis-
coveries will continue to be made and
rich mines developed until the min-
eral product of Southern California
will equal that of any other portion of
the State.

Is
it a fraud to excuse her late appearance
by saying that she was helping ‘“ma,”’
in the kitchen, when, in truth, she
had cried herself to sleep over a sen-
sation novel on the lounge in her
brothers bed-room up stairs? Is it a
fraud for a young lady to pretend to
be dead in love with her lover when
she knows it is only his money she
eares about? Ieita fraud for a young !

lady to appear a symmetrical, graceful,
beautiful, faultlessly rounded form,
when her dressmaker knowsshe is flat-
chested, sharp-shouldered, and as an-
gular as an oldstyle wind-mill? TIs it
fraud for a young man to pretend to
be everthing he is and nothing that
he is; to talk of work when he means
billiards; to prate of temperance with
his mouth full of caraway sced to kill
the smell of whisky; to affecta liber- |
ality which would not last a day on i
his own resources or industry; to play
a character which he knows is false,
and which he intends to throw off as
soon as he is married? Ifall these are
frauds under the Code the court might
render a hundred divorces each day
for months to come, and not separate
a fraction of those having legal
grounds for divorece. Courtship is
conducted under false pretenses, and
in too many cases marriage is attained
through a series of wilful misrepre-
sentations practiced by both sides,

Mr. Beecher and Mrs. Tiiton.

The dispatches printed in another
column of this morning’s HIERALD are
of a highly dramatic nature. They
are a serio-comic three-character play
that will be read by more eyes than
have glanced at the Ten Command-

ments during the past fortnight.
THroDORE TILTON has spoke his
little speech and all the world

stands agape. The statement he pub-
lishes proves him a remarkable man—
remarkably good-nature{ and remark-
bly silly.

ToRIA she told her grief to HENRY,
and HENRY advised her to leave THE-
ODORE and that THEODORE's slanders
about herselfand HENRY were merely
an attempt on the part of THEODORE
to get even on HENRY, we said it was
a nice little story and did ecredit to her
imaginative powers, but we re-
gretted and still regret that she did
not lay these facts before an anxious
world some three or four years ago.
We feel the same way in regard to
THEODORE'S statement. It is a fascin-
ating—a thrilling — story, and does
him great credit as a novelist, but
why in the name of morality and de-
cency did he not tell all this stuff four
years ago. What he says now would
have overwhelmed BEECHER then
and those whe take no sides in the
dirty contest will wonder why a man
so seriously wronged and posseszing
the proof of his wrongs, should so long
remain silent. TPeople cannot but
wonder if a man who could tell all
this four years ago and did not, is
worthy of belief now that he does tell
it. 'What TiLToN publishes as having
been stated, confessed or admitted by
his wife amounts to nothing unless
she comes forward and admits its cor-
rectness, It is upon the written
evidence over the signatures of
BEECHER and Mrs. TiLToN that TrL-
TON must depend for the mainten-
ance of his allegations. He publishes
letters written by his wife and
BEECHER admitting their guilt., If
the authorship of these letters is once
established the case is closed and the
world’s verdict must be in accordance
with the facts, even though the veil is
torn from the Plymouth Church idol
and a woman steps down from that
high place where hidden sin may
dwell, to that lowly plane where ex-
posed vice is condemned to range.
The excitement over TILTON’S arraign-
ment will soon sink beneath the in-
tense anxiety for BEECHER’S defense,

What Me. Titton Says,

NEW YORK, July 22.—Tilton’s state-
ment against his wife and Beecher is
published, and has caused great ex-
citement it New York and Brooklyn.
It occupies three columns in the Ifer-
ald, and, if not disproved, is utterly
damning in its character. Tilton
states how he detected Beecher ca-
ressing his wife; that he came home
unexpectedly on one ocecasion and
found Beecher and his wife locked up
in the bed-chamber; that Mrs, Tilton
confessed on another occasion, that
when she called at Beecher's house for
consolation, after the loss of her little
child, she submitted to eriminal inter-
course with him, and that on a subse-
quent Saturday evening the act was
repeated at Tilton’s house; further,
that the same kind of intercourse was
Kept up for a year and a half, some-
times at Beecher's house and some-
times at her own, and often in places
where they met by appointment. To
her husband Mrs. Tilton confessed
that she was overcome by Beecher's
plausible reasonings that the acts
which he solicited were not immoral
nor in any way dishonorable to her-
self and husband. Tilton fortities his
statement with numerous letters writ
ten by his wife and by Beecher, which
all elearly indicate their awftul guilt.
Mrs. Tilton is reported as living with
some of Beecher's friends, and it is
said they will unite in a common
statement denying all the charges
made by Tilton.

Boston Wool Market,

BosToN, July 22.—Wool is firm
with a good demand. New wool con-
tinues to come forward quite freely,
many fancy eclips of Ohio and Penn-
sylvania are bought by manufacturers
in the interior, and prices paid for the
same are higher than anything re-
ported for a long time. Combing and
delaine fleeces continue in demand;
pulled wool is steady and firm but
rather quiet; California meets with
fair demand from 40c. to 42 cents per
pound.
