
Our Water Supply.

Our citizens are apt to complain of
the quality of water furnished them,

and some find fault with both the
quality and quantity. By-and-by we
shall confine ourselves almost exclu-
sively to the latter half of the com-
plaint. Where the future city of Los
Angeles is to obtain her supply of
water, is one of the unsolved prob-
lems. The present water company is.
ifwe are correctly informed, entitled
to but ten inches of water from the
river. That, even with the reservoir
accumulation, scarcely meets the
present demands of the company.
What willthey do when the city num-
bers twenty thousand people ? The
company's present facilities are inad-
equate, and thoughtful citizens are
asking themselves where Los Angeles
is to obtain her supply of water. It
cannot be had from the springs and
the ten-Inch river stream. It is
doubtful, more than doubtful, ifarte-
sian wells may be sunk. The experi-
ments of Mr. Beaudry in that direc-
tion have not been encouraging.
When the field has been carefully sur-
veyed, the conclusion is almost inevi-
table that at no distant day Los An-
geles will be supplied with water
pumped from the river near the cross-
ing of the San Fernando railroad or
from wells sunk in the low lands in
front of the city. The extensive and
expensive operations ofMr. Beaudry

are, it seems to us, steps in the right
direction. He has an exhaustless
supply of water, and as the demand
on the hilllands increases, he has but
to increase his power for throwing
water into the reservoir on tho highest
point. AH, or nearly all, of the water
used in this city must in a short time
come from the vicinity of Mr. Beau-
dry's well. The localities where
water may be obtained near the sur-
face will soon be held among the most
valuable in the suburbs of the city.

Industrial Condition of the Slope.

Under this head, the Alta California
of the 3d inst. treats us to an editorial
of considerable length, from which we
extract the following, which is of spe-
cial interest to the citizens ofLos An-
geles county: " There are now Alden
fruit-drying houses at San Lorenzo,
Centreville, Sonoma, San Jose and
Vacaville. The first has five chim-
neys or dryers, the second and third
three each, and the fourth and fifth
two each. The daily product of each
dryer is estimated,to be worth one
hundred dollars; equivalent for all of
$1,500 per day, or $270,000 for a work-
ing season of one hundred and eighty
days. Last year the San Lorenzo es-
tablishment was the only one. Ma-
chinery has been ordered for three
dryers, to be erected at Los Angeles,
and Sacramento and Sonora will prob-
ably be provided soon. The Sonoma
drying house will go into raisins ex-
tensively; that at Vacaville into rai-
sins and tigs. At Los Angeles, exper-
iments willbe made with citron, or-
ange peel and oranges. Apples and
pears sliced and pitted plums require
from two to four hours and grapes and
prunes, because (on account of the ob-
stacles offered by their skin to evapo-
ration) from six to eight hours. An
idea prevails among persons who have
had some experience in these drying
houses, that they will give a great
stimulus to tho cultivation of the ap-
ricot, prune and plum, which in the
dried form are either scarce or com-
mand high prices. Dried apples,
peaches and pears are produced in
large quantities in the Eastern State,
aud it is not to the interest of Califor-
nia to undertake to compete with them.
Enough white Muscat grapes willbe
converted into raisins this year to show
what California can do in that line.
We expect them to command a price
fullyequal to the best imported. Our
vineyardists have shown much enter-
prise by importing all the most noted
varieties of European grapes; but they
have until lately overlooked the Peru-
vian Huasco, cuttings of which have
been ordered by several gentlemen.
We have tasted somo Huasco raisins
dried in the shade. They have a
strong.peculiar and pleasant flavor and
aroma, are large in size, have small
seeds, and deserve to rank among the
best. They will in a few years be nu-
merous in California. Since the draw-
backs to the profit of wine-making,
from the high costly casks and the in-
ternal revenue oppressions on distilla-
tion have been felt, the attention of
grape growers has been turned to rai-
sins, and several of the largest vine-
yards in the Sierra Nevada have been
or are to be grafted into the white
Muscat, which is much preferred for
raisins to any other grape in the State.
The Huasco will be its rival.

Railroad Extension.

The railroad magnates from head-
quarters have arrived, and yesterday
they went down in a body to Ana-
heim. They will view the ground,
look over the maps, Belect the route
and set the graders at work, and in a
little time the good people of Ana-
heim will hear the scream of the lo-
comotive. It is understood the track
will be completed as soon as possible,
which means in a feW weeks at the
outside. This will give us thirty
miles of railroad extending out from
the city through a very rich and al-
ready well populated portion of the
valley. No railroad in the world

runs over a more productive section
than the Los Angeles and Anaheim
branch. Every acre lormiles on each
side of the track will produce any-
thing grown in the ground, and every
ten acres of this land will support a
family of five or six persons. It is
rumored and the rumor is probably
well founded, that we are to have rail-
road extension in another direction.
It is expected that the Southern Pa-
cific will be extended from its present
terminus at Spadra on to San Bernar-
dino, a distance of some thirty miles.
If the company have decided to do
this, it will give us a piece of road
which will prove of great advantage
to the people of Los Angeles and San
Bernardino, besides, opening up rapid
communication through a lino agri-
cultural section of the valley.

A late dispatch from Salt Lake
says a large party of Mormons are
preparing to leave that section for San
Bernardino, where they propose to
settle. We do no not understand that
these people propose calling them-
selves a Mormon colony. They are
most likely those who have wearied
ofthe faith and have decided to abjure
the doctrine. Ifso they willreceive a
hearty welcome from the people of
California.

The first number of the Garden
City Times, San Jose's new daily, is re-
ceived. Its columns arc wide and
twenty-eight in number. It is pub-
lished by a corporative association,
composed of eight persons, all of whom
are engaged on the paper in some ca-
pacity. From the introductory re-
marks we learn that the Times as-
pires to the position of a "fearless,
outspoken, independent journal.''

Katie King the little girlwho died
one hundred years ago and whose
spirit recently visited and talked with
the English scientists, has promised
to attend a series of seances in San
Francisco. She will show herself and
speak with the audience.
