A Times Washington special says:

"Aircll-ttaovrn Masmcliuseiis fiepuu-
Ikjan who reached Washington this !morning says there is a good deal of
demoralization In tbe party ranks
there. The prohibition platform Is
driving off thousands of Republicans

from the support of the ticket in the
cities and towns where the license
policy is favored. It is not thought
that the State ticket will be lost, al-
though a large reduction of the usual
Republican majority isconceded. The
Opposition are very confident ofsecur-
ing three ifnot four of the Congress-
men.

Fire in a Coal Mine.

Antioch, October 26th.?A fire oc-
curred at Noilin villi' this morning at
the new shaft of Ihe Black Diamond
Coal Company.
