We saw a fine specimen of horse-
flesh yesterday in a Belgium stallion
owned hyDr.Stanway and raised upon
his farm near the city. The animal Is
two years old and weighs 1,800
pounds. He is of the breed adapted
to heavy draught purposes with large,
well developed legs, and line psopor-
tions generally. This kind of stock is
better adapted to farm work than any
other that farmers can raise. Then-
is much room for Improvement] in this
respect in our county, and we are glad
to know that Dr. Stanway has been
one to help inaugurate it.

To show what can be done in the way
of farming in Los Angeles* county we
bave the following Instance which
came to our knowledge yesterday.
One year ago a gentleman bought
thirty acres of land in the "Nietos dis-
trict for which he paid forty-five dol-
lars per acre, making the total cost
31,850. He planted his hind in corn
and this Fall harvested 3,160 bushels,
clearing for his crop above all ex-
penses about $900. People should not
grumble at the price of land when it
will pay about three-quarters of Its
cost with the first crop, as in this
case.

Here is an item of interest for Ma-
sons. Among a lot of papers taken
from Morilla, who was recently tried
for grand larceny, a demit was found
issued from Neptune Bodge, No. 373,
F. & A. M., Aberdeen, Scotland, and
bearing date of March 18th, 18tis, to
Wm. Henry MacDowell. How the
document came into the possession of
Morillais not known, but it had prob-
ably been lost by its owner or stolen
from him. If this item should meet
the eye of Mr. MacDowell or some
brother Mason who knows him, it
may he the means of restoring the
property to its rightful owner.

A Neat Capture.

About daylight on Sunday morning
the establishment of Mr. Jackson on
Court street was burglariously entered
and robbed of a watch, a pistol and a
gentleman's toilet-case. The thief
was seen to leave the premises, but as
his face was turned away from the
person who saw him, he could not be
identified. The case was given to De-
tective Emit Harris, who generally
manages to bag his game, and yester-
day he traced his man to Quinby's
ranch, six miles from town, where he
had hired out to work on the farm.

Harris secured
the property, and rightly guessing the
thief had returned to the city, came
back and commenced a rigid search of
the hotels and lodging-houses. At
the Lafayette he dropped on the man,
wdio, on being shown the stolen prop-
erty, confessed himself tho thief.

The Races.

The races at Agricultural Park yes-
terday to secure funds for the purchase
of a school-house clock, were not so
well attended as the cause merited.
About one hundred and fifty or two
hundred people were present. A finer
day than yesterday for the race could
not have been taken. Eight entries
were made, but at the call only four
put in an appearance and the contest
was left between Rubber Boy, Schon-
shin John, Los Angeles Maid and
Brown Dick. The race was to harness,
three in five, with no purses. The
horses took their position for the first
heat in the order named above, with
Rubber Boy at the pole. The beat
was won by Schonshln John, Rubber
Boy coming iv second, Los Angeles
Maid third and Brown Dick last.
Time, 2:.">(iJ. In the second heat the
horses took thelrpositions in the order
in which they came under the score,
with Schonshin John at the pole. Like
the first, it was won by Schonshin
John, the Maid second, Dick third and
Rubber Boy last. Time, 2:67; In this
heat Rubber Boy lost a shoe, and as
he had injured himself slightly in the
first trot, for the two reasons he was
withdrawn from the contest. The
third heat was won by Schonshin
John, the Maid second and Dick third.

The net proceeds of the races, after
paying the few necessary expenses,
amounted to seventy dollars. This
being insufficient to purchase the
clock as designed, the managers of the
affair concluded to donate it to the
Public Library, reserving twenty dol-
lars to be expended in the purchase of
suitable presents for Miss Fannie Ben-
jamin and Miss Mary Colin, who as-
sisted materially in the sale of tickets.
We regret that the project was not so
successful financially as itshould have
been, but the proceeds as far as they
iro have been well applied and will
result in much good.

The Evils of Intemperance.

Editor Hkkadd: I submit for the
perusal of your numerous readers a
few thoughts upon one of tho most
important subjects which, in my
judgment, can engage the attention of
the Christian, the patriot and the phi-
lanthropist; and in so doing I have
no other motive in view than that of
giving aid in the moral and social re-
generation of more than three mil-
lions of our fellow-beings, who are to-
day in their present condition lost to
virtue, society and their friends and
families hy insobriety.

