An Outpouringf ol* tlie

McConnell. Ganahl and Carrillo on
the Stump.

Last evening an immense crowd as-
sembled in front of the St. Charles
Hotel to hear Mr. Alexander Forbes.
The meeting was called to order by
Col. G. H. Smith, Secretary of the
Democratic Central Committee, who
nominated Don Pedro C. Carrillo as
President, with tlie following Vice-
Presidents: Hon. Andreas Pico, Hon.
A. F. Coronel, Hon. C. Aguilar, Don
Francisco Machado, Don Francisco
Palomares, Don Tomas Sanchez, Gov.
John G. Downey, Mr. Benj. Dreyfus,
Mr. Harris Newmark, Dr. John S.
Griffin, Dr. Kurtz, Mr. A. C. Chauvin,
Col. E. M. Sanford, Hon. T. D. Mott,
Mr. E. H.Workman, Gen. Geo. Stone-
man.

The President, on taking tlie chair,
made a fitting address in English aud
Spanish. He read telegrams from
Mr. Forbes, showing that it would be
impossible for him to be in Los Ange-
les at the time advertised, and ex-
plaining that he was doing good Dem-
ocratic work North of us. After this
explanation ho drew attention to tbe
speech of Judge Thompson and gave
it a scathing review. After entertain-
ing the andience for a short time, he
introduced General McConnell, the
Democratic nominee for the Assem-
bly.

Gen. McConnell made a speech of
over half an hour, devoting himself to
a dignified discussion of Constitution-
al questions. In his oration the Gen-
eral satisfied the audience, men of all
parties, that the Democracy had done
well in nominating him for a legisla-
tive position.

LETTER FROM RIVERSIDE.

Organisation of (be Colony I'lan In
1870 ? Wonderful Kettults ? A Mew
I.,uii on a New Plan-Railroads ?

Minerals.

Editor Hkkald: Among tlie many colony
schemes of Southern California, Riverside Is
one of the most successful. Five years ago
its first settlers, Judge J. W. North and Dr. S.
P. Groves, came here across a barren plain.
They represented \u25a0 company of twelve men,
known as the Southern California Colony
Association. The company had purchased
eight thousand acres of land on tlie Santa
Ana river.

XII\u25a0 KIKBTDITCH

WM begun in October, 1870, and finished in
July, 1871. Settlers gradually came in, until
last Winter tiie population reached three
hundred and fifty. At that time Capt. W. T.
Sayward of Sun Francisco and S. 0. Evans of
Indiana bought a controlling interest in the
association, and at the same time purchased
tho Hartshorn tract, consisting of eight
thousand six hundred acres; then tlie Tc-
mescal Tin Mining Company added three
thousand five hundred acres to (his, forming
tho
nmNH LAWDAUD irrioati.no company.

Tlie new management has enlarged theold
ditch, almost completed a second and prom-
ises to construct a third as soon as the first
two are finished. When these three ditches
are-completed, tho whole Hlverslde valley,

consisting of over twenty-five thousand acres,
will be under the water. The company has
Inaugurated some general features of Im-
provement which commend themselves for
imitation.

THE ORIGINAL PLAN
Of Riverside is one mile square, nnd Is laid
offin villa lots of two and one-half acres
each. Each settler is expected to plant, two
rows of tree* around his lot, so us lo secure it

shuded footpath. The new towu of
SAYWARD

On the Hartshorn tract, is to be in the shape
of a circle, with a diameter of half a mile
and a public park lv the centre. The streets
radiate from this central park like the spokes
of a wheel from the hub. On tho lower plaiu
las it Is called), there Is laid out an avenue,
perfectly straight, one hundred und thirty-
eight feet wide, and eleven miles long. On
this there will be five continuous rows of
trees, two on each side and one in tho middle.
It is ilie intention of the company to make
an alameda that shall equul anything of the
kind In the world. After a bend on the end
of tills eleven mtle stretch, the avenue con-
tinues along three miles further,witii a width
of eighty feet.

THE PARK

In Riverside comprises ten acres, and will
have a pond in tho centre, with a strea-n of
water running through it. Atpresent River-
side bus a neatly kept hotel?certainly as
well managed as any country hotel in
Southern California; but this is inadequate
for the wants of the place,und tho company
are planning the erection of a tine hotel, to
accommodate over one hundred guests and
to be completed some time during the pres-
ent year.

RAILROADS.
Senator Jones lias promised that the L. A.

A I. R. R. shall go through Riverside, on con-
dition that a certain amount of money be
raised, !

kand Captain Sayward says that this
will be done without difficulty. The railroad
from San Diego to San Gorgonlo Pass Is also
expected to run through Riverside. The
trains of theS. P. R. R. already run within
seven miles of this place, und the long agony
of thirty miles riding over the desert from
Spudru is ended.

THE SOU..

The soil ofRiverside is red bench land-
proved to be superior for all kinds of fruit.
