The Elections.

It is too soon to attempt anything
more than a guess at the result of
the election held yesterday, so far as
this county is concerned. When the
polls closed last evening the impres-
sion prevailed among tin; leaders of
both parties that the Democrats had
elected their entire ticket by majori-
ties ranging from one to five hundred.
The retdrns may not prove the correct-
ness of this conclusion. The main
fight was on the Treasurership and at
this hour it is believed Mr. Rowan the
Democratic nominee, has carried this
city by from two hundred and fiftyto
three hundred majority. If this
proves tme he is undoubtedly elected.
Wkjointon, for Congress, will have
from three to five hundred majority
In this County. Tbe ballots in the
second ward will not he all counted be-
fore this evening. In fact it Is ini-
pos-ible to form anything like a cor-
rect idea of how the County has gone.
The Democrats have no doubt carried
the State.

The Coming Man.

Humanity is emminently utilita-
rian. The heroes of any era express
in their prominent characteristics tbe
wants of mankind at the time. The
great men ofhistory are the exponents
of the people which they represent, or
rather which made them. When our
race was emerging fcora barbarism,
and struggling with wild beasts and
dreadful superstitions, the brute force
and savage courage of Hekcui.es
commanded the highest admiration.
When the greatest need of the Spar-
tan was bravery, endurance and so-

briety, Lyctbqus framed his code.
When the early inhabitants of the
Italian peninsula h;ld progressed suf-
ficiently to form a substantial govern-
ment Xuha framed those laws which
his countrymen were ungrateful en-
ough to attribute lo the inspiration of

the nymph Kuf.ria. Later, the in-
vasion of hostile tribes, und the grow-
ing demands ofcommerce, brought to

the surface those great soldiers thai
carried the banner of tlie Roman re-
public iv triumph to the remotest re-
gionsof the earth. In tlie middle ages
when mankind had commenced to

erect the super-tincture of modern
civil2ation,and when tliedignityof la-
bor hard overshadowed the glory of the
soldiers, the inventor, the scientist
and tlie philosopher expressed the
wants and tendency of the peopiej
slid when Europe had readied that
stage in which the yeoman could just-
ly appreciate nis power and his right*
the statesman received the homage of
the masses. On the Faclflo coast this
tendency of men, to worship that
which is their greatest need is strik-
ingly exempli fled. The hardy pioneer
who stood face to face with marvel-
ous stores of buried wealth welcomed
tlie capitalist as Ids best t .iend. The
settler, entranced by tlie wonderful
resources which held up before his
vision wealth and happiness beyond
his brightest dreams, bestowed the
heartiest blessings upon the man who
delivered to him tlie key of the trea-
sure house. That man was the capi-
talist. And thus it came that the pow-
er of capital, strong <»s it always must
btfin new countries, especially if they
are republics, overshadowed every
thing in California. The rich men be-
come the leaders and masters of the
people. The sure possession of wealth
became the measure of political and
social power. Intellect, genius, talent
and Integrity were as naught in one
scale ifgold were thrown iv the other.
Tbe ability to accumulate wealth su-
perceded all other intellectual power.
The .Statesman was subordinated to
the money-grubber, brazen impudence
drove honest merit from the field, and
muscle took the place of brains. Tbe
rich man said "Iam the State;" the
people rcsponded,yea,and we are your
obedient henchmen. How much of
this aristocracy of wealth yet remains
on this coast we leave to our readers
to say. How much there will be in a
few years is patent. A settled popu-
lation is taking the place of roving
wealth seekers. Society is steadily
improving, aud the rising generation
will possess more of refinement and
culture than their hardy ancestors. In
proportion as education progresses
and population increases will society
turn from the accumulation to theeii-
joynient of wealth and men will be
considered apart from their posses-
sions. In polite society the splendors

of wealth may iv a measure supply
the lack of more meritorious recom-
mendations, but intellect and honor
like diamonds appear the brighter
when iv the midst of gold. Beauty of
character and intellectual greatness

must command the unqualified admi-
ration or homage of an educated peo-
ple, and is it not our fondest hope that
here by this Western sea will rapidly
mature as refined a civiliz ition as any
the world has seen? Tlie coming man
is then not a money bag. He will
neither be manufactured in a quartz
mill,nor bear upon him the stamp of
tlie mlrit. He will carry his treasures
in his head and heart, and not in ills
pocket. Ero the prophecy of Joaquin
Millershall come to pass the com-
monwealth must produce preemi-
nently great men and their genius
must bo colossal to harmonize with
the grandeur of the realm over which
they rule.

