Ifthe Union
does not cease misrepresenting tbe
Herald we shall call it the organ of
Tom Scott's piece of road bed?that
is tf the grading has not all washed
away.

The report that Mrs. Lincoln had
entirely recovored her mind is unfor-
tunately not wholly true. Her atten-
ding physician has written a letter de-
nying that he gave a certificate for
her discharge from the asylum. He
aald that under certain circumstances
the lady might visit her sister at
Springfield with safety. She is now
more troubled iv her mind than when
he made this statement. Mrs. Lin-
coln still makes her home at the hos-
pital where she receives her friends
aud frequently takes short rides with
them into the country.

Georoe M. Pinney one of the tru-
ly loyal and ever faithful, who bas
been a shining light and model leader
of the Republican party ofSan Fran-
cisco for years and who ail those years
has held a lucrative Federal offlce.has
turned out a defaulter and like all
loyal defaulters has pocketed his steal-
ings and absconded. We remember
George as a spry little California
street luminary. He was first a bull
and then a bear and then a bear and
then a bull and all the time a rogue
and an unswerving supporter of the
Administration. The Bulletin and
Call discovered that George was
stealing from the Government and
said as much. Thereupon he com-
menced libel suit against those papers
and then ran away. He left a wife
and several children and escaped with
a woman not his wife and two hun-
dred thousand dollars. Ofsuch is one
truly loyal Federal office holder.

The Indian chief who said he sup-
posed the hue and cry about an Indian
war in Nevada was gotten up by a few
men who wanted the soldiers sent out
there in order that they might sell
their barley and beef, was a man of
more descrimination than is usually
found among the aborignee tribes of
the Pacific coast. He is evidently a
close studeut of the White man and
has read with some care the "Pluri-
butaw" of Doesticks in which the love
of the pale face for money is traced
from infancy through the varied
stages of life to his final crushing to
death beneath an American dollar.
There is no doubt but that the report-
ed rise of the Indians in Nevada or-
iginated in a scare or a hoped for spec-
ulation. The latter is most probably
the correct solution.

Half a score of newspapers in this
State are vehemently calling on Sen-
ator Booth to take a back seat. Now
why should the Senator take a back
seat at this time or rather why should
he take a seat farther back than the
one he has occupied for two years past.
His party is as strong now numerical-
ly and morally as it was at the close of
the last Legislative session. It is as
strong now in both these respects as it
was when he sat solitary and alone?
the leader of a party of which he was
the head and front, the rank and file,
the beginning and the end?in the
United States Senate Chamber. We
C:in see no reason?there is no reason
?why the Journals that did not ask
Senator Booth to take a back seat
two years ago should ask him to do so
now. He is as far back as he can get.

The Treasury Department is mak-
ing preparations for the oarly estab-
llhment of life-saving stations auth-
orized by Congress for the Pacific
C >ast, and the Commission designated
for the purpose have located sites for
them as follows: At Neau Bay, upon
the Indian Reservation; at Shoal wa-
ter Bay, upon the Light Honse Res-
ervation; at Cape Disappointment,
upon the Military Reservation; at
Cape Arago, upon the light-house
property; at Humboldt Bay upon the
light-house property, for stations des-
ignated in the Act. For Point Reyes,
the site designated is near Duxbury,
half at Bolinas Bay. For stations
authorized to be established between
Point Lobos and Point San Pedro, a
site is selected near the beach at the
Southwest extremity of the Golden
Gate Park, the Park Commissioners of
Ban Francisco having granted the use
of the land for that purpose. The sta-
tion designated for Point Conception
willbe located about two miles West
of the light-house, what is known as
Caxa Harbor. It is expected that all
these stations, except that of Sboal

Watfr Bay, ami nt Point Conception)
Will bo manned by volunteer crews,
and the one at Neah Bay, by Indians,
as the Indians there are very peaceful
and friendly and are expert surf men.
Regular crews will havo to beat tho
two stations named above. Proposals
will soon be received for the construc-

tion of station-houses.

Hard Money.

Tbo currency plank in the Demo-
cratic platform i9perhaps the most im-
portant, and yet the one on which
there is the greatest diversity of opin-
ion among the members of the party.
The Ohio platform which undoubted-
ly dodges the question, and hence nec-
essarily opposes resumption of specie
payment bas proven a serious draw-
back, and measurably influenced the
declarations of principles of the subse-
quent conventions. The true patri-
ots desire to adopt the hard money
plank, the politicians with their usual
shorted sighted calculations desiro to

evade the issue or bow to tbe mista-
ken prejudice of the people of the
West. It is to be hoped that the New
York convention will settle the ques-
tion, and aquarely commit the Democ-
racy to a hard currency.

