The Day of Atonement.

Last evening at (i o'clock the Syn-
agogue wasciowded with worshippers
assembled to perform the most solemn
devotion of the Jewish faith. In all
ages from the time of Moses has this
day been solemnly observed. During
the days of Jewish political greatness
under David aud Solomon, as well as
when the Jews sat and wept by the
streams of Babylon; during the dreary
march through tho wilderness, as well
as during the more recent persecution
of Jews by bigoted Christians, the
mournful season of Atonment has al-
ways been observed. To the Jew
the Day of Atonment has a solemnity
not possessed by any otU'-r ocoasiou
for, on that day man and God are
brought in closer communion. Ac-
cording to the psalmist a broken and
acontrite spirit is the best sacrifice
and on Atonement Day contrition for
past sins is supposed to bring God's
forgiveness. Our observation qf tbe
services at the Synagogue last even-
ing confirmed us in the belief that
whatever changes Judaism may ex-
perience In the conflict of ages, the
Day of Atonement and the rite of cir-
cumcision will survive the ahogk. Af-
ter the usual pruyera Rev. Mr, Edel-
man delivered an instructive address
on "Confession," which was well
suited to the occasion. It was an ef-
fort that places Rabbi Edelmuu in a
high position as a pulpit speaker, and
was alike pleasing to Jew and Gentile
We hope to hear more of his instruc-
tive pulpit talk.

bducational Legislation.

IFrom the Schoolmaster, Oct. 3d.]
As many important questions con-

nected with the support and govern-
ment of the public schools will claim
the attention of the next Legislature,
it behooves the friends of education in
every part of the State to interest
their representatives hi the reforms
needed, it is a much better time to
direot their attention to defects in the
school law while they are free from
the many cares that will crowd upon
them as soon as they reach Sacra-
meuto.

Commencing with this issue the
Schoolmaster will be sent gratis to
every member of the Legislature.
This is done in the expectation that
there will be discussions of education-
al subjects in the paper which may be
of some advantage to those whose bu-
siness has not permitted them to study
the present condition of schools in
this and other States. Tt ia reasona-
ble to supnqse that lawyers, physi-
cians, merchants and farmers, many
of them without children, are not fa-
miliarwith the somewhat complicated
systems of education developed since
they were sc.hool-boy§.

Common Council, respectfully report:

That they, in conjunction with the
City Attorney, have had a conference
with the attorneys representing the
Board of Education, and have ascer-
tained that the Board willbe satisfied
with the following action upon the
part of tbe Common Council:

They therefore recommend that an
ordinance be passed providing for the
assessment, levy and collection of a
special tax sufficient to raise the
amount of the difference between the
sum already levied by the Common
Council for school purposes and the
amount, demanded by tho Board of
Education.

The amount already levied will be
mote than sufficient to defray the
school expenses until such time us
this special tax can be assessed and
collected, and the adoption of this
course will prevent any question as to
the legality of tiie present existing as-
sessment and levy on account of such
special tax.

California Abroad.

We find In the New York Weekly
Mail a. well written letter dated "Ho-
tel dcs Princes," Los Angeles, which
gives a fair and truthful account of
our city and its prospects. While the
writer does not go into ecstasies over
our prospects and natural advantages,
yet he is unusually fair and dispas-
sionate. We make the following ex-
tract on the wine, fruit and nut cul-
ture:

Los Angeles is the centre of an ex-
tensive manufacture of wines and
brandy from the vineyards within
thirty miles. The town of Anaheim,
originally a German colony, produces
the largest amount of grapes. It con-
sists of a large ranch cut into small
tract* of forty acres, to each of which
belongs a lot for town residence.
Fences are dispensed with, the cattle
being kept in a common enclosure.
The water is distributed by a zanja or
system of open ditches. Aride through
the Anaheim district and the adjoin-
ing colony of Orange revealed some
of the most successful'agriculture in
California. The vines looked thrifty
and were loaded with fruit. Orange*,
lemons, olives, walnuts, almonds, tigs

I and pomegranates*are raised with ease.
I noticed large fields of the castor

i bean, which is, I believe, a very pro-
fitable crop. Excellent corn Is also
raised here, equal to that of the lowa
bottom lauds. Around Los Angeles
are numerous orange orchards, the
oldest one about) twenty years' growth,
but the bulk of them have been set
out within five years. The profits from
orange culture aie said to be very
great, though this may arise in part
from the fact that the supply is not
now equal to the demand, it takes
from seven to ten years to bring the
trees to hearing; and as there have
been great numbers planted within
five years, it is possiblo the profits
may hereafter be cut down. Ou the
other hand it is asserted that the de-
mand for the fruit as far east as Chica-
go and St. Lou,is is growing, and there
is no, dang*? of over-production if the
whole of the available land were de-
voted to oranges, aud their congeners,
lemons and limes.
I have heard that as much as 52,500

per acre has been reaped from the or-
ange trees, in a single season; but I
havo long ago ceased to question
(though J may not always believe) the
many extraordinary stories told ot this
country of wonders and contradic-
tions. I can testify, however, that the
oranges grown here are as delicious
and palatable as the best which reach
our shores from the Mediterranean.
The varieties most grown are the com-
mon sweet and the Saint Michael.
New sorts are being imported contin-
ually. One great advantage the hor-
ticulturists here have over those of tbe
Gulf and Atlantic const is that the
crop can he picked at convenience, or
as wanted for market, tiie orauges re-
maining ou the trees without rotting,
as is the case in moi9ter climates. I
saw myself the oranges remaining
over from last winter hanging on the
trees side by side with the half grown
crop of this year, and found them al-
most as fresh and juicy as if just ri-
pened. lam told they will remain
uninjured until the succeeding crop is
ripe.

It is my impression that all the
fruits raised in this section may also
be raised in tho Sacramento and Han
Joaquin valleys further north, unless
dates and bananas be the exceptions.
But, on the other hand, I saw wheat,
maize, tobacco, nllatfa, apples, pears
and peaches, and the ordinary garden
vegetables growing in great perfec-
tion.

Honey is another production of
Southern California. The bees feed on
the white sage blossoms, and the an-
nual product is about two hundred
pounds of delicious honey per hive.
The amount exported by these three
counties is estimated to exceed three
hundred tons per annum.
