Permanent Roadways.

The following pertinent ecommuni-
cation on roadways from the City Kn-
agineer will be read with interest by
our people:

To the Mayor and Council of Los
Angeles.—

GeENTLEMEN: Owing to the great
amount of travel on that portion of
Muain and Springstreets,between First
street and the Plaza, it is evident that
the best material procurable should
be used fora permanent roadway. It
seeins to me that the portion of the
charter relating to grading should be
changed so as to only compel the
property owners to eut down or fill up
to a subgrade; and when the amount
of traflic in any street necesssiates a
good pavement, the cost of such pave-
ment should be made and maintained
by a general tax, Unless that is done
the city can never expect to maintain
zood streets. There seems to be no
provision in the law for the mainte-
nance of sireets after they are once
improved. I have no doubt but the
intention of the law was to provide
for the cutting down of high hills and
the filling up of deep ravines. If the
foregomg change is made in the char-
ter, you will observe that there will
be no work done only what would be
actually necessary to the official
grades, and that any werk done after-
ward in laying a permanent pave-
ment would not undo the previous
work, consequently there would be no
useless expenditure of money, I have
no hesitation in saying that there
would be less objection to the above
law than to the present,

In fact, the plan suggested is the
only one that has been known to work
successfully in other eities that I have
been in, As ) the materials for a
good pavement there are a number,
any one of which could be adopted.
The following rales for grading should
be adopted and enforced. No grading
should be allowed between Alameda
street on the KEast, High street on the
North, New High and Fort streets on
the West, and Sixth street on the
South, except by one whole block at a
time, the contractor or contractors to
have the privilege of stopping all
travel during the progressof the work,
s0 as to avoid accidents.

As the subjeet of mud and streets is
the all-important subject at present,
this is the time to take seme action
toward carrying out my suggestions,
I herewith submit a number of the
American Ingineering, which con-
tains all the information that is neees-
sary to be known in the matter of
modern pavements and street im-
provements. I find in one article cop-
ied from the London Llnginecring that
in Dublin and other Kuropean cities
the quantity of mud annually re-
moved was greater than the quantity
of material annually laid on,

As there is nocomparison ingize be-
tween our city and those mentioned
in the article, yet the topography of
the business portion of oureity—lying
as it does at the base of a hill—is such
that the amount of travel is equally
as great as in some eities of 100,000 in-
habitants,
