The town of Pomona is one mile square,

Angeles and Independence railroad willcross
the southern Pacific at Pomona, giving the
town the benefit oftwo railroads to Loa An-
geles and tide water, and eventually an out-
let to Texas, Salt Lake City and San Fran-
cisco.
