MEETING OF THE CHAMBER OF COM-
MERCE.

Decided Action <:u tbe Archer Freights
a i I S'i\re«* Dill?Ttie t'bnmber InEar*
nasi AboHt turn listtser? Itcsnrtnllesia
Tcle&raplitNi to Ncnaior liuili.

The Directory of the Chamber of
Commerce met pursuant to call of

President Lazard at tlio rooms of

Judge Sepnlveda last evening. Pres-
ent, H. L izard, It M. Widney, W. J.
Brodrlck, E. E. Hewitt, M. J. New-
mark and L W, Lord.

The President called the meeting to
order ant] said that the object of the
call was to consider the Archer freights
and fares bill and advise our represen-
tatives as to their vote on the meas-
ure.

Mr. Newmark expressed surprise
that a bill of so much interest to the
entire State should pass the lower
house comparatively without discus-
sion. He was opposed to the bill most
decidedly, WecanUaflbrd to have our
railroads stopped in this county. Our
prosperity commenced with the con-
struction of railroads, and it would be
suicidal lo have them suspended tow,

He introduced the following series of
resolutions:

Resolved. That the system of Pail-
roads now being established in South-
ern California has proven an Im-
mense benefit, and has be mi produc-
tiveof large accessions to its population
and wealth, and which system is be-
ing extended by the completion of
railroad connection between San
Francisco and the Colorado river.

Risolved, That the passage of any
law limiting the rates of freights and
fares, as proposed by tiie bill now be-
fore Ihe Senate and known as tbe
"Archer bill" will,it Is known after
a careful examination of said bill so
reduce the earnings *;f these roads as
to make it impossible to operate them
without serious loss, and will there-
fore be the cause of suspending tbe
construction of projected lines, am!
will undoubtedly stop tho Operation
of roads already built.

Resolved, That tho people of this
section of the State view with alarm
such a result as it would prove highly
injurious if not ruinous to ihe mat-
erial interests of Southern California,
which are dependent almost entirely
i pun Increased facilities of transporta-
tion for future prosperity.

Resolved, That the serious attention
of members of the Legislature repre-
senting the Southern counties is pall-
ed to tho above facts, its also to (bo
annexed statement showing the in-
crease of the taxable property of Log

Angeles county for tbe past ten years,
atul which it is believed is mainly at-
tributable to the system of railroads
referred to in the first resolution, and
they are earnestly and respectfully
requested to oppose and use tbelr in-
fluence to defeat the passage of the
Archer bill.

Resolved, That after a searching
and careful inquiry among the busi-
ness men and citizens of Los Angeles
county, this Board are convinced that
Ihe rates of freights ami fares charged
by the railroad companies operating
iv litis county tire reasonable ami per-
fectly Satisfactory to the people there-
of.

Resolved, That a copy of these reso-
lutions be transmitted by telegraph to
(he Hon. C. W. Bush, Senator for
109 Angeles county, with a request
that lie immediately lay the same be-
fore the committee having the Archer
bill In charge.
