A dispatch from Pesth to the Daily
News says that the water of the Dau-
ube shows no signs of subsiding. The
distress is increasing. Large dams
have burst and fiftythousand acres of
land witliseveral villages are inunda-
ted.

Tbe Jetties.
New Orleans, March 12th.?The

schooner Agnes Southern, draw-
ing nineteen aud a half feet of water,
put to sea through the Jetties at the
South-West pass yesterday and the
schooner Raphael drawing nineteen
feet, went through to-day.

Flood on the Danube.
Pesth, 13th.?In five small town-

ships along the river Danube, 520
houses collapsed from the 7th to the
9th inst, in consequence of their foun-
dations being damaged by floods in
Pesth and its suburbs. It is impossi-
ble to count the houses that have been
destroyed. If the foundations con-
tinue to give way,several huge blocks
of houses in this city must fall. On
the Bth instant a large Island below
Pesth containing five villages was
submerged and all the houses swept
away.

Herzegovina.

Vienna 12th.?The Austrian Au-
thorities have arrested tbe Herzego-
vinan insurgents leader L. Jubobratch
on the border of Dalmatia.

London staffs

London 13th.?A severe rainstorm *
prevailed yesterday throughout Eng-
land and Scotland and great damage
to property all over the country Is
reported. The storm has caused a
rapid rise in the rivers and several
places are threatened with floods. Tel-
egraph wires are down in every di-
rection prostrated by the storm. The
full extent damage done has net been
ascertained. The storm was accom-
panied by a heavy gale.

The Times this morning in its fi-
nancial column says the demand for
Erie stock is increasing and the prices
are rising in consequence of New York
advices and advances in stock in that
city.

London High Life.

London, March 12.?The rumor of
the occurrence of a serious scandal in
high life, which has prevailed here
during the past few days, has now
taken shape and name. Lord Tyles-
ford's wife has eloped with the Mar-
quis of Blandford, eldest son of Duke
of Marlborough, and the Marlborough
gems, it is said, have been sold to pay
his debts. He is brother of Lord
Churchill. Lord Aylesford, the un-
fortunate husband was ea'led home
from India on urgent affairs some
time ago. The elopement is absorb-
ing social circles.

LoNDON,Mar.I2.?A person who was
arrested on board the steamer City of
Paris at Queenstown, on suspicion of
being concerned in the robbery on
the Banque Do Belgique at Brussels,
has been recognised as M. Kindts tho
defaulting manager of the bank.