According to the best authenticated
statistics of intemperance, we lind
there are within tho jurisdiction of the
United States 110,000 saloons, against
12,800 schools ami 64,000 churches.
Manufacturers and sellers of strong

drinks, 600,000?twelve times tbe num-
ber of clergymen, four times the
number of teachers and double all the

physicians, ministers and teachers

combined. At these saloons there are
5,000,000 dally customers?one in seven

of the whole population! Of these,

100,000 are annually imprisoned for
crime, at an expense of $00,000,000;
and 150,000 go down to a drunkard's
grave, leaving2oo,ooo beggingorphans.
Grasp these ligures! An army of to-
pers, live abreast, one hundred miles
in length. A rank of beggared women

aud children stretching across the

State. A file of men seventy-five

miles In length marching steadily
down to the grave, three every minute
through the year. Thus it Is seen that
the Intemperate nee of intoxicating
liquors is destroying the old and the
young and carrying poverty nnd ruin
to thousands of families. An evil so
great, so demoralizing, so debasing, so

hegotful of crime, invokes the aid and
co-operation of all good men and
women in its suppression. The pro-
fane shout of the drunkard, tbe wail
of the widow, the cry of tin; orphan,
which are constantly rinsing in our
ears in nil parts of the land and re-
echoed by the press, arc terrible re-
minders of thfi positive and growing
evils of the intemperate use of ardent
spirits. Our jails, our penitentiaries,
our alms-houses, our insane asylums,
utdte iii constituting an unbroken
chain of evidence of the evils result-
ng from the traffic in intoxicating

drinks. They tell a tale of sadness
and woe which melts the hardest
hearts and causes eyes to weep that
never wept before for Buffeting and
mourning humanity. Tho broken-
hearted mother and deserted wife,
with her daughters standing upon the
threshold of womanhood, relying
mainly upon a father's good name to
introduce them into good society and
make them proper alliances with
worthy families, to be cast down be-
cause of his intemperance, are the
bitter pangs and poignant griefs which
a drunken father entails upon his
family. And where, to-day, is there
a man to be found?no difference how
great his talents, how finished his edu-
cation or how learned in his profes-
sion?if he drinks to excess, can be
trusted to the performance of any im-
portant undertaking ? The agent can
in no sense do well the work of his
principal, if his reason is dethroned
and his manhood wrecked by the in-
toxicating glass.