San Francisco, Sept. I.?About 12
o'clock to day a man named Anthony
Cummings, residing on Alabama St.,
between 22d and 23d streets was found
dead in his house. As he was known
to have had a violent quarrel with his
wife this morning she was arrested,
and acknowledged that the deep cut
ou the side of the face was inflicted by
her with a stick of wood. Deceased
leaves four childreu.

San Francisco, Sept. Ist.?The of-
ficial analysis, made public at the au-
topsy <if Win. C. Ralston, says that
no tiace of poison is apparent. Death
was cau-ed by asphyxia and conges-
tion of the brain.

Yesterday evening's Bulletin pub-
lished a statement that there had been
an over-issue of bank stock of the
Bank of California, and that the con-
tents of valuable envelopes had been
abstracted. This has been emphati-
cally denied by Mills, Sharon,Tullant,
Reese and Sachs, the committee exam-
ining the atl'airs of the Bank.

As an example of tlie way in which
the friends of tlie bank talk about its
future, we give the gist of a brief con-
versation held yesterday with James
Keene by an Alia reporter. He said
he embarked in this enterprise of re-
storing the great bank with the belief
that it can be placed on as strong, or
even a stronger footing than it form-
erly rested on. The assets he places
at a figure sufficient with careful man-
agement to meet all liabilities. He bad
learned of considerable coin having
been paid in during the past few days
by the taking up of notes ami other
securities which had fallen due. He
thought that several hundred thous-
and dollar-, have already come in this
way.

His coadjutors exhibit every feeling
of sincerity iv this movement toward
resumption.

The Merchants' Exchange Bank
willresume business to-morrow morn-
ing.

The Bank ot California will proba-
bly resume business the early part of
next week. Sharon does not propose
to allow five to ten million dollars to
be locked up for five or six years in

litigation, which would be disastrous
to this community. The statement of
tbe Directors is to be submitted to the
stockholders to-morrow.

An interview has just lieenhad with
the Directors of the Bank of Califor-
nia. It establishes the fact that noth-
ing new has transpired in the affair*
of the bank. The Jaositive statements
as to resumption are unauthorized.
In reply to a question, the answer
was received: "We are tryinifto fix
up this organization, but don't know
whether we will succeed or not." As
to the condition of the hank, it was
answered: "The nominal assets are
about twenty millions; the liabilities
about fourteen millions. We think
the reliable asse's willpay the debts."
There is nothing new from tlie Gold
Bank and Trust Company. The Mer-
ciiants' Exchange reports fair pro-
gress in obtaining coin for resump-
tion.

The election to day is progressing
very quietly. The bunks are all clos-
ed, and no liquor is being sold in tbe
saloons. Tlie probabilities now are
that the Democratic ticket will be
successful in tills city.

The Carrillo Outrage.

Tucson, A. T., Aug. 31.?Addition-
al facts in the case of Carillo have been
received from Altar. Carrillo is a nat-
uralized citizen and a merchant in
this place. Ho had gone to Sonora to
collect bills, and wus arrested on a
charge of furnishing arms to the In-
surgents. They gave him no trial or
examination, but ordered him to pay

or be shot on the following
Sunday. The courier had three hund-
red miles to ride to Tucson, and only
eighty hours to accomplish the mis-
sion. On tlie arrival of the courier,
Mrs. Carillo raised the money and
scut it to ransom her husband. In
the meantime a grave had been dug
und all the preparations made for his
death. Carrillo arrived here yester-
day entirely broken down. Great in-
dignation exists here over the outrage.
The roads are lined with refugees)from
Sonora, fleeing from tlie impendiug
revolution.