It is decidedly tho great question of
the hour.and neither party can enter on
a vigorous campaign without a deci-
sive declaration as to its course on the
financial question. The people are in

a mood to express their convict ions on
a matter that effects them ao deeply.
There can be no neutrality. Tiie vo-
ters ofthe U. S. are thoroughly con-
vinced that the present currency sys-
tem is a failure and a curse. They
will have some other. It is either
Kelly's inflation scheme or a specie

basis. The Democracy must choose
between these. If Ihey allow them-
selves to be controlled by the office-
seeking element whose desire to obtain
power is so great that they are afraid
to declare any principle, they will be
defeated. The mere party name and
the utter disgust of the people for the
present administration do not furnish
sufficient capital to bank on exten-
sively. The conservatives tried the
uew neutrality policy in the last Pres-
idential campaign and made a fail-
ure. The Cincinnati convention threw
away a sound priuciple to take up an
able man. The Greely campaign il-
lustrates the fate of the "milkand wa-
ter" policy and ought to be a warning.
"Measures not men" should be the
banner cry of the Democracy. Let
sound principles be boldly enunciated,
and the contest will be decided in fa-
vor of the right.

Fast Railroad Time.

The astounding progress made in
railway management during the last
twenty years is sufficient to give cre-
dence to the most rosy prophecies of
the most ardent admirers of the new ele
uieut of civilization. Each decade sees
the coat of transportation decreased,
and the complete transfer of the traffic
of the country from the watercourses to
the railroad is now so far accomplished
as to render it an assured fact. The
management of a vast railway brings
with it so much power and influence
that ambition has directed much of
the finest talent of the country to-
wards it. Our railway magnates are
second infame to none ln the land.
Thus the problem lias been worked
out more rapidly than if left to the
guidance of narrow minded money
grabbers. If many of the railroads
are bankrupt it is from the peculation
and extravagance of the contractors,
but the evils which attracted so much
attention and led to the enactment of
the "Potter law', in Michigan are be-
ing corrected. Poverty has led to
economy, sharp competition has de-
veloped more varied resources, and
where a change of ownership occurs
at a reduced price the new owner can
operate the road on a cheaper basis.
In the passenger business the progress
his been no less marked. The Amer-
ican people are the most restive in the
world, but when traveling they de-
mand comfort, safety and speed, and
they get them at a reasonable price.
Art exhausts itself in preparing pal-
ace cars aud human ingenuity is work-
ing night and day to provide new safe-
guards to the traveler, and statistics
show that humanity is less liable to
accident on a railway train than in
theordinary walks of life, that is, the
proportion of maimed, injured and
killed is less. As regards speed a new
era has just now been inaugurated.
The time of the mail trains between
New York and Chicago has been
shortened ten or twelve hours. The
telegraph informs us that the inhab-
itants ofthe Lake City can now read
New York papers but one day old.
Judging the future by the past may
we not hope that 'ere the year 1000 the
passenger leaving San Francisco will
be carried over the plains at the rate
of one hundred miles an hour and
landed in the heart of this great con-
tinent inside of two days.

ABrave Little Province.

Herzegovenia in European Turkey,
now in revolt against the Sultan has
an area of 6,420 square miles. Its pop-
ulation is 290,000 of which 230,000 are
Christians, 62,000 Mohammedans.
The whites belong to the Slavic race
and speak a dialect of that language.
The people are employed in stock
raising and agriculture. The princi-
pal manufacture is that of swords and
daggers, and the natives are very ex-
pert in the U9e of these weapons, the
mountain passes rendering hand to
hand conflicts necessary. It is a
mountaiueer country and watered by
the Narinta, which flows into the

Adriatic Sea. Heryrgovehlrt xvn*
formerly a province of tho Kingdom
ofCrovtiabut was made duchy by
Frederick 111 about 1400. In 1407 it
was conquered by the Turks and con-
firmed to them by tho treaty of Car*
lovitz in 1029.

The Attorney General's Letter.

The following is the letter sent by
the Attorney General to Gov. Ames
relative to the Mississippi troubles:

To Gov. Ames, Jackaoti, Ifiss. .? This
hour I have a dispatch from the Pres-
ident. I can best convey to you his
ideas by extracts from his dispatch.
"The whole public are tired out with
these annual outbreaks at tbe South,
and a great majority are ready now to
condemn any interference on tlie part
of the uovernment. I heartily wish
that peace and good order may be re-
al ored without issuing the proclama-
tion, but if they are not the proclama-
tion must be issued. But if it is I
shall instruct the commander of the
forces to have no childish play. If
there is a necessity for military inter-
ference there is justice in such inter-
ference as to deter evil doers. I would
suggest the sending of a dispatch or
letter by private messenger to Gov.
Ames, urging him to strengthen his
own position by exhausting his own
resources in restoring order."