The representative of the people who
pays tribute to (hi? wine-seller and
who is to be seen at all hours of the
day indulging in his beverage, is not
only unworthy of the trust confided to
him, but deserves the condemnation
of all good citizens for the mockery of
the position he attempts to lilland the
bad example he sets before the rising
youth of his country. The statesman
charged with the administration of
the government and the enforcement
ofthc laws, would fail to perform well
his duty, reeling with Intoxication,
The loader Of armies, the commander
of navies, the pilot of vessels and the
adjuster of that ?wonderful motive
power?the Steam?which has gone so
far in annihilating time and distance
in travel?to whose skill and judg-
ment the lives of thousands are en-
trusted, would fare sadly, Indeed, if at
the moment of danger, they should be
found in a state of intoxication. And
how often of late is it that persons so
entrusted become intoxicated, and for
that cause the most fearful accidents
and loss of lifeare of daily occurrence.
The lawyer when drunk can attend to
no business. He does not and cannot
understand the nature of his case, and
is only an injury to his client. The
physician is still less to be trusted
where life is suspended by a thread or
disease has seized upon some vital
part, which requires the (dearest head,
the steadiest nerve and the nicest and
closest analysis of the human system
to lay hold of the affected part and
save the patient. And so, too, with
all the trades and employments. The
man full of whiskey can do nothing
right. He is a burden to himself ami
an injury to everybody with whom
he comes in contact. He is w> longer
an image of his Creator. He looks
upon the beauties of nature without a
thrill and the magnificence of the
heavens without contemplation. The
whisky which is now being sold and
drank by millions of gallons, is first
diluted, then poisoned by the seller to
make his thousand per cent., and
when drank to excess itrequires but a
short time to make sure work of its
victims. It destroys the nervous sys-
tem, blunts the sensibilities, sears the
conscience, softens the brain and saps
the very body and soul of life; and to
close the scene, we are told by the
highest medical authority that the
death of thedrunkard is the most pain-
ful of all; and when he dies, as we all
see, he dies "unpitied, unhonored,
unwept, unsung." The time has now
come in ouradvancingcivilization and
in the improved moral and social state
of society, as well as in thebusine.se
affairs and transactions of life, when
sobriety in a young man is looked
upon as his best passport, his strongest
recommendation, his richest and most
precious jewel. No good businessman
willto-day associate himself in busi-
ness with or give employment to a
drunkard, and no parent who cares
well for his family is willingto see his
daughter married to an intemperate
man. Not even the vender of ardent
spirits WOUld be willing to see his
daughter marry a drunkard. He only
sells him a dram for his money, not
that the cares for him, for the very
fact that he is a drunkard causes him
to dislike him, and he only allows him
to come to his bar when he has money
to pay for his drinks; for when his
purse is empty and his property all
wasted and spent, he condemns him
for his profligacy and drives him from
his roof as unworthy of his further
notice or respect. In all that long list
of criminals whose trials aud convic-
tions fill our criminal law libraries,
there are none whose cases present a
state of circumstances and facts so
telling upon our feelings and which so
invoke our deepest sympathy as those
young men who in an unguarded mo-
ment were led astray by the
wine - glass, and while under
its influence committed crime.
Trace the lives of all the
inmates now confined in the pen-
itentiaries throughout the United
States, and it will be seen that the
first false step, which led to their ruin,
was caused by strong drink. It is a
true saying, and should be wirt ten In
letters of living light and justed at
every cross-road, so that every passer*
by should see and read) that "dissipa-
tion begets idleness, and idleness he-
gets crime, and crime never ceases its
onward march until it lands its vic-
tim either in the penitentiary or upon
the scaffold.' 1 In conclusion I would
say that the laws of God require Unit
We be sober, temperate and just. We
cannot do our duty to society, to our
country and above all to God unless
we both respect the laws and our-
selves. That man who Is so unmind-
ful of the solemn obligations which are
enjoined upon him as a good citizen,
and has become so hardened by in-
temperance as lo have lost his pride of
self-respeot cannot have the aid and
respect of those who res.)nit them-
selves. Self-denial, manly courage
and obedience to human and divine
laws, are the unerring indexes to so-
briety?the road which alone leads to
distinction and honor. Those persons
who have occupied the highest places
in the public judgment, and received
the plaudits of their countrymen, at*
those who have been sober, upright
and just , who have heeded and obeyed
tho laws of (iod aud man, and whose
lives have been devoted to the ameli-
oration of the human race.

ticket, informing or giving such elector to
understand that it contains a name written
or printed thereon different from the name
which Is written or printed thereon, or de-
frauds any elector at any such election, by
deceiving and causing such elector to vote tor
a different person for any office than he In-
tended or desired to vote tor, or who, being
inspector, Judge or Clerk of any election,
while acting BS SUOh, induces, or attempts to
Induce, any elector, either by menace or re-
ward, or promise thereof, to vote differently
from what such elector intended or desired lo
vole, is guilty ofa misdemeanor.

skc. til. Every person who wilfullyViolates
any of the provisions oflhe laws of this state
relatlng to elections is, unless a different pun-
ishment for such violation is prescribed by
t his Code, punishable by line not exceeding
one tbousand dollars, or by imprisonment in
thfl State Prison not exceeding live years, or
by both.

The friends and supporters of the foregoing
1icket are determined to see that a fair expres-
sion of public preference shall be had at Ihe
coming cityelection, and in view of the fact
that bribery and Other corrupt practices have
heretofore prevailed in our municipal elec-
tions, have, by voluntary subscription, se-
cured an ample fund and adopted the neces-
sary measures to prosefUte every oU'ender.

Ti ontmlttec having this matter in charge
have employed detectives lo aid in the en-
forcement ol the law. A reward of one hun-
dred dollars Will be paid to any person who
may give Information which will lead to the
ci mv lotion of any person guiltyof a violation
of the code above quoted or any other pro-
vision of the Penal < ode relating to elections.
Such Information may be reported to the
District Attorney, who will give all necessary
information on tin-subject.