Sau Francisco News.

San Francisco, Sent, IC? The
Stock Exchange meets this afternoon
to consider the proposition to begin
business again. Forty-three members
have signed a call and motion to com-
mence. The programme is to have
informal meetings of both boards un-
til Monday next, when the regular
sessions will commence. All the
heavy operators and most of the bro-
kers are in favor of the move, as the
money market is manifestly easier.
Large amounts of coin are coming in
from all directions to buy stocks, and
the pressure of customers is getting so
severe that brokers are forced to break
the rule prohibiting their doing busi-
ness.

Reports were in circulation on the
street last evening that the Rank of
California would re-epen on the 27th
instant. Inquiry at the office of the
Directors this morning fails toconflrm
the rumors, the factbeinsr thatno,«lav
has yet been decided on, though it is
intimated that, as heretofore stated
in the Associated Press dispatches, re-
sumption is probable about the Ist
proximo. Considerable feeling and
anxious inquiry as to the prospects of
resumption have been created by un-
authorized statements, published from
time to time, giving such a day posi-
tively as the tlateof re-opening. Such
statements are, to a great extent, mere
deductions from street talk, and con-
sequently unreliable. The Directors
report nothing new this morning in
the affairs of the bank. Everything
is progressing slowly but favorably
towards resumption, which will take
place as soon as the necessary arrange-
ments are completed.

The statements made yesterday
that the Assaying and Reliniug Works
have been transferred to Flood & O'-
Rrien, proves to have been premature,
though the Bank of California people
state that the bargain willbe consum-
mated at an early day.

Mrs. Norton, convicted in Santa
Barbara of complicity in the murder
of her husband, and sentenced to im-
prisonment for life at San Quentin,
arrived in this city last evening on
the steamer Ancon. Hhe was lodged
iv the County Jail, where she will re-
main a few days before going over the
bay. Mrs. Norton complained that
Judge Murray, who sentenced her, re-
fused to grant a stay of proceedings,
and said he was probably governed by
the feelings of the people in Santa
Barbara, which were very bitter
against her. She also expressed her-
self as confident that the Supreme
Court will grant her a new trial. She
expressed great solicitude for her
children, who are now with her moth-
er.

The celebrated mammoth grape
vine ofMonticello, near Santa Barba-
ra, arrived lasteveningperthe steam-
er, packed in seven boxes, for shipment
to the Philadelphia Centennial Exhi-
bition, where it is to I>e set up, with
the limbs connected iv their natural
posstion as it stood for over half a cen-
tury.

The State Iair Racing Yesterday.

Sacramento, Sept. 16th.?The at-
tendunee was much larger than yes-
terday, and notwithstanding the
weather, which was much warmer,
the grand stand was principally filled
with ladies.

The first race \va9 mile heats, 3 in 5,
free for all horses that had never beat-
en three minutes, purse $300, closed
with the following entries: P. Good-
hue's b. b. Gus Guerrero, T. Kenney's
h. g. Jupiter, G. A. Emery's br. m.
Lou Whipple, 8. Crandall's b. m. St.
Helena, IX J. Greene's b. g. Prince
Allen, Saml. Roberts' b. g. Red Cross.
In the pools before the race the horses
sold as follows: Lou Whipple 100, St.
Helena GO, Prince Allen 30, field 20.
Betting was very livelyat these rates.
In the toss for positions St. Helena
drew the pole, lied Cross second, Gus
Guerrero third, Prince Allen fourth,
Lou Whipple fifth and Jupiter outside.
At the tenth trial they got the word,
all well together. St. Helena went off
in the lead, Prince Allen second, Lou
Whipple third, the rest well strung
out, In which position they went to
the half pole in 1:15, when Prince Al-
len drew to the front, St. Helena and
Lou Whipple close up. Down the
stretch St. Helena was out-trotted by
Lou Whipple, who gained the second
position and was within a length of
Allen at the outcome in 2:30, St. Hele-
na third, Jupiter fourth, Gus Guerrero
fifth and Red Cross sixth. Notwith-
standing Prince Allen won the heat
with apparent great ease, Lou Whip-
ple was still the favorite at 85 to 00 for
Prince Allen for a time, then the odds
changed in favor of Allen, at which
rate they sold freely before the start
for the second heat, which was at the
close thereof much like tlie first. In
tliia heat the trotting was done by Al-
len, Lou Whipple and St. Helena to
the half mile in 1:14. At the outcome
Prince Aller.,who had trotted his mile
without a skip, came over the score
first by a length, Lou Whipple second,

It Helena third, .ttipltor fourth, Gkll
Guerrero fifth; time 2:80.1. lmmedi«
ately after this heat Allen at once bo-
came a great favorite,and as the result
shows that even at this late day the
knowing ones fail to know it all. Pools
sold before this heat at 1)0 on Allen,
Lou Whipple 10, St. Helena 4, field 5.
In this heat Kennedy gave his seat
behind Jupiter to Hickok, who was in
a run when the word was given. In
going around the turn Allen and Lou
Whipple at once cut out the work, the
rest fullingback iua bunch at the half
iv 1:14. Allen was first, which posi-
tion he maintained to the outcome
with great ease, winning the heat and
race; time 2:295. Lou Whipple second
and second purse, St. Helena third and
third purse, Jupiter fourth. Red Cross
fifth and (Jus. Guerrero last. The
sports fell very heavy on this race,
being confident that Lou Whipple
Would win easily. After the conclu-
sion of this race the judges fined Hick-
ok ten dollars for driving without be-
ing weighed.

The second race was for pacers, mile
heats, 3 in 5, free for all that had nev-
er beaten 2:22. The entries were W.
A. Findley's b. h. John, H. White's
bl. g. Onward, J. H. Murphy's b. h.
Sincoe, G. L. Jacobs' b. G. California,
known as Salt Lake. The pole was
won by California, Billy Campbell
second, Sincoe third, Onward fourth,
John fifth. After fourteen or fifteen
attempts to get oft', owing to the bad
acting of California and Billy Camp-
bell, they got away, ail running but
Sincoe, who at once went so far ahead
that all chance of the others saving
their distance was out of the question,
which they failed to do, Sincoe dis-
tancing the field iv 2:26. Before the
start Onward was the favorite over
the field.

The first grand parade of stock will
take place to-morrow at 10 o'clock, at
which time there will be more stock
in the procession than were ever be-
fore upon the track.

The Colorado Election.

Denver, Co!., Sept. 15th.?Returns
from the election in this Territory
come in slowly. Arapaho county
elects a majority of the Republican
ticket. The Democrats elect one of
two Councilmcn, aud 1 of 4 members
of the House. They also elect the
County Treasurer. Last Fall the coun-
ty gave over3oo Democratic majority.
The result in the Territory is doubtful,
both parties claiming the Legislature.

Denver, Sept. 10th.?The entire
Republican ticket of this county ex-
cept one councilman, one member of
tlie House and County Treasurer is
elected. The contest has been hot and
close. The Territorial Assembly will
be Republican.

Tlie Governor has districted the
Territory for a Constitutional Conven-
tion and lias appointed Oct. 25tli as
the day of election for members of tho
convention, which will meet here on
December 20th.

CONDENSED TELEGRAMS.
A Madrid dispatch of yesterday,

that the troops have captured Oyar-
senn, captured the Governor and made
many prisoners.

A Berlin dispatch says:
A disastrous tire occurred at Naden-

born. Over three hundred families
are destitute,

A Vienna dispatch says that the in-
surrection shows signs of weakness.
The insurgents keep to the hills, but
they willbe dislodged this coming win-
ter, when their present stronghold will
be untenable.

A letter from Charles Francis Adams
is published relative to a proposition
by certain political friends that he
should be nominated for the Presiden-
cy. He says: "Iam sure it would be
impolitic for me to undertake the work,
as 1 fear I have already on my hands
quite as much as I dare accomplish
during my term of life. I see nothing
there just now."

The National Bank Notes received
for redemption at Washington yester-
day, amount to $50,000; Internal Rev-
enue Receipts, $345,902.49; Customs,
$509,529.34.

A meeting of the Pacific Stock ex-
change was held at 3 o'clock this af-
ternoon. The deliberations were held
with closed doors and no official ex-
planation given in the call. It is un-
derstood, however, that the members
met to consider the propriety of re-
moving the restriction of $500 of fine
against stock transactions, aud also to
take measures lookiug to a permanent
resumption of business. The Board
rescinded the resolution imposing a
fine of $500 on private trading. A
resolution to resume regular transac-
tions to-morrow was debated at length
but no vote was taken thereon. The
Board adjourned to meet to-morrow
at 10 o'clock a. m . Many members of
the Pacific Board who were members
of the California Board, and had not
withdrawn their names have been
transacting business in the California
Board since its opening. Fair play
made itnecessary to rescind the $500
fine.
